Mace that beside hip free-sliver harangues
and demands for more silver dollars, which
he rava won't decrense In exclinnge value no
watter If eolned In unlimitsd pombers, In
hin  antlrepenl  speech Brean qunted Prof,
Yerry an oatimating that after the discovery
of the sllver mines of Potosl in the sixteenth
century the purchasing power of silver fell tn
23 per cent. of it former valne, The differ-
enre In effect between a discovery of & mine
and the consequent throwlng of great quantl-
tiew of allver on the world, and the unloading
of great quantities of 1t stored or Ie prolific
mines now, Lhe did not explain, Capltallista
Yave eaused the value of the gold dollar ta
sppreciate, aceording to the present apeeches
of Mr. lryen.

exerciin of this nower th represeritatives who
eot lefore the wullic andare responsible to
thelr vonstitnents, thinn to bank ollcers, who
act i private and are responsible to no one.®

Tha reeond of the men In Congross, especially,
porhings, In the Senate, who were votrayiug
thelr constitnents fh the panleky ¢ays. not
withoout an lastenotive lesson, might have Loen
pinced Ty Mre Hegan alongstde the comidact of
the “responusilile to nn one” bank officers during
that perd; but Me, Pryan d4id not do that,

Even in mortunry performances the feel.
fnes of w Popullst imboed hlm, and batred of
wealth tinetured his eulogy of hils decoased
tofend, Gicuegs W, Houk of Ohis.  “Ie 41
not leave to ls chlldren," sald Bryan, “"that
dogbtful blessing. o lnrge fortune,*

A pecullnrity of tnate led this gentleman wha
recks to be placed ot the hend of & united na-
tlon o say, In favorlng an appropriation for a
Government exlitblt ut tho Atlantn exhibition:

“*It wiil do our puil‘[lio gniil  to mingle with
the peanle  of the Sonthland; to moarch aguin
from Atlanta to thie sen.'

Ha sooke of Lthe Southerners as penple who
made "a busineas of hospltality,” yet proposed
going to thelr homes asil remloding them of
the terrible marell through George a,

His nectlonalism cime out In January, 1504,
in the form of the central West agalns® every-
body. Representatives Bowers of Callfornia
and tirout of Vermont hied spaken—In the free
wool dehate- of the farmers of the Paclfic slope
and New Englund, and Bryan sald;

“The farmers of their districts cannot hart
ibn country any more In the future thisn they

ave dobe lu the just,”

In the course of that delbate Mr, Deolliver
drew attention to the fact that Hrvan in the
precoding Congress had denouticed wool man-
ufacturers ns thieves and burglars. On the
rame day DOrian sald:

*Flie nrosent mate of duty on wonllen gonds
In R per cent., w0 thnt o taan who tuanufae.
Tares an articlo of woollen goods fu this conn-
try can chnrun for 1, on nn average 14 per

cent, more thus he could charge for 1t without

Ie sald ou Jan, 30, 1804, In de-
baung whe Income tax:

His interest In the lncome-tax project led
him to rause the State Departinent to make
an inouiry as to the operstion of similar meas-
ures In other conntries, wid on Jan. 0, 1804,
ho banded In reports which Yad Yven colleetml
through the vonsular service In England, Italy,
Austrin, Switzarland, 'russla, Havarla, Wir.
temberg, and llremen, They took up more
than seveu clisely vrinted pagas of the feeord,

Tho orosy s ever hefore Liryan's eyes (for
rhetorleal purposes, and withour due appre-
clation of 1td suered  associntlons), nithiigh
only pllded on specinl vecaslons; and e ing-
plously exelatmed In his Income-tax suenli,
rerarring: to the peaple of e South and Wear:

1 may not be fustified in
Interfering: but when thelr betting affecta
the price of a product which my people wither
use or prodiuce, and they by that hetting In-
crease the price to the consumer or decroase
the price to the producer, 1 am Justified inin
terforing.”

On the anti-option blll, on June 18, 1804, ha
salil:

“There is no difference in the moral charne-
ter of the tranaactlon batween the actinn of the
burgln: who gones to a man’s hiouse nt night and
tnliny from hima part of that which he re-
colves for hin whoent, and the actlon of the
samler who goes on the i of Trade, and

Nowwron, Conn,, July 23~ In Volome XXIL
af the Froe Maswona' Monthly Mogaeine, s oollec-
tion of very rare tomes beloneing to Probate
Judge Jharles W.Carterof the Norwich distriot,
there in ‘& romarkable proplecy forecasting
the politioal carcer of the American nation,
which, In view of all the wild things the Popu-
lists and free.sllver factions are planning or
plotting, sod the posaibility that taey may
raoceed In gotting control of the Government,
Is belloved by all who have seen or recallod (4
to be nealgnlfioant an it Is slngniinre and sin.
Ister. ‘The revelation on which the horoscupe
was founded was recelved by Josoph ITong at
the beginoing uf the century, hut it was not
publishied by the Free Moson's Magazine untii
Dac. 1, 1802, The Free Mamva' Monthiy was
the standard publieation of the ordér in Now
England, and Mr. Canrles W. Moors, Girand
Becrotary of the Girand Lodges of Massachnusetts,
who edited and published It for & wreat many
years, was adjudged by evers ane to le a man
at tho utmoat probity and consclontionsness,
and of palnstaking veeclsencss and koeenness in
eompiling him date.

In a prefatory note, in relation to “'Joseph
Hoag's Vislon," Mr. Moore wrote st the e,
Dec. 1, 180L:

“Josoph Hiag's parents were Proshyterians,
who endeavored to sdueate thele children in
accordance with thelr tenetng hut he early bes
came o momber of the religlous sociely of
Friends, and In process of time an ao-
knowledged minister, in which capacity he
travelled extensively. 1o and his wife, Huls
dab. whno wis also s minister, were the parents
of n Inrgo family, ull of whom becamo minis-
tere. Joseph was born in the year 1702, and re-
alded, In early ife, in the wilderness purg of
New York, where he experloneed many linrd-
shipse. He afterward removed to Veriontl,
and there disd In 1840, Though the following
vision was not muoch known until recently, yet
he rommunieated the samn to his chlldren
and some of his friends many years ago, Jo-
seph’s estimable clinracter, ns woll ne that of
his familv, forbid the supposition of doubt ns
o the genuineness of the vislon,"

This Is the vislon as related by himself:

I the year 1803, In the elghth ur ninth
month, T wias ono day alone In the fleld, nnd
observdd  that the suushone  brightly, but s
mint ccllpsed its brightness,

**As I reflected npon the singularity of the
event my mind was struck inton silence the
mont aclotan 1 ever roniember to hiave wit-
nessell; for nll my faculties were low. and un-
usually brongit into deep ellonce. 1 =xid to
wyself: “Whnt can all this mean? 1 do nos
recollect over befure to have boen sensible of
such feellngs.’

New Onneans, July €3, -New Orloans has a
coloring and n oharm of Its own, Its Latin and
Angli-Latin peopln  those who have an Amerd.
ean strain of blood from one parent, but whe
have two mother tongaos, Engiiali and Freneh
—~nro unlike any other class of peaple In the
Botth, They bave the cavtions, hand-leaded-
ness of the Northertier, blended with the
fine romantio tendenclen of thelr Old World
ancestors of Franoe and Epnln, They are
gravely courtsonsa to the stranger sojourning
for n season within thelr gates, but he must not
urk too many questions touching matters with
whileh he has no eoncern, Hence the peculiar
institution, of which thin is written, has gen-

It hns been thirty-three yoars elnce slavery
died at the stroke of Ahraham Liocoin's pen,
Many of the eur!ous things that wors a part of
ftand greew out of It are well nigh forgotten,
Hesldes slaves, who wera butight and rold, there
wan an Intermediate class of people who hnve s
pecnliar history., Thesa wers the placd women
and thelr children. The placéd was nimost en.
tirely confined to New Orleans, The torm comes
from the Frencli word meaning * placed,” and
the placds were women of all ehades of enlor,
from the mulatto to the ocloroon, or one.-eighth
negrd, who conld not be distlngulshed from the
whitest Inay In the land, Sometimes when
girl of this grade of ¢olor was sold she becume
A placd, ot itis not of the slave clans thit this
Is written, but of another far more interesting.

There lhan always beon In New Orleans a
peculinr moelety composed of persons of enlor,
who ure not to be compared with the ordinary
negro, They were known before tle war as
“the free people of color,” and still eetaln that
nams. In this class were the descendanis of
plnod women and the white men who main-
talned them. Many of Lhis class ape very rich;
moat of the women are handsome, atid men and
women are well educated. These persons scorn
the ordinary negro or mulatto, for they have in
their velns the hinest blood in the elty and State
they live in, and. ns white people will not as-
rocinte with them. they are & eommunity to
tnemeelves and living among thomaelves, Very
many peraons in New Orlenans, generally *Amer.
