YWall,
the sastion of the Convention from peginuiug to
ond was an éxhibition of fAahby oratory and
withered meiaphors and  hifalvilng sentis
ments,. Nomines Hryan was referred to as
“(iod's new Mesaialh,” and several orntnrs de-
clared that he was the Welllngton of the pres.
entday and that Tom Watson was an cxact
reproduction of Bincher, Tha sersion also
brought disappalntment to W. L. Greens of
Nebraska, Mr. Greone, like Thomas M., Pat
terson of Coloradn, has talked so much lo this
{onvention that even the Popullsts hars be.
coma reative and mnould nnt listen to elther ane
of them, Tues Populista bellove ln glvine every
Porulint an opportunity to he hear, and (ireene
an¢d I"atterson had lmposed oo the generosiiy of
the Canvention,

Al the proper time Senator Allen sald thas
the Conventlon would proceed (o nominate cans
didates for President, and the words were hard.
Iy out of nis mouth befors Greene had pushed
himsalf upon the piatform and had started o
make the nominating speech for Bryan. There
was hol A newspaper man of the 300 presant
whodid not kpow thiat Gen, James B, Weaver
had bad In his pocket for four days the Lype-
written speech which he was to fire off in bomils
nating Hryan fo this Popullst Conventlon, Gen.
Weaver was on the platform when Mr. Gresna
began hils speech ror Hryan., The Nebraska
man had got as far an a reference o Tom Wat-
son, aud nad called him “that nobie son of the
Bonth,” when an obstreperous Papulist delogate
raisad the point of order Lhat there Lind been no
alphabstical roil call of =intes for candidates,

Mr. Gireeno was very susypy over this loter-
raptinn, and declared that Le wonld not talk as
long as tecinicalities were ratsed againat him.
He left the piatform in a huff, and swung his
long halr very much after the fashion of a
youngster who has been slighted and who 1s In
apet. Mr. Gireene's friends told him to go back

- to the platfarm, and others himed. Benator
Marion Botler got belilnd Greens and essayed
to push him along toward the platform, bat Mr.
Greene did not need much urging, and he was
soon seated upon the platform again,

Without walting for a roll call of Siates, Mr.
Greene declded to make anotlier attempt to put
Bryan belfors the Convention. The Kansas peo-
ple objected, and atlll inplsted on having a roll
call of States, and Mr. (ireene, standing there
amid the utmost eonfoslon, was overlieard to
say that he hind talked to many people In hin
litetime, but that hils avlf-respact forbade him to
lalk at thia tims. He then plumped inta his
raton the platform and remalned qulat for
tome time.

George F. Galther of Alabama then stralpht-
ened out the situatlon. Ho was well wware that
Gen. Weaver had snonta good deal of time In

v petting up the type-written apeech with which
tie was to present Bryso's oame Lo the Conven-
tlon, and Mr. Gaither did not want Gen. Wea-
ver'as Industry to go unrowarded. He declared
thet Gen. Weaver would put Hryan in nomina-
tlon.

WEAVER NAMES BHYAN,

Chalrman Allen introduced Gen. Weaversan
man wlino peeded no Introdoction to & Populist
audlence, and Gen. Weaver, in beginning his
specch, told the Convention thiat he mast inslst
on alsolute gulet, He declared that he must
not be Interrupted by chieers, for the reason that
he did not care anything forcheers. All he was
interested in, he sald, was perfectiog the work
of the Convention and glving the delegates
ample tima to get howme. Gen. Weaver in his
speech anid that thils was a most eritical period
fn the history of the Fopulist party. He in-
slsted that the delegntes must forever preserve
untarnished and nnbrokes the princliples of
thelr organization, and then, spesking of Mr.
Bryan's telegram to Senator Jones, sald;

“This matter has reacled a point where
Bryan or bis personal friends have oo right to
eay what this Conventlon should do, Afterthe
action of the Convention Iast night. and after
Hryau's telegram, we, nevertnoless, believe that
we ahould utterly refuse to be guided except by
the wishes of the neap'e. The people have the
right of the case, and | know that | am pro-
ceeding un right lines"”

These words of Gen, Weaver led many to be-
lieve that Senator Peffer was pretty near right,
and that there was nome sawdust game going
on which in the end would shuw that Bryan
would ind & way 1o accepl the nomination of
this Convention. even though hls assoclate on
the Chicagoe ticket had been dumped into the
ditch.

Mr. Patterson of Colorado came up and whis-
pered In Weaver's ear. and then the Ueneral
made this formal nominatlog speechi:

In that midnight discussion between Bru-
tus and Casslus, concerniug  the contemplatd
battle at Phillppl, Hrutus  arged thut thelr
causo was  ripe, thelr legions brumful, at tho
height, and ready to decline,  Suld pe: ™ Thers
is a tide In the affalrs of man, which, taken at
the . leuds on 1o fortune; omitted, pll
the voyago of thelr lifs is bound in shallows
and in miseries."

And o dramatle climax he exelaimed:
**On snch a full sra are we now afllont knd we
muse tnke the current when it serves, or lose
our ventures.''

TOTED OUT A CROSS AND CROWN,

Goan. Weaver's speech wan very well recelved,
and when he closed thers was a great ont-
burst of enthusinsm. A hugs wooden cross
wax toted out by the Nebraska delecation, and
at the top wasa huge yellow paper crown, nn
which were the wards which Mr, liryan has
used so many times at Washington and else-
where, ** You ahall not crucify mankind upon a
erosn of gnld."” and * You ahnll not press down
upon the brow of labor thiserown of thorna™

Those who have looked up this matter have
ascertained that Mr, Hryan used these phrases
& score of timea before he trotted them outin
bis rpeech before the Chicagn Conveution.
Well, any way, the hoge wooden croas and the
huge yelluw paper crown were the signal for an
aprising of the deiegates. A big fat girl Ina
white dresa, which made her look all the fatter,
tried to play the act which Mra. Carscn Lake
played st Minneapolls four years ago mnd
which Miss Murray, the family friend of Uncls
Hod Bolea, tried to plny at Chicago a little over
two weeks ago. The fat girl came up among
the newspaper men and stood npon & couple of
their desks, She t7led toload the applause, but
the applatise hnd gotaway from her, She tried to
keep her fat arms swinging in the air. but she
soan beeame tired and let them drop to hersldes,

Ehe was a dead fallure as a publ'c demons
strator of politiral enthusinem, Hut she was
amiable for all that, and the great mountalnsof
flesh quoivered in delight as she roared and
lnughed and shrieked for Hryan. A number of
banners were brought into the hall to add to
the enthusiasm, One declared:

* We are for Bryan aud union, to preserve our
homes nod save our country,™ .

A great many of the standardn at the head o
the delecations were ripped from the floor and
taken upon the platform, where they sur.
rounded the huge wooden cross mnd the huge
yollow paper crown, Texas all this t'me re.
mained grim and silent, One stnrdy Texan up-
held the banner of the Lone Star State, on
which was inscribed * Middle of the Ruad,
Strafght Populist Ticket." Wisconsin, Oregon,
Arlzona, Maine, Hhode Island, and Missoori re-
fused to Jnin the other standards, and stuck It
out all through the demonstration.

The grest Hoston Populist, whose name is
George F. Washburu, was upon the platform
swinging tho Massachusetits standard, aud by
his direction tne Populists xot ludiso Territory
to join the processlon of standards as they were
lugged nround the hall. During the entliusianm
an enthusiastic lirrao Popolist tried to grab the
Wisconnin standard, but it was protected by
Robert Sehilllug, who yelled:

"1 swear | willshoot the man who removes
the Wisconsin standard " and Schilllng had Lls
haud on his hip pocket as be made his threat.

“CMUCIFYING PETER COOPER.

The canvas plcture of Pater Cooper. which
hune from the gallery just belind Chalrman
Allen's desk, was pnlled from Its place and
fastened to the huge wooden cross. This led
Raobert Schillling to speer:

" They're cruclfylug Peter Cooper now,™

The demonstration continued for pearly
twenty miuutes, and before it ended there was
s fine old row o the Ohlo delegation, The ma-
Jority of the delegntion were upposed to Hryan,
but ane of the minority grahbed the standard
and attempted to foin the Hryuu procession, A
fellowPopulist frut the Huckeye State punched
Bimdn the faee, and the two e'inchied ard rollod
nver emch  other and were sluwing encl,
othier Getil the pollee interfersd. The man
who had grabltied the standard then recov.
ered It mnd took (ttothe pintform, and althoogh
ke was pretiy badiy botcered ho uplifted his
volce in Joining the others iu the lLowl of t‘
proval for iiryan.

After the inpse of about twenty minutes the
enthuminem died nway and Gen. J, K Flelds of
Virgintw appeared un the nlatform to second the
nomination, He pddre-sed the Canvention as
“wentiemnen of the Jory and he predicted
that Hryan was marching along to the tune of
vietory thal catoon from the mountain tops and
the windoawent urniries, Gen. Fields, bafore un
ended, datlnred that lirypan was the nomines of
this Vonrention, and at this sigtal up popped
ngnin Populist Groene of Nebraska, snd he
minvel to susperd the riles and make the nomis
naticn by meciamntion. At this rthere was a
Ereat rowr of "o They were long eontinued,
hut litgh abave them wns thie voice of Permas
uent Uhatrman Alivti, roaring:

“Thuse In favor uf the motien wiil LAY aye."

GREAT PROTEST ANAINST ALLEN,

He wannot aliowel to finlsh the sentencs or
put the motion, for tha reason that the tumul.

By that time Chalrman Allen was resdy to
anmoanee that ths effort tn nominate Bryan by
soclamation had been unsatisfactory. While
he waa (alking to thateffect Mr, Schilllng de-
manded (o be beard. Fenator Allen sald that
he conld not hear him for the uproar, and no-
body else could hear aaything, The Conven-
tion was cAlmed down, and then Schilling de-
manded that a recess be taken so that the Con-
ventlon eould commualcate with Brran, and
then the fell iwing conversation took place.

Chalrman Allen—Sit down, sir! Sit down,
wir!

Fopullee Schilling—All right. we'll alt down;
but you sit down en us and you'll get slek of It
before von get throagh,

The Convention was then little short of &
bedlam, The delegates were all ahrieking and
scraaming and hawling. They had been worked
uptoa frenzy by Eendtor Allen's effort to Jam
through Hryan's nominatlon by acclamation.
Floally same sort of order was restored, and
Congressman Howard of Alabama got npon the
platfarm and demanded to know by what au-
thority the gentleman from Nebraaka (Mr,
Greene) had offerea A motion to suspend the
rules and nominate RBryan by acclamation,
Congresaman Howard declared that there wnuld
be no gag rulo In this Convention, and that
stuch & motion to suspend the rules was un-
precedented In the affalrs of the Pooulist party,
Then the roli eall of Btates for nominations

proceeded.
TELEGRAM FROM DEBS,

Just as Georgla was reached the clerk of the
Convention read a telegram from Fuogene V.
Diebs, aaking that his name should oot be used
as a candidate for the nomination. Thls gave
Schilling of Wisconsin another opportanity to
hurl his deflance at Hryan and Allen, for he
cried:

*1 call for the reading of a teleeram from Mr.
Bryan, What does Mr. Bryan say 1

Chalrman Allen was clearly angry at this, and
he showed his roffMed features. He agaln de-
clared that there had been a nnrfelt of talk, and

Capt. Kolb of Alabama graeped the garel and
Judge Hines of Georgin was introduced, and
one of his paragraphs was:

Iam héte to eccond the
nomination of W, J. Bryan. If he doea rot ae-
cept the nomination we may then takedifTerent
action. Hut he will accept this nomination.™

Col. Claggeit of Idaho aiso spoke up for
Bryan, and Le declared that the continned rule
of the alngle gold standard wonld in the end
mean & bioody revulution. Hermann ), Tau-
beneck spoke for Lilinola, and pleiged the
Prairie State Populiats to wote for Hryan on
eiection day. Four of the 1llinois delegates
protested.” and then *Calamity™ Walier of
lows was seen wending his way tyward the
platform. HBefore he reached the platform
Capt. Kolb twok occasion tn say afew worda
In support of Brysn aod that the Sonthern
Popullsts must forget their prejudices and the
bltterness of the past. " Calamity™ Welier did
not have lvog to epeak. He only had time to
say:

“The Greandback party, the Natlonal party,
and the People's Labor party were all stabbed
todeath In the hovses of their friends, Don't
let us do the rame with the Peopie’s party.”

Time waas calied on the Hon, Calamity and he
gave place to the Hon, Jerry Slmoson of han-
sas, who tried (0 explain that he was very ain-
cere yeaterdoy when he sald he wonld play falr
with the Texaus If they would sgres to arcept
the majority report of the (Committes cn Per-
manent Organleation. All hande smiled at the
Hon. Jerry's protestations of Innocence of any
wrong doing, and sll who heard him recollscted
that, notwithstanding his pledges to Tezas,
ninety of the ninety-twao votes of Kansas were
east tn opposition to the wishes nf thoe Texans.

The Hon. Jerry declared that he atood side by
side with Tom Watsnn in Congresa for two
years, and that together they hiad * withstood
the shook pf battle.” The Hon. Jerry ndded;

*Tom Whatson i{» astanch and true states-
man, It was also my good fortune to serve four
sears o Congress with Mr. Bryan. We stood
side by sile and voted together,”

A WOMAN AECONDS DATAN,

The Hon. Jerry then sald that Kaowas alse
seconded Bryan's nomination. There wers sev.
eral other speakers, and when Louisiana was
called the Creole State yelded to Mrs, Hoberts
of Coloradn, Capt, Kolb, who was acting Chair-
man, was all attention o Mrs, Boberta,  Shs Is
n beautifol young womao, and was dressed in
white lawn and biack velvor, Her taste in
dresy was porcliarly churming. Whon she
reached the piatform Capt. Kolh was there tn
hold out his hand in welcome, and torning to

The Papuliate chicered Mra, Robherts, and right
here it abould be sald that on formal peca-lons
the Tapullsts speak of women Popullsts as
“Mistress" this or that. Well, Mistress oberts
talked wory severely in her mild tones tothe
L dle of the Road" men who wanted a
striight Popallst tieket, Pelnting her white
