PERTH AMBOY'S MORMONS.

Morinoulam Is disturbing tho orthodox of
Perth Amboy, It Is not a now teaching In tho
town, but It has developed an activity nnd per-
sistence lately Hint soem to tho moro conserva-
tive of tho poople to cull for strong measures to
suppress It and its disciples. For two years or
moro thoro has been a small portion of the peo-

ple of the town who havo believed In the Hook
of Mormon as it was promulgated by Joseph
Smith.

Until a short tlmo ago tho followers of the
Mormon precepts kept Judiciously quiet, nnd
conducted their services tn private, apparently
caring nothing for thenttendnncoof tho general
public.

As long as tho religion was not obtruded on
the gcnernl public hardly any notice was taken
of It, and Its converts wero not troubled by In-

terference from outsiders. Had they been con-
tent to kcop to themselves, they and their Ideas
of life would not y bo tho subject for tho
discussion that has lately beon devoted to them.

Mormonlim in tho town has flourished almost
entirely in tho family of John Hornsby, who
died last September In Salt Lako City. Utah, In
full communion with the Church. Tho Hornsby
family ls a large one, and after John went Into
the Latter Day Saints most of It followed him,
nnd It was tho departure of his children and
grandchildren for tho West that flrat called
general attonttnn to tho progress that had been
mado by tho missionaries of tho Church, whose
periodical visits to tho town had passed almost
unobserved.

John Hornsby wont to Salt Lake City In
He died and was burled thoro tho next

month, Hornsby was a well-to-d- o farmer, and
his homostead, a large brick house about n mllo
from the railroad station, had sheltered the
Mormon missionaries who visited Perth Am-
boy previous to his death. Theso missionaries
usually enmo to tho town on Saturday and

only until Monday, then returning to
their benquartcrs tn Hrooklyn,

Few of tho people ln tho village outside of the
Hornsby family and their friends knew or
cared to know who the strnngors were, and had
they prosecuted their work In a quiet fashion
nothing would be heard of It

Whether tho Hornsby family was converted
to Mnrmonlsm at the same time that the father
was Is not known, but aftor his departure for
the seat of government of the church his rela-
tives and descendants came In to the fold rap-Id- ly

and almost unanimously. The Mormon
proselyters visited tho Hornsby house
regularly. nnd the services of the
church wero held each Sunday. They
wero successful lu converting to their
faith nearly forty men, women, and children,
and of theso all but two went West-- 1 ho
Journey crs were Mrs. Hornsby, the widow of
John, tier threo children! her daughters, Mrs.
Larson, Mrs. HrlnkerholT, Mrs. Eastwood, and
their husbands andtwelrochlldren: Mrs. IlufTy,
n widow with six children, and Mr. and Mrs.
,lnme Horn!.) and their children. These con-er-

lett the tonn ut various times. Tho last
party left in June.

As the Hornsbs had many friends, relatives,
and connection in the town, some talk wi,
caused when they wi.nt away, but even when
the last of them teptx.d aboard tho train for
their new home, little na, thought or said of it.
Something more dramatic than the quiet de-
parture of nearly half n hundred people was
newled to wake up the orthodox to n realizing
eense of wnat was golngon in the town.

When the Mormon missionaries had succeed-
ed in converting most of the Horn-b- y family to
their Church, the Interest that the) bad aroused
In their work gradually died out. Wl en It bo-- i
ame apparent to the manager" of the Mormon

campaign thai the interest in their belief was
waning, in fact, that the movement In Perth
Amboy was practically moribund, they do.

The Salvationists held a meeting on Tuesday
night near tho Parker House, and tho singing
nnd playing attracted an audience. After they
had stayed as long as they thought wus neces-
sary they mnri d awr.r leaving the crowd stand-
ing there. The missionaries had been walling
for this opportunity, nnd before tho oeoule had
gone they stepp"d Into tho middle of the
party, and began their talk. They used argu-
ment and appealed to the reason of their hear-
ers, telling them the blessings that were sure to
flow from the acceptance of the faith of Voting
and Smith, nnd expatlallngon the superiority of
tho Latter Day Saints over the other minis.

The crowd, having nothing In particular to
do. was perfectly willing to listen, nnd the meet-
ing promised to be a very successful one, In
the course of the talk one of tho missionaries
compared the morality of the Latter Day Saints
to that of those who do not hold tho same
bellel.

In speaking of tho hue and cry that had been
raised against the ('hurdi becaun of Its nil lo-
cating poll gamy, one of the speakem said that

representation of sevrral lolern, reioked thepermit to hold open-ai- r meetings on the ground
thai their teachings worn Incompatible with
morality nnd good i Ittrenshlp.

The Ilev, tleoige H, Van Dyke, the pastor of
the Perth Amboy Presbyti rlan ciiurch, had for
some lime bien thinking of the danger with
which tho community wus threatened by the
nctlvlty of tho MormoiiB. He duioled Sunday
to a consideration of thu religion.

He prenehed two sermons on tho suhjerl,ench
designed to enlighten his congregation on the
Mormon creed. Mr. Van Dyko lonslilcrs thu
danger a very teal one, and l.o intends hi do all
that lies in his power to combat It. Ho has
talked the matter oler with several of his par-
ishioners and he will continue tho light.

Hesldonts of forth Amboy are not of a kind
to become unreasonably excited over any re.
