Thero nro
no American citizens who nro not by this
tlmo familiar with our neutrality laws, and
nblo to (llspenso with any Instruction on
that scoro from Mr. CLEVELAND. All of
them know precisely how far they can
go, without a violation of tho stntutcs,
in their fervent and honorablo wish to
give freedom to Cuba. The professed pur-
pose of tho proclamation to offer informa-
tion on this subject Is, of course, only a
pretence; tts real aim Is to convert tho
United States Mnrshals and District Attor-
neys into tools of Spanish inallco and
oppression, by spurring them to such Inor-dlnat- o

vlgllanco and rigor In tho enforce-
ment of tho most Htralncd construction of
our neutrality laws as may wholly cut oft
from the Cubans tho supplies of munitions
of war, of which In tho nppronchlng struggle
they will stand in despernte need.

It is well understood In Wnshlngton that
this second and stringent proclamation has
been issued in deforenco to tho wishes of
tho Spanish Minister, who over slnco tho
pnssngo of tho concurrent resolutions hns
desired to glvo tho world decisive proof thnt
Mr. Cleveland feels nothing but contempt
for tho will of our Fedcrnl legislature, und
that the ferocious Cuban policy of the
Madrid Govornment hns tho cordial ap-

proval of tho Amorican Executive Tho
Spanish Minister, however, hns used
his eyes nnd ears to very llttlo purpose dur-
ing his sojourn In this conntry.it ho im-

agines that ths words of tho present vir-

tually outcast President carry nny special
weight. Sefior DUPUY DE IXME will dis-

cover that tho American peoplo are as reso-

lute In their determination to help tho
Cuban revolutionists as thoy aro eagor for
the hour, now happily but a few montlm
distant, when they will get Cleveland off
tholr hands.

Tho Lien on Gravestones.
The opinion long ago oxprossod in The

Sun, to tho effect that tho gravestone lien
law was of doubtful validity, has boon con-

firmed by a decision by Mr. Justieo Davy
of tho Supremo Court declaring tho statute
unconstitutional.

There is something revolting In tho Idea
of authorizing the seller ot a gravestono or
monument to snatch It away from tho bury-
ing ground or cemetery in which ho has con-

sented thnt It Bhnll bo placed. Ho was under
no obligation to bell It on credit. Ho might
very properly have insisted upon full pay-

ment ot the purchase prlco In crfsh before It
was removed from tho marble yard. But
when ho has parted with It without exact-
ing his money ho should rely upon tho re-

sponsibility ot the buyer aud not bo al-

lowed to disturb tho resting plnco of the
dead in the enforcement of his claiui.

Theso considerations of decency and pro-

priety, however, strong as thoy arc, would
hardly nulllre ns arguments to establish tho
unconstitutionality of the Now York stntuto
on tho subject. It is becnuso that statute
assumes to authorlzo tho removal of a
gravestone which has not been paid for
without any proiicdlng In court or any
judicial determination whatever, that it haa
lieen declared Invalid. Its operation, as
Judgo Davy points out very cloarly, Is such
ns to make the claimants judges In thelrown
cases. " They havo tho right to detcrmlno
nnd say they shall sell tho proporty after
tho claim has not been paid, when, In fact,
It may havo been paid, nnd thore Is no tri-

bunal provided for by tho act before which
the plaintiff can appear and have his rights
adjusted. Tho Legislature hns attempted
by this act to tako from an individual his
property by mere forco of legislative enact-
ment, nnd to glvo It to nnotlicr without lognl
process, nnd without giving him nn oppor-
tunity to bo heard and defend his titlo and
possession."

Such legislation Is plainly in conflict with
that provision of tho Constitution which
declares that no person shall bo deprUed of
lifo, liberty, or property without duo proc-
ess of law.

It is possiblo that tho statute might bo
amended bo as to avoid all constitutional
objee ions, but tho moral objection would
still remain thnt It permits tho desecration
ot burial places for tho benofit of monu-
ment makers whose legal rights would
bo protected by refusing to sell on credit.

Tho existing act should bo expressly re-

pealed, as it is n reproach to tho Stnte to
havo it on tho statute book, although ad-

judged invalid, and nothing should bo
enacted in Its placo.
