THE ""FAKE' CLURS MUST GO.
Those Organized Holely to et Aronnd the

Ialnes Law to e Weeded Dut.

Arnaxy, Joly 31.—The hundreds of so-called
socinl clubs which have been {ncorporated with
the Searetary of State since tne Raines Liguor
Tax law has been in foree will soon be exposed
br an investigation conduncted by the State Ex-
cise Department. ‘I'heap clubs are formed either
10 evado paying a liguor tax or to enable saloon
keopers to sell on Sunday. From May 1to Aug.
1, 18063, thera were incorporated ouly 178 clubs,

while during the same period thils vear the num-
ber of clubs incorporated aggrognted 1,430,
Bome of these clubs, of oourse. nre bona fide or-
ganieations. Seven.elghths of them, however,
wore established with the sole purpose of en-
denvoring to et nround the provisions of the
Raines luw, which prohibits Sunday selling b

saloons, Neurly all of thess clinbs are located
i New York and Brooklyn, whilesbiont seventy-
flve have besn incorpornted 1o opersts o Buf.
fulo, ntid o few inthe other alties of the Statm
The pamo of not one prominent Jawyer in New
York ar Brooklyn Is stteclied to the lncorpora-
tion papers of these clubs,

State Exelan Commissioner Lyman has had
hin inspectors looking into the operation of
these clubs, They tind that many of them are
in rooms over a saloon, having the waloon
keeper na Presldent of the club, the bartender
for Secretary, and the *Inok.out'' as the third
Incorporator. These elubs were organized for
the sole purpose of enabiing the saluon keeper
fo sell liquor on Sunday by removing a portion
Bf Liin stock of liquors from the saloon o the
elub room above on Saturday night. The clubs
fio business on Sunday only snd during other

rohibited hours. The *loox-out' atthe door
s the anthority who passes upon the sligihility
for membership, and only ruch persons ns ho

hinka are all right are admitted. O course he
nows the recular patronsof the asloon, and
hey have notrouble io galidog sdoiittance to
e club rooms,

As ronn as all of the slxty spoolal agenta are
appointed Commissioner Lyman will institute
a thorough Investigation of these clubs, and he
is determined that they shail all be weeded out
and thelr promoters dealt with to the fullest
extent of the law. The Commissloner has been

iving similar attention to men who have estab.

The Iast, which was distinetly favor-
nbie 50 far aa not reaults aro concerned, was al-
nolutely fgnored, for the dealings in the shares
of the reorganized company were nominal,
The St. Paul statement, rhowlng n deoreaze In
net enrnlngs for the motith of $105,000, result-
ing from an increass in nperating exponses of
$444,000, was not regarded favorably by the
profeasional element, but In spite of that the
price of the atock advanced. This Is strong elr-
cumatantinl avidence that the trafe returns of
the St. Paul Company aro knnwn to a certaln
speculative element bafore they are made pub-
lie, Additional evidence that this Is the
cnse wan furnished to-day by the airculation
in aud about the Stook Exchange of the
nctual figures of the Juns siatement before
they were formally furnished by the com-
pany for publieation by the news agencies,
1t fs hardly credible that the management of
the St. Paul Company ia returning to methods
that made the former management unpopular,
not only with Wall street, but with investora.
Thnt would be most unfortunate, The charae-
ter of the pressnt management of the St. Paul
Company prevents the entertalnment of any
other bellef than that soms subordinate Is
gullty of disloyalty to his emiployers.

Hetter prices for stocks, particnlarly daring
the Iast balf of the day, encouraged a more
hopeful sentiment, although it nppeared Lnat
thie bulk of the buying wax to cover short con-
tracts. A more comprehoenaive wiew of the
situation Is  that salea of necurities
for both naccounts have been checked by
the decialve actlon of the banks, both
in this ecity ana eisewhare.
