Its deliberations of many reoresentatlre Irish-
men from other parts of the world. It de-

cisions must therefore hate great weight with
the Irish race and lasting Influence on the
future of the Irish movement.

"The Convention was not summoned in the
Interests of any section or of any individual, as
ti pltlnly shown by the rnles which have been
laid down for the admission of delegates, under
which every organized body of Irishmen who
are sympathizers with the home rule movement
have a right to be represented. Clergymen of
all denominations and all representative Na-
tionalists holding positions conferred by the
votes of their fellow citizens are entitled to att-

end. The Parnelllte party have also been In-

vited to take part In making arrangements for
As Convention.
"For my own part If. at the Convention or

Inbsequently, as a result of lis proceedings, any
Xiao coold be agreed upon under whose

the Irish Nationalist members of
Parliament would nnlte, I should, as I hare
always stated, be most willing to support him In
the office.

A Texas oowbo. named Burnhain Is the hero
of the Matabele war Just now on account of his
exploit In Invading the natives' stronghold' And
killing the Mllmo, rellalnua prophet ororaole,
who was directing the war against the whites.
The Mllmo lives ln a wonderful cave In the
Matoppo Hills. He Is practically the god of tho
natives, and his miracles and prophecies enabled
him to keop control of the enperstttlous people
for many years. Tho English officer decided
Ibat It waa necessary for the. suppression of tho
rebellion to oaptureor kill this negro, Burnham
and an Englishman named Armstrong under-
took the task.

They had manr adventures and, narrow es-
capes. Beaching Mllmo's cave, they Anally
found him outside of It, and for a moment
alone. He was a tall, well-bui- lt man. about 00
years old. light red In color, rather than black.
Burnham thus describes what happened:

''Armstrong went straight at him and said:
'You are tho Mllmoman?' Ho seemed staggered
for a moment, bnt said! 'What then?' So
Armstrong told him we were white men, and
wo found wo were no gooa against the Mata-bele- i.

Wo wanted some of his witchcraft to
make their bullets turn to water when they
struck us. Just as he bad turned white men's bul-
lets Into water. We said we bad come to pay
our respect to him and give the presents that
the Kaffirs gave, bnt wo wanted a blessing ln
the proper way. with all ceremony.

"After a little hesitation he led the way and
wo followed toward the cave. Wo pretended to
be mightily in awe of htm, but I was noting all
the signs to see wbolher ho was the right man.
I had little doubt after I first accosted him and
none when we began to ascend the rocks. As
we got near the cavo all kinds of ceremony
began. At every corner he wonld stop and
way his hands around, singing a low kind of

churnh chant. He had a nice voice for a nigger,
and he kept bowing and crooning while we
came slowly along behind htm.

"AH the rocks at the mouth of the cave were
polished with the wear of agesof feet and hands
passing over them. At last we stopped. He had
begun his ceremonies Just within the cave, and
went through all mannerof attitudes and noises.
There waa no mistake about him now. I would
have liked to carry through the ceremony, bnt
glancing out Into the valley I suddenly .aw the
niggers on the move. We were trapped. There
was no good trying to arrest him with that
orowa there. All wo could do was to look out
for ourselves, and yet we could not leave the
director of the rebellion to order further
murders of whites with women and children.

"I Just drew a bead on him and shot him there.
Then we tnrned and got away. As we went
dowu we set Are to all the huts at the foot of the
bill. In a moment cries resounded all over the
place. The niggers wero rushing out from back
of tho hill. Two ontflu of them came streaking
down two different trails to cut us off. and they
nearly did It. We Just reached the horse and
lipped away, struggling over boulders and

Jumping off rocks as high as the horse them-
selves."

Warfaro by.assoulnation may or may not be
Justifiable under the clrcumitances. The point
does not seem to have been raised either In
Africa or this country, where Burnham' action
is received at the deed of a brave man.

It Is the greatest pity that the International
Socialist Congress could not have been held ln
the United States, say ln Chicago. It would
have been an object lesson which would do
more to disgust those who are infected with the
Socialist doctrines preached by Candidate
Bryan than any amount of argument I ex-

plained, a week ago, that this was to be a great

ligerent gathering of recent assembling. I did
not anticipate, however, that the delegates, at
almost ovory session, wonld devote themselves
to clawing each other's faces, tearing each
other's hair, blacking each other's eyes, and
smashing the furniture. It waa really one of
the most grotesque spectacles of the century.

It must bo admitted, however, that the Con-
gress accomplished great good. It completely
disillusioned and disgusted those British dele-gnu- s

who have come to believe In Socialism In
theory, but who for the first time have seen It
exemplified In practice.

The police of London, also, have been delight-
ed to get this opportunity closely to examine
the best known Anarchists and other danger-
ous characters from the Continent. Fresh de-
tails of Scotland Yard deteotivra attended each
session ln order to make a study of the physiog-
nomies of these Interesting Individuals.

Sarah Lefalks la only 13 yean old, and a pau-
per, but she succeeded on Thursday In creat-

ing a sensation at Snake Hill, whloh Is the
place In Hudson county, N. J., where some of
the county' lunatics and criminals, and all of
It pauper, are kept. The lunatic asylum, alms-
house, and penitentiary there are all well pat
ronlzed. Sarah 1 an Inmate of the almshouse.
Her parent died several year ago, and an
uncle who live at Fifth and Monmouth
streets, Jersoy City, tooklchargo of hor. Tho
child developed an unruly disposition. Her un-
do finally became tired of caring for her and
had her committed to the almshouse.

Sarah has a brother who Is Fl years old, but
he earns barely enough money to support him-
self, and he could not undertake to care for
his sister. Sarah was sent to the altnshouso
about two week ago. Sho hod boon there only
a few day when Warden Robert Ryan and
his wlfo were sorry that ah had come. Sho
waa as wild a an unbroken colt. She was never
happy except when she was engaged ln some
mischief, and under her leadership the other
children in the institution were becoming un-

governable. She chafed under what seemed
to her tho restraint of the Institution, and de
clarcd that the wonld eroape at the flrat oppor-
tunity.

The Inmates of the almshouse have a
great deal of freedom. The old people are
permitted to roam around the ground at will.
They are required to be ln the house nt meal
times, and no one 1 allowed to go out at night
Tho children play around the grounds all day
when the weather Is favorable, except during
school hour. Sarah made her discontent
manifest a few dayi after her arrival. War-
den Ryan and hi wife, who is the matron,
did their best to reconcile the girl to the situ-
ation, but she repelled all their kindly effort.
Sho declared that ahe did not Intend to stay
there, and that nobody could keep her.

On Thursday afternoon one of a gang of
convicts working In a quarry south of the pen-
itentiary building looked up and saw a little
girl dressed ln tha brown uniform worn by
the children In the almshouse, etandlns on
the extreme edge of the bluff about forty feet
above him.

"Look out there, little girl," he exclaimed,
"you'll fall over and get killed I"

"I.ook out yourself," answered the child,
who was Sarah, "I'm going to Jump down.
You can catch me If you want to."

"Go away from there," several convict
bouted. "if you fall you'll be killed."
"I don't care," answered Sarah. "I'm 0.

to Jump, any way."
The attention of all the convicts had'been

attracted to the child by this time, and they
topped work and relied to her to bark from

the edge of the bluff, but she only laughed.
"Here I come." nhe exclaimed: "now catch

me I" and with that sho Jumped from the cliff
and came sailing down, the wind Inflating her
skirts like a balloon. The menwere horrified,
expecting to see the child dashed to pieces on
the lagged rocks. One of them, James Wilkin,
held ont hi arms and caught ber. H was
knocked down and his bead struck against
the rook, partially stunning him. but Baran
escaped uninjured.

She started to run away, hut one of the
man Juld ber until wagon cants from the
penitentiary. She waa bundled Into th. wag-
on and the driver started to take her back to
the almshouse. While climbing ft hill about
half way between the penitentiary and the
almshouse Sarah sllnped out of the wagon,
and, before the driver missed her, she was out
of sight When Warden Ryan waa told of
Sarah's escape he summoned nbout fifty of the
boys and some of the men from the almshouse
and organized a searching party.

The grounds west of rnake Hill, extending
from the upland to the HacKensack River, are
marshy and swarm with mosquitoes. The
recent rains have flooded the marshei. and ln
many places th water Is from two to three
feet deep. In her flight Sarah ran through
the marshes and water until she became ex-
hausted. Then she concealed herself ln a big
growth of weeds, where she wm found by the
boys. Warden Ryan took her back to her
undo yesterday. Hr refused to receive her.
but the Warden loft her with hlra. ne say
that lie will not take her back In the alms-
house unless the Board of Freeholders ordors
him to do so. Harah Is nono the worse for her
adventure. Wllklnj. who caught her when
sho lumped from the bluff, waa sent to the hos-
pital to have hi wound drossed.

4,000 FEOVLK DROWNED.

A Tidal Wave rlnrevps Over a tart of
China's East Const.

Shanghai, Aug. 1. The reoent dtsaitrou
tidal wavs along the coast of nurthsrn Japan
has been pttralloted by a similar phenomenon
en the coast of Ualchau, northeast of the
province of Klangsu. In which Shanghai Is situ-
ated. Tho news of th. disaster did not reach
bore before owing to the look of facil-

ities for communication with the part of the
country devastated.

On July HO there suddenly appeared ln th.
Yellow Sea a huge bank of watsr that was
rushing shoreward 'with terriflo velocity. The
water oft the coast la shallow, and when th
wavs was some distance away It began to comb,
and the roaring could he heard for a great
distance. Frum the stories of .yewltnsssn and
tho reports of people lu the country book from
the coast tha wavo was flvs mlUs vt Jde.

Thousands of tons of water were thrown for
miles Inland, and .v.rylhlua ln Its path was
swept away. Many village wer. entirely de-

stroyed, and X Is estimated that fully 4.000
people psrUhed. All th. csttlo were dtown.d
and the rice fields wero obliterated. It ts ex-

pected tht the survivors will meet with a wore.
fata than death by drowning, for with the de-

struction of th. ro. fields famine will stare
tbem in thtface In the outumn'.V

Bad it Hot (Men for the gradaalluslojilng sea
bed, the effects of the wave would ham been
far mora disastrous than they actually were.
This bad the effect of greatly r.tardlng the
progress of the Immense mass of water, whloh,
had It been unchecked:, would bare swept far
Inland over the comparatively flat country.

In many casos whole families were lust There
Is already much suffering among the survivors,
who. miserably poor before th. disaster, ax.
now absolutely homeless and foodless.

ROLLED FBOM A FIBB AND DIDN'T
ItlSE AOAIN.

Thsx Were Xioek.d la Kaea Other's Arms
and Almlns; Fierce niswa when l.a.t
flesa Alive ISolh 'Were 'Lonsshsremen
and Had Worked Tostather Te.terday.

While In n hand-to-han- d fight on a uler at the
river's edge late yesterday afternoon, two 'long-
shoremen tumbled overboard, locked ln each
other', arms, and both were drownod.

James Murphy, the provoker of the quarrel,
was one of Its victims. Stephen Garvey was
the other.

The two men were employed yesterday on a
lighter unloading at the dock of tbe Old Do-

minion Steamship Company. Pier Sd, North
River. Murphy waa laid off at 4 o'clock while
Garvey was retained, and be Jeered Murphy for
loilnghl Job.

Murphy went to tho Schooner Hnuae and
drank all the mixed ale he could hold -- no
amall quantity. Then ho went across
to tbo bulkhead between the Old Do-

minion pier and the Morgan line pier
nnxt bolow. He sat on the strlngpleca and
yelled curses and Insults at Garvoy. Every,
llttlo while he paid a flying visit to the Schoon-
er House.

Garvey finished his Job at G:30 and went
over and had a chat with Copt Duffy
of the canal boat Alice. As ho left
Capt Duffy and started across the canal
boats to the bulkhead. Murphy again
made anger-provoki- remarks, and then threw
a stone which hit Garvey on the head, Garvey
scrambled over to tho bulkhead and the two
men clinched. No one Interfered. In a mo-
ment the men fell over the strlngplece Into the
water, which Is eighteen feet deep there.

They were still fighting as they fell. The last
that Capt. Duffy saw was Murphy' clenched
fist and fore arm cleaving the wat.r ln a swing-
ing, downward blow.

The bottom near the pier Is a tangled net-
work of w Ires and iron cotton-bal- e straps. Tbs
struggling men must have caught In these, for
neither of them rose to the surface again.

In ten minutes, with the aid of boat books
from the canal boats, Murnhy's body was
raised. Carrey's was recovered a few minutes
afterward.
