Brnras, Aug. 2.~The C(ologne Gazetfe and
other semi-oMeial organs have during Lhe past
weoek devoled more than thie ususl amount of
apace to the proocedings of the Internatlonal
Boolalist Trades Congress which closed 1ta nes.
slon in London yasterday. ‘The fact thAt more
attention than asunl was paid to the congreas
wasnol due to any special importancs of tha
moeeillng, bat ta the delight felt In belng
able to expose the corazy Idiosyneracies of
the delegates and the goneral Inaptitude
of the Sociallste to ecombine aa s pol-
itieal factor. Following on the Lills (France)
Congress of Socialists, where Lhe French mem-
bors of that party scoffed at the sentiments of
the German delogates rogarding the war hatchet
being forever burled, the London wmeeting,
where Herren, Babel, and Singer, Mmoo, Ulara
Zotkin, and other German delogntes, were feable
and Ineffective fignres amid the general riot,
greatly helps to make Hociallsm more odious
than ever throughoot Germany.

The Vorwacrt« the principal organ of the
Gierman Sovinlists, ailmits that the Congress in
London was a humiiisting soectacie.  While
inferring that the Bebting and other disorder
was dus to the nbsence of compoknl mannge.
ment In the proceedings, the cotsensus of
opinion, ns expressed by the press, is that tho
London and Lille Congresses otight to prove s
1 innent cheek w the growith of German
socialism,

Hitherto the Secialist leaders, when inanted
with being nnpatriotic vindicatsd chemselves
and their party by declaring thisl 1hey wers
ready at uny time Lo Hubo to matiiain the ine-
tegrity of the Fatherlamd, ‘The Innguage of
