The qulot of tbo summer nights In tho Ten-
derloin commences earlr now, nnd nfter the
streets aro dt'serted ono place lighted until tho
daylight finally yellows tho glnro of tho gas
shine, oat tn contrast to tho dark stretch of
street, 'the straw door swing backward nnd
forward with no great frequency, hut there are
always groups about the tables with which tho
placets filled. Women and mon sit there to-

gether and so long as they cat, actually or off-
icially, they can drink. A notlco hnncs ln tho
window nnd thtsunobtrnshely forbids nny
"lady without an escort" to enter tho garden
after 0 o'clock. I'aslng by tho plarn. which Is
frankly open to public iow, one Is remlndt d of
the changn that has recei.th come o or Now
York life In the region wherein this garden

Not many years ago such estnblliinienta
for the entertainment of men and women with-
out the formality of a restaurant were so numer-
ous that It Is hard to realize that this is
the solitary place nf Its kind In the neighbor-
hood. Jnst around tho corner the or six of
these places flourished at one time ami they w ere
alwajs crowded, llxely, and apparently faring
well. Tho attendance nt tho solitary place

looks small nnd Its air Is not ga . It gl e
ono even the Impression thnt it must strugglo
to keep open. No other light streams Into tho
street In tho enrly morning hours to dispute
with this "hotel" the prlvilogo of entertain-
ing the belated pedestrian and his friend. It
practically hu the field tnltrelf. But It doesn't
prosper. Tlmo cannot bo turned back In Its
flight even by such an establishment run on
principles that were popular ten years ago and
seemed to hae ln them Uie cloments of popu-
larity for all time.

New Yorkers who recently have made a
sentimental Journey to Sunn side, the old
home of Washington Irving, hare found to
their disgust that a fence has leen placed
across Sunnrside lane, Just above the entrance
to Sunnrside. which effectually blocks passage
to thl? beautiful and much sought retreat.
While Sunnyslde lano has neer been Incor-
porated in Tarryiwn or Irvlngton, It lsaptar
ently a hlghwiy, beinusi thn Illgnwav Com-
missioners havo exercised Jurisdiction over It
to the extent of changing Its direction in years
gone by, nnd at the same time tunnj lnne paid
their rond taxes by repairing it. This has
raised tho question as to the right of the proa-on- t

owners to close tills liine. ''unnjsldo has
been for muny jmrsn placo of ci nerul Inter-
est to sentimental pilgrims, and many of them
visit It every jeur.

Ono rider,
a scorcher, wlinramo down Fifth nvrnue nt a
great rate, ran his wheel n doen feet Into the
tunbark before became tnuhalt. Hegntoltnnd
pulled his wheel back to the clenn paemont.
Then he looked oer tho tanbnrk and made
np his mind to otercome It. heeling back
half a block he bore down on the tanbark
like a battering ram and susc cdd In drhing
his win el across It without a spill. He was tho
only man who crossed It on a wheel.

Is, ktiat the defeat of tbe .ilverlte. In
November I. assured, to that ws need only to
await patiently the course of events. In order to
see thn sold .taneeard triumphant, and financial
prosperity restored.

That this happy result has been brourtht about
without any change In tho facts which really
oURht to cause alarm, proves how well th. lead-
ers In the effort for rmduclnit It understood
human nature. Iteadlly as men take frlpht at
phenomena with which they associate tlio Idea
of danger, tbey are usually Indlfforent to thoss
of which experience has not ot taught them
the nature. Just as animals on a desert Mand
have no fear of men the first time they see
them, though they quickly fly from enemies
whom I hey know to be such, Havlnct observed,
111 times past, that exports of gold and nil

the Treasury gold rcserio betoken Im-

pending bond sates and a general disturbance of
the money market, tho suppression of theso
signs of financial foul weather remotes tho fear
they occasion, whllo serious grounds for ap-

prehending a now and as yet unfamiliar mis-
chief fall to exert their legitimate lnllner.ee.

The turning of gold Into tho Treasury by the
banks and the compact between the great for-
eign exchange houses to keep for ninety days
tho prlco of bills below the shipping point were
further buttressed Inst week by nn Informal
aureemcnt aruonU the leading Importers of mer-
chandise to ct for tho present, to the low-
est possible point, their remittances abroad.
Th. practical effect of theso combined del Ices
Is to produco a pleasing appearance of security
which masks a reality of quite a different fort.
In order to mike It seem that our foreign cred-
itors are not demanding to bo paid tn gold,
promises, guaranteed by responsible guarantors.
to pay them In that manner ninety dns hence,
have been substituted for payment now. That
Is to say, the bankers who halo agreed to fur-
nish, for ninety days, all tho oxchange that may
bo 'needed, assume the responsibility of coierlng
that exchange, ninety days hence, either by
shipments of cotton, wheat, and other produce,
or. If need be, by exporting gold, ln the same
way tho Importers wno postpone remittances In
payment for tbotr Imports virtually take credit.
Instead of paying cash.

How long the pleasant feeling thus artificially
produced will endure remains to be seen. Theo-
retically, everybody In Wall street under-
stands perfectly well how frlghtfnl wonld be
the disaster resulting from the success of the
silrerlte party at the approaching Presidential
election, and from the legislation which would
surely follow, Tho country's experience nnder
the reign of depreciated paper money from 1 HI13

to 18711 Is still sufficiently fresh in the memories
of many to glie them nn approximate Idea of
It, and others hair before them the teaching. of
history. The oataslropho which, then, wassev-- ,
oral years In attaining Its fnll magnitude,
would come, n 1th the enactment of a f ree-sl- er
coinage law, or even the prospect of l(, sud-
denly and overwhelmingly. Yet, because no
clouds tn the sky of Wall street Indlcato an ap-
proaching tornado, because everyone tells his
neighbor that the thing Is impossible, aud be-

cause the country Is safe from gold exports for
the next ninety days, all Wall street. In talk, at
least, scouts the Idea that there is any danger
of free-sliv- er coinage.

'1 be present condition of affairs recalls ln many
repecis tbatuhlch prei ailed ln 1800. Just prior
to tbeelrctlenof President Lincoln. For months
before that election the Northern public was
warned bv the leading men nf the Houth that
Lincoln's success would bo followed by n dis-
ruption of the Union, and by clill war if that
disruption was resisted by force. Among the
few Northerners who accepted the warning was
tho Iato Bamuel J. Tllden, and in his famous
letter to Judge William Kent, written a week
before tbe election, he pointed out with calm
and unan.werabls reasoning precisely tho na-
ture of tbe peril the North was incurring, sadly
acknowledging thai it was too late to avoid It.
Ills fears Mere ridiculed at the time, and the
North plunged Into war with as light a heart as
Napoleon tho Third plunged Into bis disastrous
contlict with (icrniani. The North was more
fortunate than France was, and came out of Its
troubles victorious. Its cntlso, too, was Just,
and, looking hack over all that happened, every
patriot now sees that the cost ln money, life,
and suffering, of the pteeerintlon oftbe Union
and of the abolition of human slavery, was none
too great, .Still. If, at tho outset, the North had
foreseen nil tbe consequences Involved in Lin-
coln's election. It would not have been so tran-
quil as it was during tho summer of 1800. The
future waa mercifully veiled from its eyes, and
It underestimated the power ngntnst which It
was contending, just as Wall street now under-
estimates the strength of the silver crare, and
deludes Itself with tho Idea that it Is powerless.

It Is but natural that men who do business lu
Wall street, trained aa they have been to re-

gard gold as the only true monetary ttaudard,
and the faithful performance of contracts as a
duty of the first Importance, should refuse to
believe In the possibility of such a chaos as the

-- free and unlimited coinage of silver would
makeof the business wurld. It l to them as If
It were proposed to establish a new multiplica-
tion table. In which twlcn two would make, not
four but eight, three times three twenty, in-

stead of nine, and so on tnrough the other num-
bers. They cannot conceive how any man In
his senses should want to declaro a half dollar
equal to a dollar, and cheat his creditors by
pay Ing them one-ha- lf nf what Is due them. The
thing being. In their view, wrong and absurd,
they conclude that the vast majority of their
fellow citizens will tako Die same view nf Has
they do, and they rest easy In the conviction
thnt tbe gold standard 111 as surely bo main-
tained in the future na It has been in the past.

Unfortunately, the advocates of unlimited
silver coinage will not listen to the voice
either of reason or of morality. They see only
that under the gold standard prices of agricul-
tural products are low, and that under the sil-

ver standard they would be high. The prospect
of being able to sell wheat and cotton so that
every bushel of wheat and every pound of cot-
ton will bring twice as much money at It doe
now, and thus enable debtors to pay their debts
with half the labor that is now required for the
purpose, blinds them to the clearest demon-
stration of tbe loss they propose to Inflict upon
millions of helpless peonlo throughout the
country. Singly, they aro reasonably honest,
but, as a mass, they aro ready, like a riotous
mob, to commit a crime from which as Isolated
Individuals they would shrink.

Another thing, too, which Wall street men
underestimate is the number of voters In the
country who are dlrcontonted with tholr lot,
exasperated by their failure to acquire wealth,
and fiercely envious of thoso who have suc-
ceeded In doing It, Whon Henry George was a
candidate fur the Mayoialty In this city, In
18H0, his only qualification for the office was
that he had written a plausible book, false In Its
statement of facts and sophistical In Hs reason-
ing, but which apparently demonstrated the
one cause of all poverty to be an unfair exemp-
tion from taxation of real property. He was
wltbont business talent, without rxperlenoe
In publlo affairs, and had never shown
the least ex.outlv ability. Yet 08,000 of
the citizen, of tbe city voted for him,

Imply to give expression to tbe sense
of th. wrong which they supposed bad
been done them, and with tbe oraxy idea that
bl. election would give them more of the good
thing, of life than they were enjoying. Men of
thl. .tamp are as numerous now as tbey were In
1880, and tbey will vote for Iiryan now as they
voted for Oeorge then. Adding to th.m the nn.
reasoniug rank and file of tbe Democratlo party
may very likely give a majority for .liver to
thl. city and possibly tn tbe Stat. A. to
what may happen la Ohio, Indiana, Michigan,
Illinois, Kentuoky, and Iowa, nobody in this
neighborhood U competent to pay, Nothing bat
