Jloore Is the First nt of the Dia-
mond Match Company and the President of the
Nsv York Biscuit Company. James II. Moore
Is Second of both. The Moors
Brothers are of middle age and lawyers by n.

Their business life bos been passed in
Chicago. Their flrst Important venture In the
corporation field aA the organization of the
Fraxer Axlo Grease Company, which was
a great success, and which gave them a
strong backing of rich men. Then they organ-lie- d

the Diamond Match Company, which haa
also been remarkably successful. Tho New
Tork Biscuit Company and the American Straw-boar- d

Company were organized by them also,
but these have not proved profitable to the stockh-

olders as yet. The Moores lost tbelr hold on
lis Btrawboard Company two years ago, when
tat stockholders rebelled agalcst their manage-tsra- t.

The Moores were believed to be very
rich np to the time of tbelr failure.
at the usual hour of opening the Stock

was filled with members, but no busl-M- as

was transacted. A notice posted on the
bonsald:

According to a bank President who baa been

tspselally close to the speculators the Moores
twned all told 85.800,000 worth of Diamond
Hatch stock.

The Moore
aoldlngs were a majority of the total stock d.

prcnent figure on account of thonutlook abroad.
A great deal of the stock Is held by wealthy
Wotern capitalists, nnd they will hang on to
what they have. Tho Investment Is and will
continue to bea good ono."

At the Boston olllco of the New York Biscuit
Company no fear Is felt, nnd business will not
be lutcrrupted.

P. I) Armour, who Is supposed to be a large
holder of Diamond Match stock, took a hopeful
view of tho situation when seen He
raid ho thought that the lallure would not af-
fect any other securities than Diamond Match
and New York Biscuit, and over these ho does
nut expect any panic. Mr. Armour said :

"All the bants have agreed to mnko no calls
on the stock until arrangements ran be made,
nnd the private Individuals who bold the stock
are all rich men and nble to carry It, and so I
seo no cause for apprehension. "

Chicago's big falluro had a sentimental effect
on the dealings of the New York Stock

at tho opening of business rosterday
morning, and stocks declined sharply for the
first fifteen minutes of the trading. After that
the market settled down, and In the later deal-
ings was little influenced by tho nows from the
Western city.

Tho stocks with which the embarrassed firm
was most closely identified, those of the Dia-
mond Match Comoany and of the New York
Biscuit Company, were dealt In to some extent
In this market some six weexs aro. but as far as
conld be learned yesterday the Eastern Interest
In them have been practically closed out-- This
Is certainly true as to this city, but It was said
7'esterday tbat both Individuals and banks are

!n the two companies In Boston and
Philadelphia.

The New York Blscnit Company has two
braucbea in this city. The moat important one
ta at 78 Tenth avenue, where the concern has a
large plant, of which Thomas tj. Olllve has
charge as manager. Mr. W. II. Moore has been
President of this company for some years.
Manager Olllve said yesterday tbat the failure
of the firm would In no way affect the business
of the company. The same statement was
made at the other office, that of Brlnckerhoft A
Co., which Is also controlled by the New York
Biscuit Company.

The association of the Moore Brothers with
the Diamond Match Company has attracted
more attention becauss the principal rival of
that concern Is the Continental Match Com-
pany, of which Edwin Oould. the second son of
the late Jay Qonld. Is President, The rivalry
botnaen the two concerns has been sharp, and
haa recently been Intensified by competition for
certain exclusive privileges for tbe sale of pat-
ents for match machinery to the French Gov-
ernment. The Diamond Match Company
asserted a month otto tbat It hud se-
cured this monopoly, nnd the state-
ment was at once denied by Mr. Oould. who at
the same time intimated that the announce-
ment was made for stock-Jobbin- g purposes. In
regard to the failure of Moore Brothers Mr.
Gould said yesterday:

"My opinion Is that the Moore failure will be
a sovere blow to the Diamond Match Company,
as Judge Moore was the prlnclijal backer of the
stock on the Chicago market, and. although
stock prlcea do not always reflect oondltlons, yet
tho very high price at which he kept his
Diamond Match stock undoubtedly gave great
prestige to the company In a business way."

S. Aug. 4. The Howe Pump and

Engine Works of this city y went Into
tho bands of a recolvcr, assigning as a reason
that the Chicago platform has destroyed tbe
company's business. The application was filed
by Florence A. Howe. The court appointed
Edward Oallord receiver under bond of $7,000.
Tbe assets aro given from 3145,000 to $100,000,
and the liabilities about $50,000.

The company had built up a largo business In
the construction of water works, and as an In-

ducement would take part pay In the municipal
bonds Issued. The securities were floated, when
cash was needed in tho prosecution of new work,
through Chicago brokers, but soon after the
Chicago Convention thu company was notified
that no more bonds could be cashed.

The company thereupon found Itself cramped
for funds, and, to sno Itself from Milts ond In-

junctions, decided to go into a reioUershlp.
'I ho assets consist largely of bondr usually of
gllt-edg- o quality, but tho market for such se-

curities ceased with a possibility of a lapse to
cheap money.

No motive for the Crime Kttovnt-Neltl- ier

Jewelry Nor Mouer HKefnst A Man Whe
Met In Fourteenth Street Monday Night,
nnd Another Mnn Who Inquired for
Her Later, Are Wanted by the Police.

A few minutes before 8 o'clock yesterday
morning an excited man ran Into the East
Twenty-secon- d street police station and said to
the Sergeant nt tho desk:

" For Hod's sake send somo policemen aronnd
to U07 East Twonty-flrs- t street I A woman's
been murdered there almost chopped to pieces I

And It was such a qule', respectable bouse. Oh,
It's awful I Send the policemen: quick."

With this the man, who was the Janitor of the
house In Twenty-fir- st street, started to ran out
of tho station. The Sergeant shouted to him:

"Here, come back here) Don't be so fast
about getting awar until you tell me more about
this murder. Who was tho woman, and who
murdered her?"

The Janitor was too excited to give any de-

tailed story of what had happened, so two po-

licemen werd sent back to tho house with him.
On the way they met the policeman 'on post,
who was going to tho station house to report the
murder. When the policemen reached the
house they found everybody In It as excited as
the Janitor. Tho only definite Information they
could get was that Annie Bock, who lived on tho
third floor, had been murdered.

The policemen went up stairs to the rear flat
on the third floor. In the bedroom of the flat
they found tho body of a woman, clad only In a
skirt and stockings, lying partly on the bed and
partly on tbe floor, with two gashes In tho left
stdo of tbe neck, modo evidently by a knife or
somo Instrument with a sharp blade. The
body was qnlte cold. The eyes were wide open
and tho arms were thrown back above tbe
head, which lay near the middle of the bed.
The legs were stretched out Upon the floor.

The onlr person In the flat when the policemen
got there was an eldeTly ITebrew woman, who
gave her name as Rosa Relohman and said that
she was a servant of the dead woman. It was
she who flrst discovered tbat her employer had
been murdered, about an hoar before. The
woman told tbe policemen thnt tho aroso at her
usual time, dressed, and went out of her room,
which Is directly In the rear of that occupied by
tho murdered woman, to begin her work for the
day. She had hardly stepped over the threshold
of her own door when she saw the dead body of
her employer.

When the policemen heard the woman's story
one of them remained to guard the flat, while
tho other went bock to the station house to
make a report. When Capt, E. O. Smith heard
his report he, with Dotectlvos Rind, Stevens,
and Conroy, went around to the house at once.
The Coroner's office was notified by telephone

The bouse where the murder was committed
la a fire-sto- ry apartment bouse, on the north
side of Twenty-firs- t street, a few doors east of
Third avenue. There are two flats on each
floor, one In front nnd one at the rear. Tbe
rear flat on the third floor has been occupied for
some time by a man and woman who were
known to the other tenants In the house as Mr.
and Mrs. Jacob Bock. Their flat consisted of
three rooms and a bath.

Entering the flat from the main ball tbe first
room on the right Is tbe bathroom, which opens
neon an alrshaft. Next to the bathroom Is the
kitchen, which opens off the private hall of the
flat, and has two windows on the side looking
out upon a narrow court which separates the
house from the one on the east. Back of the
kitchen, with which It Is connected by a door. Is
tbe bedroom, where the body of the woman was
found.

This room also has two windows toward the
east, looking out upon the court. In the rear of
the bedroom Is the parlor, which was tried by
the maid for a bedroom. This room has two
windows facing the north and looking out upon
a rear court, and two facing the west, looking
out upon a yard In tho rear of a bakery, one
door west of the bouse. Directly below'tbo
western windows is a long shed, used to house
the wagems belonging to the bakery.

The flat Is fairly well furnished. The bed on
which the murdered woman lay is in the north-
east corner of the room. To tbe west of tho bed
Is a washstand. and at the foot of the bed. to tho
south. Is a dresser. Every room In the flat was
In good order except tho one where the body wns
found. This gave evidenco that the woman had
made a struggle before she yielded up her
life. The bed was In disorder: some of tho
bed clothes and part of the woman's clothing
were piled upon the floor, and the oilcloth, with
which tbe floor Is covered, was spattered with
blood. In tbe washbowl on the stand near the
bed there was about a quart of water, which
w as ded with blood, and there was a towel on
the stand which waa smeared with blood. It
was thought at flrst that tbe murderer had
washed away the stains of his crime In the
water In the bowl. There Is reason to believe,
however, that this Is not so. The blood marks
on the towel do not Indicate that the murderer
wiped his hands upon It.

The first thing that Capt Smith and his de-

tectives did was to question tbe servant. The
woman told so many different stories that any
statement she made wns not particularly valu-
able as showing tho motive for the crime, or as
pointing to the perpetrator. She said thatsho
had been ongaged by Mrs. Bock about a week
ago. During most of that time Mr. and Mrs.
Bock had been at Hockaway Beaoh, whore
they had been staying at the Pier House, kept
by a man named Brunstettes. bhe said that
Mrs. Bock and some friends came in from
Itockawar by the bout which arrived here at
11:25 P. M.. Sunday.

Mrs. Bock, according to the maid's state-
ment, stayed In the flat on Sundny night and
most of Monday morning. Monday afternoon
shn nnd somo other women went to Coney
Island, She raid that sho did not seo her nils--tre- ss

alive after Mrs. Bock left the house In
the afternoon. She said at first that she heard
Mrs. Bock enter tho flat about 11:43 o'clock
Monday night. In company with a man. When
she heard Mrs. Bock come In sho opened the
door of tier own room slightly and asked If she
should nrder any groceries In the morning. Sho
said that tbe mistress replied that It would not be
necessary, as she Intended to return to Rocka.
way the next day, and that there was enough In
the flat for her breakfast. The maid said that
she then went to bed. She was soon asleep and
waa not awakened hy any sound during the
night. Later the maid amended her story, say-
ing that she did not hear her mistress come In
at all on .Monday night.

When the detectives bad beard the maid's
story they mado 11 careful search of the flat for
somo cluo to tho murderer. They found none.
There wns no weapon found that appeared to
have had any connection with the crime. In
the kitchen they found two knives, one such as
Is commonly used In paring vegetables. The
other was a pearl. handled penknife The blades
of both theso knives were too dull to have

either of tbe wounds on the woman's
neck.

While the detentlves were still searching the
flat, Coronur Tuthlll arrived with his physloluu,
Dr. Westou. who examined the cuts on the
nock. Din upper and longer one begun under
the left ear and extended diagonally across the
neck, about five Indies, ton polut a llttlo to thu
left of the middle of the chin. The cut hud
severed the Jugular eln. The other cut was
merely a flosli wound,

After viewing the body. Coroner Tuthlll gave
a permit to have It removed to tbe Morgue,
where an autopsy was performed by Dr. W.-s- .

ton. The autopsy shoneil ti.ai the body was
poorly nourished, the woman, In life, not Inning
w eight d 01 er nlnet) six iiuuiiils, nnd H pnueil,
Winn Dr. Woston concluded when lie llrsl saw
the body, thatdrnth was duo to hemorrhage.
After the autopsy the body was ilellmrci! to
the woman's husband, who had been aiimmuned
from Itooknway, and was taken back lo the
Hut for burial.

After searching the rooms the detectives
Questioned every one In the house as to whether
they had heard atiy disturbance In the Bock
flat the night before. The only one who had
heard any noise was Margaret May, an elderly
woman, who makes patterns for a firm In tho
lllhlu Jlnuso, She told the detoctlves that, about
liilO o'olock yesterday morning, sho heard a
sound like the falling of a heavy body on tho
floor abote her Hut. She got up and went to a
window looking Out upon the yard In the rear
of the bakery. She saw a man standing on the
roof of the wagon abed. She heard no other
nolae. Investigation dlsoovsred that the man
Miss May saw was an employee ortha bakery,
who has to work at ulght.

Capt. Smith Anally learned tbat Mrs. Bock,
after spending the afternoon at Coney Island,
bad returned to town and dined In a oaf In
Essex stmt. This Information was aupplVr

roented a little after noon by tho statement of
Mary Schwara of 200 East Twenty-flft-h street,
which gives one of two descriptions tbe de-

tectives have of the possible mun)or.
From the statement of tho Sohwarx woman It

appears that Mrs. Book wns a woman of the
town. She frequented Fourteenth street. The
Sohwarx woman says that she saw Mrs. Bock
meet a man In Fourteenth street, n little west
of Third avenue, on Monday night.

The man, who appeared to know Mrs. Bock,
wore a dark suit of clothes and hod mixed gray
hair. Tho Schwaris woman Is unablo to give a
better description. She says that the two walked
east to Third avenue, boarded an n cable
car. and she concluded they were going to the
woman's home. That was about 11 :!I0 o'clock.
Shn did not see Mrs. Bock after that.

JONES EATS HIS WORDS,

ASD YIELDS TO QOItMAS THU
GUIDANCE OF TUB CAMVAIOS.

He JLenrna to litis Borrow tho Fnte of the
Man Who Trusts One of Joseph Pnllt-Ker- s

employees now Ills Conddenee
Was Betrayed by at World Reporter.

WAnnimiTON, Aug. 4, Sonator Jones of Ar-
kansas, who Is trying hit hand nt political man-
agement as Chairman of the Democratic Na-
tional Committee, has ilomonstrnted the fact
tbat ho Is an amateur and that he needs tho
helping hand of the astnto nnd experienced
Senator Oorruan, who. beginning will be
the real Chairman of the National Committee.
When Senator Jones flrst announced that
Washington was bit cholre as a pltieo for es-

tablishing tho headquarters of tbe National
Committee lm gave various reasons for tho se-

lection. Among other things, he said that the
newspapers of Washington treated public men
fairly; that, unlike the newspapers In some
other oltles, particularly In tho West, they did
not misrepresent men by putting In ihotr mouths
what they nover uttered, nnd that the corps of
correspondents sent ont from Washington fair
and Impartial reports of nubile eients and tho
utterances of nubllo men.

In deciding that for theso and other reasons
Washington was tho best place for the head-
quarters of the National Committer, Senator
JoneB reckoned largely without his host, and he
has learned already that Washington Is not al-

together free from thoso who violate tho confi-
dence of public men.

Senator Jones arrived In Washington on Sun-
day afternoon, and during the evonlng received
the representatives of a great many newspapers
In all parts of tho country, with alltof whom ho
talked freely and confidentially. Ho said some
things for publication, and mado other state-
ments that were well understood to be solely
for the ears of those to whom he talked in tho
privacy of his own house. On Monday morning
every newspaper In the United States published
the things that Mr. Jones had said for publica-
tion, and only one newspaper, the New York
irortu", published what had been said privately
and was not Intended for publication.
The two Important statements, mado by Mr.
Jones several times Sunday evening which ho
did not desire or Intend to have published, were
that Mr. Br) an would not accept the Populist
nomination and tbat the Populists of the South
were, as a rule, a set of disreputable spoilsmen
who should go over to the negro party where
they belong. These statements have aroused
the greatest Indignation among the Populists
all over the United States, and for two days
Chairman Jones has been the target for tho de-

nunciations of the Pocullsllc leaders ciory--
here. Last night, realizing that he had mado

a grievous political blunder, Mr. Jones ex-

plained orally to the newspaper reporters who
called upon him and by telegrams to editors
throughout the country that ho did not sny ex-

actly what he had been reported as having
said; that he really meant this, that, and the
other thing, and so on. The gist of all his ex-

planations, however, was that he had said In
effect what had been published In tho D'orld.
but had not said It for publication.

To-da- y tho protests from Populists every-
where have continued tncomo In. and tbo most
conspicuous free Bllver newspaper In tbo East,
which claims to be tbo Democratic organ of thu
free Silver party, editorially demands the resig-
nation of Jones nnd the selection of Gorman as
the recognized Chairman of the Democratic
National Committee. Alarmed by tho hornet's
nest that no Iras stirred. Senator Jones to-d-

heeded the ad Ice of those older In politics than
he and more familiar with all the tricks of the
trade, and rei Ised his dentals and explanations
of last night. He now bodly Mates that he did
not speak for Bryan, and did not slander tbe
Southern Populists, either In public or private
conversation. In this second and revised denial
Senator Jones says :

"In the flrst plare. I did not authorize an In-

terview. In the second plare. what I said in
private conversation received a turn in the pub-
lication which misrepresented what I said, and
gave a false Impression of my meaning. .Somo
of the expressions I did not mako at all, nnd
things I did say received a turn which was not
warranted.

"I did not say that Mr. Bryan would not ac-

cept tho Populist nomination. I had no author-
ity to say that--

"I did not say that as a general rnle the
Southern Populists were not a creditable class.

"Idtd not make use of the expression at all:
'They will go with the negroes where they be-

long.' "
The truth of the whole matter Is that Mr.

Jones did say what be Is reported to hare said,
but he did not intend to have these statements
published. Yesterday he did not realize tbe
full extent of bis blunder, and so mado tho

denial customary with politicians and
statesmen. To-da-y It was brought home to him
In tho plainest possible manner that be bad
mado a tnletako of ths gravest character and,
acting on tbe advice of those In whose political
opinions be has full faith, he denies everything.

Mr. Jones always has been regarded In Wash-
ington as an nblo nnd an honest man. He Is al-

together too frank and outspoken, however, to
be a success as the manager of a political cam-
paign, and he probably will realize this during
the next few weeks as fully as his friends real-
ize It now. Mr. Jones long has been In tho habit,
as a Senator, of answering frankly questions put
to him by newspaper men and others about pub-ll- o

matters, nnd ha evidently has not appreci-
ated the fact that this habit could not be carried
Into political work.

During the tariff fight of 1H04 Mr. Jones, who
was tbe Chairman of the of
Finance, was about tbe only man at tbe worn, of
framing tho tariff from whom trustworthy In-

formation could be obtained by newspaper re-

porters and others Interested In the subject.
lie was always frank nnd always truthfuL The
same qualities were dlspla)ed conspicuously at
the recent Democratic Convention'!!) Chicago,
where he was the most influential man In the
free-silv- ranks. Probably now he would not
deny his utterances as to Bryan's course and
the Populists of tbe South had he not been
urged to do so by tbe politicians, who realized
that the only way to counteract thn effect of
his error was to 001110 out with a sweeping de-

nial and then ref uso to talk further on the sub-
ject This plan was tbe shortest way out of the
difficulty, nnd while bis denial may be acoepted
In some Quarters, those who know the facts w 111

remained convinced tbat tbo Chairman of the
National Committee bos denounced tbe Popu-llst- tt

of the Sonthas disreputable spoilsmen and
predicted that the Democratic candidate will
not accept the Popullstlo nomination.

There were not so many callers as usual at
Chairman Jones's political headquurters y,

and nothing was done, although there were re-

peated conferences, at which Senator Faulkner,
Chairman Chilton of tbe State Dcmooratlo Com-
mittee 6f West Virginia, Chauncey F. Blaok of
Pennsylvania, and others wefe present. Sena-
tor Gorman attended all tbe conferences. The
presenoe at one of the confersnoes to-d- of the
editor of tbe New York free-silv- er newspaper
that has called upon Senator Jonas to abdicate
In favor of Senator (lormau started tbe rumor
that this change bad been recommended to the
National Committee. There Is no truth In this
report, however, and beuator tiorraan would
not acospt the Chairmanship of the committee
If unanimously requested to do so. He Is giving
Mr, Jones aid and counsel, because he has.
always dons so, and because no one realizes
better than Mr. Jones himself his need or assist-
ance and support from a politician of such great
and such wide experience and recognized ability
as the Senator from Maryland.
