aside the lapel of his ooat aud exhibiting whateeeined like a regular police badge, aeolared:"You fellows have been gamliilng: yon muststop this. W e have orders to drive all gamblers
from the beach, and unless you fellows get offIn a hurry I'll lock both of you up."

A Midnight rnranlt at Mhaepehrad Bar
Frank Meaaeacer I.lUelr to Die aad
Policeman llalnaa nadir Hnrt Was llci.
aeaa-a-r Oae of Mr, Jtlnner'e Aeanllnntar

An exciting fight. In which ballets were ex-

changed, took placo early yesterday morning
between three policemen In cltltens.'clothcs and
two supposed highwaymen In the quiet streets
of Sheepshcad Bay. One of the alleged high-
waymen Is now dying In the Kings County Hos-
pital at Flatbush and one of the policemen It
lying at his home In Sheepshcad In a precarious
condition with a bullet wound In the abdomen.

About half past 11 o'clock on Thursday nlclit
Thomas Kinney, who lives at East Thirteenth
street nnd Avenue A, Shccpshoad Bay, was
crossing tho long brldco from the Brighton
Beach Railroad track to tho Ocean Boulovard,
opposite the main entrance to the Sheepshcad
race track, Mr. Kinney had just reached
tho boulovard when ho was attacked by two
young highwaymen, who sprang out from the
bushes. One struck him on the faco and head
several times with a blunt Instrument, whtlo
the ntbor grabbed him nbout the neok. Kinney
fought tho men off, managed to get nwav, and
blending from the several wounds ran
to the Sheepshcad Bay police station.
When he arrived thero ho was so
excited and weakoned from loss of blood that
ho fainted. Dr. Poole was summoned, and
soon brought the wounded man around. Then
Kinney told the story of the assault to Acting
Capt. Alexander Loss, to whom be also gave
a very good description of his assailants.

It was now nearly 1 o'clock, and Roundsman
W, J. Conays and Policemen Haines and

who had Just retired for tho night, wero
called out of bed and hurriedly sent out in cltl-ren- s'

clothes tu hunt for thohlghwaymen. They
walked lover to the bridge, and about .100 feet
away saw two men walking nt a rapid rate.
Policeman Haines shouted to tho strangers to
halt.

Tho two men started nn a run nnd the three
policemen followed In quick pursuit. Suddenly
one of the men turned around with a revolver
In HH hand and fired two shuts. Ono of these
struck Policeman Haines In the abdomen, In
the'rlghl side. Then the three policemen drew
their revolvers and opened flro. All continued
running, blazing mvay on both sides as fast as
they rould pull the trigger! of their re-
volvers.

One of the highwaymen dropped In a potato
is toll near Avenue X and the Main rood,I 'ollccman Haines also fell to the ground a

short distance awny, exhausted from los of
blood. Ruundsman Conavs stormed tu look
after tho wounded man, while Policeman Mc--

rath was ordered to continue the chase. Tho
latter returned ln a few minutes and told his
superior officer thnt tho mau had run Into tho
woods and thero ho hnd lost all trace of him.

An nmbulanoo was summoned and thn two
wounded men were removed to the Sheepshead
Bay police station. Ambulance Surgeon Bryce
and Dr. Poolo examined tho wounds. They
lound the supposed highwayman wns uncon-
scious and thut he had been shot threo times,
one bullet lodging In tho bnck under the
shoulder blade, and the other two In tho leftlung Just under the heart.

The doctors managed to bring the young man
around ton state of consciousness fornwhllo,
and he enld he was Frank Mesenger. lit years
old. aud that ho lived with his parents at 101st
street and Third avenue.

Tba Coroner slnrr Also Cesstres Tower
mun If nnaer and Eostnerr Uralner Th
Teallmonr of Conductor Kally or the
Xxearaloa Train la Finally Meenred.

ATLAimo Crrr, N. J Aug. 7. Coroner Mc-

Laughlin and the jury which has beon Investi-
gating the railroad disaster of last week were
successful this morning, after several attempts,
In Interviewing Conductor John Kelly of 420
South street, Camden, of the West Jersey ex
ourtlon train which was In the collision. Kelly
It In the sanitarium, and his condition 1 con-

sidered serious. Stenographer Cllft accompa-
nied the Jury. Kelly was asked to give an ex-

planation of the nccldent. ln reply ho said that
he could explain nothing. He was Inside tho
third coach, one of tho threo cars that were
crushed Into tpllntera when the oolllslnn oc-

curred. In answer to a question ho said that he
had scolded the brakeman for not having nil In

tho lamp. Further than this he knew nothing.
When on the platform of a car ho looked out
and sawn white light, which meant to go ahead.
This concluded tho questioning, and at llslio
o'clock tho Jury retired to consider their ver-
dict.

Tho jury camo In at 11:25 and returned three
verdicts. The first sintt it tba manner nf death
of the persons over whom the Inquest wns held.
The second finds Engineer fnrr. who wns killed
In the collision, guilty of not following tho rules
governing approaches to crossings, and censures
Towerman George Haiitur for not giving an ex-
press the right of way over an excursion train
and Engineer Grelner for not using greater
carp. The third verdlot censures Engineer Farr.

The second verdlot reads: "Wo. the under-
signed juror, also find that Engineer Edward
D. Farr of the Allan llo city Railroad failed to
have his engine under proper control on ap-
proaching tald crossing, and that Towerman
George F. Hauser. In giving the excursion train
of the Wost Jersey Railroad right nf way over
a fast express, used bad Judgment. We are
also of tho opinion that Engineer John Grulner
of said excursion train erred In not exercising
greater care on crossing ahead of said fast ex-
press."

The third verdict is as follows: "Thoundor-signe- d

Jurors are of the opinion that tho catiso
of tho collision was thn failure nf Edward Farr.
engineer of train Nn. ::), to give heed In time to
tho semaphore signnlsnet ngnlnst him, nnd thus
failed In have his train under proper control nn
approaching the signals and crossing under the
rules. The undersigned Jurors further declare
that tho tower man, tieorge F. Hnuser, may
havo used poor judgment In his estimate nf the
distance away of the Atlantic City Railroad
train No. tin when he gave tho white boards to
the West Jersey and Seashore exoursion train
No. 700.

Castlne, and Katahdln. Willi these four
competitors, tho ships should be furnished at
a price satisfactory to the OoverncnU One
of them will go to the Union Iron Works,
under the law, provided Its bid Is not mors
than four per cent, above tho lowest accepted
bid for the ships built on the Atlsntlo coast,
this difference being allowed to represent
tho additional cost of transporting material
across tho continent that can only be procured
ln the East.

The modification of batteries for our ships
has produced some Interesting changes. The
Chicago, tho largest of our flrrt group of steol
cruisers, und perhaps the most hoavlly armed
of all our unnrraorod cruisers. In ratio to hrr
displacement, is still to carry a formidable
batterv, hut It will bo different from the oW
one. It originally mounted four eight

and two guns In the main bat-
tery, but now the guns will bo dis-
carded, and fourteen given to her in-
stead. This will form a very fine battery.

It Is thought that, nftor a tlmo. a similar
change from tho guns of the Atlanta
to a proper number of will be effectol.
Tho Pensncoln. latclv laid up In ordinary at

fnre Island, and marked as unfit for sea serv-
ice. Is to bo ret.tnred to tho active list as a train-
ing ship for the Pnclllo coast, but with a very
small armament, said to be composed of a

gun. a. a throo-poundc- a
machine, nnd a field gun. slmoly tn furnish a
specimen of each. Tho Ranger, which used to
havo an o nattory of two smooth
bores, an muzzle loading rltle, and a
sixty pounder breeoh-loadln- g rifle. Is to carry
six rifles, four six pounders, and ono
machine gun.

Very Interesting is the armament proposed
for tho old Hartford, which Is to bo refitted
for service. It is to consist of thirteen
guns, four six pnundors, and two field gum.
It Is protxisod to tupplv tho famona old flag-
ship with an cnclno of the horizontal com-
pound type, to produce about --',000 horss
power, giving her a speed of abont twelve
knots. Sho will have four steel, tingle end,
Scotch boilers.

Tho caso of tho coaling of tho Charleston
at Honolulu, while on her way homo from
Asia, Is somewhat peculiar, "bo Navy De-
partment had sent to that port 2.400 tons, but,
according to the accounts. Chief Engineer
MacConnoll objected tn It. and accordingly
Cnpt. Coffin, the commander, bought a dif-
ferent kind of mat at Honolulu, for which lie
had to pay 51S per ton. purchasing fiOO tons.
