I admit that this classification may have some

foundation In truth, but I do most emphatically
deny the conclusion to which theT come, that
tho capitalists or gold men are working for their
own Interests, ncnlnst the Interest of labor.
There never has been a contest. In the whole
history of our country, when capitalists havo
manifested less of st and more of
patriotism than In tho on. now carried on

gold and silver. They aro generally
irons auvocatos of gold, and jet the success of
the silver party would give them every possb!o
advantage over tho laboring men. C.pltalls s
own or control tho gold of tho country. They
even own or control the silver, for the sliver
m nes nre In the hands of syndicates.

Consider tho power which a free sliver act
would givo lo these capitalists. The syndicates
owning the silver mines would havo It In their
power to take the bullion of their mines and
have 63 cents worth coined Into a dollar und
with these dollars they could pay off tin Ir help,
thus making 47 cents net profit on each dollar.
