Pnittcrros, N. J., Aug. 8. Information con-

cerning the preparations for Princeton's
will be sent out In a few days In

the form of a pamphlet which will be mailed
to the fi.COO alumni of the Institution. Ube
general outlines of tho programme for the
three days celebration has been approved by
the full committee. The celobratlon will occur
on Oct. SO, SI, and CS of the present year. In
ntmneh as the first charter of Princeton was
signed on Oot. SS, 1740, the Hoard of Trustees
have resolved that tho celebration shall end on
the IGOth anniversary of this event.

The celebration proper will begin on Tuesday,
Oct. SO, at 11 o'clock In tbo morning, at which
time there will be held a commemorative re-

ligious service. In Marquand Chapel. At 3
o'clock In tho afternoon a reception and Intro-

duction of delegates will bo held, In Alexander
Hall. An address of welcome will be delivered
by President Patton, after which the represent-
atives of other colleges, universities, and learned
societies will bo presented to each other and to
the members of the Hoard of Trustees and fac-
ulty of Princeton. For Tuesday evening It Is
proposed to arrange for the rendition of some
historically famous musical masterpieces In
Alexander Hall. The second daj Wednesday.
Oct. SI. Is to be sot apart for the alumni of tbo
Institution, nhd It Is expected that avast throng
of the former students of the coltego
will return to their alma inatcr on that
daj'. The daj's exerclxs will txgln at
lU.'.IO A. SI , In Alexander Hall, when the
sesqulceutcnnlal memorial oration will bo de-
livered. Prof. Woodrow Wilton, head of the
department of Jurisprudence In Princeton Uni-
versity, has been elected to deliver this oration.
The aeeond gruat fenturo of Wednesday's pro-
gramme Is the sesquleentennial memorial poem.

flJOX AX1 KILLED HIS COUSIX,

Hot TVIlllnm nrady Illd Not Know tha Re-
volver Was Loaded.

Isaac Brady, a negro pnrter.aged 24 J ears, was
accidentally shot nnd killed about 4:110 o'clock
yoflterdayafterpoon by William Ilrady, his
cousin, aged 4'J years, on the doorstep of the
latter's house at 42 Chapel street, Ilrookljn.
Isaac and William were kreatly attached to
each other, and when tho former lost his Job a
couple of mouths ago he was w elcomed by Wil-
liam nhd his wife to shnre the hospitalities of
their home. On Thursday Isaao went to Phila-
delphia to look for ciuploj menu

On Friday V 1111am found he could get him a
job as a porter In Hrooklyn. and wrote to him to
come back at once. Just as Isaac w as a pproach-ln- g

tho house jesterday nftcrnoon William was
sitting In bis room up stairs cleaning an old- -
fashioned tevolvcr. His wife, who was at the
window, saw Itaac as he was coming up the
stnet. and remarked to her husband, "Ike Is
coming." WiUUm hurried clown stairs, with
the revolver still In his bund, nnd greeted his
cousin warmlj Jut as he halted In front of the
door.

William playfully pointed the revolver at his
cousin, and the latter, motioning with his hand
to keep tho weapon an a j from him. said: "Hill,
don't do that. I atn atrald of tlio-- o things."

" ou needn't ho afraid," William replied. "I
took out ull the bullet'."

He had searcelj uttered tbe words when the
rovolMi exploded and Isaac fell un his back on
tbo doorktep. He never uttered a word nor
showed tho slightest sign of life, for the bullet
had passed through his heart, killing him

William became almost crazy withgrief over his rash act. The police Investlga.
lion cleurly show ed that ho labored under the
Impression that he had removed all the bullets
before Hurting lu to clean the weapen. He was
locked up. however, pending the Coroner's In-
vestigation.

SUSF1SCT STEELE HELD
Aa a Vasjrant Only, bnt the Detectives Ex.

pect to Jtnllroad Him.
Herbert II. Steele, who has posed as a mechan-

ical engineer, but who Is declared by the Hrook-
lyn detectlvos to be one of the most dangerous
and accomplished robbers In the country, was
held jesterday on a technical charge of va.
grancy by Police Justice Tlghe and committed
to Ha jmond street Jail. Chief Detective Rey-
nolds has been on Steele's track for some time,
and Is confident that he will bo able to send
him to prison for a long term. For eighteen
months foteclc has been living In a respectable
bearding house at 01 Orange street, dose to
Plymouth Church. His arrest was a complete
surprise to the people In tho house, but they
were moro astonished when the detectives
called and. breaking open Steele's trunks,

enough djnamite to blow npa row ofbuildings. There wire ten large sticks of theexplosive, several smaller ones, and some of Itin tinfoil. There was also a bottle of nitro-glycerine. Among tho other things found werea loaded revolver and a line kit of burglar's
tools.

.Steele explains that he came Into possession ofthe dynamite while engaged in mining opera-
tions in Slalno and eleun here, and that he used
the tools in his s as a mechanical en-
gineer. Tho detectives llrst had their susnlclonsdrawn to bteele through his frequent visits tobutton and I.oomls, the yalu robbers, whllo they
were locked up In Kujmond street Jail, ami Itwas also lenrned that he had served a threeyears' term for burglary In Masaehusetts. He
Is said to ho the Inventorof tho Trilby purzle
which came, out last winter.

Iron Works, nt 6B0 to fiOO West Thirty-thir- d

street, on Friday night, cracked Its
safe, and stole all that was valuable

of Its contents. Within nix hours after the
burglary Police Captain Max bchmlttbcrgcr of
tho West Thirty-sevent- h street ttntlon was

enough to arrest tho criminals. There
were two of them. One a grand-
son of William E. Van Tassell, the President of
tho Iron works, and an emplojce of tno com-
pany. The other Is a grandson of Mr. Von Tas-sell- 's

old partner, the late Congressman Camp-

bell, and he had also been an employee of the
company.

When President Van Tassel went to his office
yesterday morning he found a scene of wreck.
Tbe office Is on the second floor of the works. At
one side stood an o safe The outer
doors evidently had been opened without vlo.
lence, but tho Inner safe, and within that a
strong box ot zinc, had been forced and cut open
with chisels and hammers. The tools, as well
as tho broken parts of the safe, wero stilt In the
office. The tools were part ot tho regular outfit
of the works.

Capt. bchralttberger was called at once. The
wntchman nt the works described a man whom
he had noticed hanging about the night before
andSchmlttbcrgerhad hardly got started before
he ran upon this very man. CapLSchmlttberg-e- r

arrested him at once and took him to tbe sta-tol- n

houe. There he searched him. In his pock-
ets were found a United States pension check nnd
a note made to Sir. Van Tassell for $331,
both of which had beon stolen from the safe.
Tho only other things that were missing were
(2d In bank notes and $4.75 In chauitc. This
prisoner was 'Andrew Demott of 242 West
Twenty-thir- d street. He Is 27 jears old and Is a
grandson of the late Sir. Campbell, a partner of
Mr. Van Tassell. For jeurs until recently ho
wasemplojed In the works as a pattern maker.

De Slott confessed his guilt to Capt. bchinllt-berge- r,

and Implicated as hit partner in crlmo
Frank Van Tassell, the grandson of tho Pretl-de-

of the companj. Young Van Tassell lives
with his father and his grandfather at 447 West
Thirtj fifth street. He was arrested at noon,
and then the whole storr of the burglarj caino
out. except the tnle of what led to tho downfall
of the two j onng men.

Young Van Tassell was a timekeeper In the
works. Unih ho and De Slott were nnnre thatalaigesumof money was alwajs drawn from
the bank on Fridays nnd frequently left In thu
ofllcu safe until This vvasthemoney
to payoff the men. 'lhey overlooked tho fact
that at this time of tho j ear the men are paid
on Fridays. There was $1,500 In tho safe tho
night before.

1 he two men met to plan tho robbery on Fri-
day evening about o o'clock at a saloon at
ThlrtJ-llft- h street and Eleventh avenue. When
it was nil arranged jnung Van Tassell laid out
an elaborate programme b which to prepare
an alibi for himself In cate he was eu i eteil.
Ho went at once to Coney IMaml and stnjod
thereuntil the last train. 1 hen hu went di-
rectly homo. Ills father let him In and ho went
to beil.

As soon as tho house was all still again he
rne,sllppid out and Joined De Mott, w ho was
waiting for him. They gut into tho factorvthrough a window on tlie 1 hlrlv second street
side and went at once to thu oflke. De Molt
krn w v heio tho kej of the outer doors of tho
safo was kept In a t Inset. Do got It and they
opinio, the safe donrs. but then thej had to
begin their safe breaking.

The electric door bell which connects with tho
sleeping apartments ot Dr. Edward N. I.ewy.
proprietor of the Lexington Veterinary Hospi-
tal, at Lexington avenue nnd Sixtieth street,
rang violently at 1 o'clock jostcrday morning.
Dr. Leavy lives over the hospital, and. w hlle he
was hurriedly getting into his clothoi. he ran to
tho front window.

.taking off one frontwheol of tho buggy on ono
of the doors. The joung man didn't got out of
the way of the horse quickly enough and ho
was knocked down.

On the north side of the hospital is a narrow

These reports are belnir nre- -
pared for the most part by the Commissioner
at their repective summer homes.
