This beats the
Sunday record. Mrs. Ada S. Wlllard
of the Training School for Nurses, was called
on for holp last evening. She gave tho hospital
eleven competent nurses, all ot whom were hard
at work beforo 0 o'clock. Commissioner Faure
said he couldn't recall a time when tho re.
sources ot Dellevue had been so taxed by hot
weather. Supply wagons wero pressed Into
servloe as ambulances In the ovenlng.

The Presbyterian Hospital called up Police
Headquarters early last evening and said that
Its ambnlanca sorvlce was overtaxed. Itsug.
tested that it would be well, when a call came
for an ambulance and all the ambulances were
out, that tha nearest pollco station should, on
notification frura the hospital to head,
quarters, be askod to send a patrol
wagon for the case and take It to
tho hospital. Capt, Donohue. who was In
charge at headquarters, agreed to the sugges.
tlons and notified all the hospitals and the
police stations. All the hospitals fell Into the
plan, Tho Twentieth, Twenty-secon- Twenty-fourt- h,

and Tw,mty-slxt- h precincts on tho west
side above Thirty-fourt- h street, where the hos-
pital districts aro very large, wero chiefly af-
fected.

The Coroner's physicians wore kept on tho run
until long after nightfall. Dr. O'llanlon left
tha Coroner's office at noon to attend to sixty
cases ot deaths by heat and sudden deaths re-

ported since 4 o'clock on Sunday afternoon.
Dr. K. J. Donlln has sent out this Information

about sunstroke and its treatmont:
"Perspiration always ceasrs for from twelve

to twenty-fou- r hours before prostration. A
headache usually follows, and the patient, un-
less he realizes what Ir the matter and takes
measures to want off prostration, be-

comes unconscious. As soon as one stops
perspiring, ho should batlio his head
in as cold water as he can get. Then ho should
taka a cold bath, and drink water freely at the
temperaturo It comes from the hydrant. This
Induces perspiration. A little claret added to
the water will do no barm. Tho patient should
then rest for a day or so."

At fl o'clock last night there was a
breeze from west, southwest, the official tem-
peraturo was 85' and the humidity 00 per cent.
At the same hour on the night before there was
lust a zephyr, the temperature was 88, and thehumidity about TO per cent.

ALL DEMOCRATS AKXIOVHIO KNOTT
HIS ATTITUDE TOWARD HItTAX.

Men Who Have Net Toted Btrntght fbr
"Venre Are ItnrdenUc the Unite With
Dtmssjt that He Shall TJectara Ilia Po.
altloa Ha Indlentea thai He Uaaaot

aderee tha Platform or Kepndlattea,
Ai.liA.s'T, Aug, 10. No Democrat In the ooun

try has to many eyes upon him as Senator Hill.
Alt Democrats want to know what his ultimate
attitude will be toward the Chicago ticket Sen.
ator Hill It fully aware of the Interesting posi-
tion ha occupies, for It has been brought home
to him by visits from many Democrats from
other Btates. These Democrats have told Sena-
tor Hill that they are anxious to ascertain his
position, because ot Its Influence on the Demo-
crats of other States.

Since Sonntor Hill returned from his visit to
Normandlo-by-tho-Se- a no day has pasted when
ho has not been overrun with vlst)prs. Somo
call at his law offices, but the more prominent
watt until evening and keep htm up half the
night discussing the frightful condition of the
Democratic party and the spectaclo It presents
to tho world with Its repudiation platform.

Senator Hill's homo was thronged
with Democrats from other States, nil seeking
to ascertain his views as to what the Democrats
should do at their State Convention to bo held
at Buffalo on Sept. 10. At Senator Hill's re-

quest the names of his visitors aro not printed.
Ills callers, ho saye, were on private missions,
and he does not believe It would bo proper for
him as a host to glvo out to tha world all tho
views of his guests.

The Sdk ropresentattvo was at the Senator's
homo all tho evening, and there was no objec-
tion to his telling a few Interesting facts con-
cerning the situation which confronts the Demo-cratl- o

party In the State. In the first place.
Senator Hill was fully aware of the visit of Ed-

ward M, Shepard of Brooklyn to Albany
When it was mentioned that Mr. Shepard and
bis friends proposed to nominate a second State
ticket all that Senator Hill would say was:

"Well, this Is a Iree country, I suppose."
It turns out that men who haven't voted the

Democratic State ticket In a dozen years aro
now swamping the Democratic leaders with de-
mands that the Buffalo Convention shall

Bryan and swallow the Chicago platform.
As a matter ot fact, not a delegate has
yet been elected to tho Buffalo Conven-
tion, but that fact has little effect In shut-
ting the mouths ot tho men who have
persistently refused for a dozen years to vote
the Democratic State ticket. They think they
see an opportunity for pushing Senator Hill and
bis friends to extremities, and they are burden.
Ing the malls to Albany with their demands
that Senator mil- - should declare his exact
position, and that he should direct his lieuten-
ants to do ttle same. It is tho queerest
sort of a situation, even for Senator Hill. He
has been accustomed to almost any sort ot
treatment from his factional adversaries, some
of whom now declare that they don't care a
copper whether the Chicago platform calls for
repudiation or not; they demand that the ticket
and the platform shall be endorsed. As Senator
Hill put It:

" Some ot these people do not seem to be ac-

tuated by principle, and many are rather In-

clined to shout for repudiation. Just as It it
wera a principle."

Senator Hill It looking at, the situation from
jvery standpoint, He Is alive to the Influence
the voice ot New York Democrats will have In
other States, and nothing escapes his attention.

Senator Hill had nothing of an unkind nature
to say of Senator James K. Jones's wish that he
should preside at the Bryan notification cere-
monies In Madison Squaro Garden on Wednes-
day evening. On the contrary. Senator Hill
spoke In tho highest terms personally of Sena,
tor .Tones.

They were warm friends In the Senate, and
Senator Jones stood loyally by Seniitor-ill- ll

when President Cleveland attempted to foist
upon the Democratic organization ot the em-

pire State Wheeler II. Peckham and William
B. Hornbloner for Judge of the United States
Supreme Court.

But Senator Hill was rejected for temporary
Chairman of the Chicago Convention by the
very men who brought about Bryan's nomina-
tion, and for blm to forget that Indignity and
preside at the Madison Square Oardcn cere-
monies wax a little too much to ask.

All ot Senator Hill's visitors ht were
not a llttlo Interested to know Just why Bryan
and his managers selected New York city as
the spot for the notification ceremonies. They
easily recalled the speeches of Senator John
W. Daniel, temporary Chairman of tho
Chicago Convention; Senator "Pitchfork"
Tillman, and a dozen other orators
In the Chicago Convention. All charged
that New York city and New York
State had controlled the Democratic party for
twenty-fiv- e years, and that there must be no
mora ot It. Tbey said that New York city and
New York State bad " bogged " everything and
had treated the Southern Democrats as " hew-
ers of wood and draucrs of water," and that
they had fostered trusts and combinations and
monopolies. Yet hero are Bryan and his man-
agers rushing to the metropolis they have thus
affronted and scorned!

All these things came In for very general com-
ment, some of it more or less caustic. All who
are Interested In Bryan's cause should, It was
remarked, mako It their special business to
count the distinguished Democrats absent
from the notification coremonles on Wednesday
night. In the campaign of 1884
Abram S. Hewitt raised S125.000 for the
national ticket In a single day. It Is suggested
as advisable for Bryan's friends to look over the
audlrnce and pick out the substantial Demo-
crats, the Democrats ot long and honorable
standing, who will bo there to extend the right
band of fellowship to Bryan, the oung man ho
stands upon the Chicago platform of repudiation
and the Populist platform of St. I.ouls. It is
predicted that tho crowd that will attend thrio
notification ceremonies will be made up of the
curious ones, all anxious to seu the young mnn
who by half a dozen catch-phrai- o utterances
captured the Presidential nomination from as
baleful and unruly a Convention as this nation
has over witnessed.

But Bryan's friends have sent word to Albany
that he renlly Intends to make a conservative
speech on Wednesday night und that ho has no
desire to further affront the New York Demo.
crats. Following these utterances Bryan's fi lends
insist that with New York, Kings, Itensselaer,
and Krlo counties in line there can be no possl.
ble doubt of his endorsement by tho Democratic
State Convention to be held at Buffalo. Kven
those opposed to Bryan reluctantly admitted ht

that from rt'iuii la rcrelved from the va-

rious countlest he drift favored the opinion that
Bryan Is in be endorsed by the Hlatn Conven-
tion. The energies of thono who are bent upon
saviiig the pieces of the Democratic party In thu
Malo lime thoreloro been to a largo eitunttll-reele- d

toHard preventing an endorsement of the
Chicago platlurm. That is the chief programme
now.

Mr. Tracey was
sent to Indianapolis to represent the gold Dem-
ocrats of Now York State, and be Is the national
committeeman for the gold Democrats ot thn
Kmolre State, Mr. Shepard came down from
Lis cottage on Lake Qeortre, and, after discuss.
Ing tho situation with Mr. Tracey and other
sound-mone- y Democrats, proceeded to Now
York. evening Mr. Tracey Is logo
to New York, and on Wednesday he, with Mr.
Shopard and Chnrlrs S. Kalrchlld,
aro to take up the situation still further and
discuss ways and means tor a sound-mone- y

campaign In the State, both as to a national and
a State ticket.

Mr. Tracey said this ovenlng that ho was
fully convinced that a sound-mone- y national
ticket of great strength Is to bo nomlnatedjit
Indianapolis on Sept. S. He added:

ToitONTO, Aug. 10. A combined effort la about
to be made by city banks lo decrease tho circu-
lation of American bills In this city. At pr sent
the city is flooded with American silver certifi-
cates. The following notice Is posted In the
Standard Bank

"On aud after Saturday, Aug. 15, American
one-doll- bills will only be received for 00
cents."

It Is nnderstood that other banks will follow
the example of tho Standard Bank. This action
will probably result in a much decreased circu-
lation of American bills In this city. In regard
tn American silver, moat ot the city banks aro
not accepting it at all. Some will accept Amer-
ican sliver only from customers, but only in
email amounts. The railway companies refuse
to handle it, and departmental stores are dis-
cussing the nd Isnbillty of refusing It as money.

Hamh.tu;,. Ont,, Aug. lO.Followlng the ex-

ample of the Toronto banks, the merchants nnd
local banks hore have decided to refuse to ac-

cept American silver and silver certificates.
Far years American bills and American cur-
rency have been accepted at par by many mer-
chants. United States silver or silver certifi-
cates will not be accepted in payment of city
taxes. This action is not dne entirely to the
silver agitation in the United States, but to the
fact that at present there Is too much American
silver In circulation in Canada.

STEAMSHIPS J.V COLLISION.

The Yascouvrr and Lake Ontario Itadly
Injured In a Fob.

Fatiieu Point. Quebec, Aug. 10,-T- ho .Do-
minion line royal mall steamer Vancouver,
which sailed from Montreal on Saturday und
from Quebec on Sunday morning, recotvrd
British mails and somo passengers off here and
proceeded for Liverpool at 10:.10 o'clock lat
nlgbt, A dense fog prevailed. About an hour
and a halt after passing this point, while she was
proceeding slowly, she was run into bow on by
an unknown inward bound steamer. Her bow
on the starboard side was smashed almost down
to the water line.

for repairs. No one on board was hurt.

Lake Ontario. Capt. Campbell, which It now ap.
pears was tha unknown steamer In collision
with the steamer Vancouver below Father
Point late last night, arrived here this evening
and proceeded to Levis. The Lake Ontarli
bears evldenco ot having sustained a pretty
hard shock. She has a hole extending from
ten feet ou the port sldo to about twenty feet
on the starboard side and Just under the fore-
castle deck. Piled up within the hole under
the deck is a maos of Iron plates, pieces of tier,
rick pulleys, and huge iron bars, all of which
were wrenched from the bows of the Van-
couver. Below this gap Is another opening
measuring about twenty feet.

Capt. Campbell blames Capt Williams of the
Vancouver for having kept ho closo to the shore
in tho way of Inward-boun- d steamers making
for the pilot grounds.
