Senator
Pitehfork Thiman at the time said that Bryan
was an ase. The Hon, Pitchfork’s atatement
was 1ot well recelved by Senstor Jamon
K. Joves, Cbalrman of the FPopocratio
Comuiitiee, mod at & meeting In the Clif-
ton Hotel in Cbleago the Hon, Pitehfork
was roundly denouneed for his ulteraoces con-
cerning the Hoy Orater of the Flatte. The Hon,
Pitebfork left In a huff, He loft New York yes-
tepdny fuorning with the consclounness that his
frat utterances In Chiesgo might better have
been heeded by Bryan's frienda, All of Bryan's
frisnds in Nebraska sent up a groat howl when
they ascertained that Hryan waa determined to
pave the notification ceremoniea in this city,
in " the enemies’ country.'” as he declared, All
tho Nubraskaus believed that this was aalight
upon them, but Bryan innisted and declared
that Inasmuch as Cleveland was notified in
Madlson Square Giarden, he, too, wonld go there
to te oMeially told of his nomination.

Rryan in this matter was very wilful, In his
speoches at Chicago he, with Tillman, Altgeld,
and the others denounced the New York Demo-
erata and declared that they were unworthy to
bave auything todo with the management of the
Democratic party. However that may be, Bryan
awoke yesterday morning in New York inthe
bome of Willlum P, St. Jubn, irm in the beliet
that he hnd made the gremtest success of his
life in his rpeech at Madison Square (iarden.
He did not mind the fact that half of the andi-
ence left before he bad Anlshed speaking. In
his bland egotlsm he would not believe any-
{ng except that e had made a great speech and
that Do had capturad “the enemies’ ocoun-
1y."* There were other men who thought dif-
feeently, And among them were Senator Jameas
K. Junes. Chalrman of the Popooratic
National Commities, Senator Artbur Pue Gore
wan, who Las taken an motive part In every
nationnl eampalen since 1884, and Gov. Wil.
liatn J. Stone of Missourl, ex-Gov, Hogg of
Texas, anid the Popocratic candidate for Vice-
Preaident, Arthur Sewall of Bath, Me. Allof
lhesa men want to see Hryan successful, but
they are uot blind to facts,

Without quoting sny of them, for the reason
{hat they do not care tlist every remark they
make should be heralded, they nevertheless
gave It ay thelir best judgment that Bryan had
made & great tactical mistake In Inaisting upon
coming to New York at thils tims, They
belleve that he should have remained in
the Wesi aod continued longer to whet the
curimity of the Eastern peojile, so that when
he did come, sa they had all along propossd, in
Eeplember or October, be would nhave gathered
some wool.

The Republieans wure
delighted and the Democrats were disappalnted,
but all were surprised, for they had been led to
expect something st least cutside of the common-
piace. It had been reported In Washington for
eeveral days that the Hoy Orator would read from
manuscript Instend of attempting another flight
of crowd.catching rhetorle, and when it was
learned furtbier that he bhad lost nature's
greatest gift to him-—his volee hls erities,
ns  well ns lLis admirors, propared them-
solven to make allowances for these draw.
backs. Hutthey were not prepared to learn of
the utter failure of the ecandidate to
siriko & responsive chord In the minds and
hearis of Lis rostless auditors. Nor were they
prepared to learn of the absolute enmity shown
him by the Demoernoy of the elty and Ntare of
New York, The absence of Democrits from the
Madlson Square Gerden meoting, the utter lnck
of Interest and elthusinam as sooo as It was
discovered that there was to be nodisplay of
stage oratory, aastiown by the hurried depariure
of tho ¢crowds froto the hall, and the commaon-
place character of the candldate’s apeech t-
aelf, unmarked by an original or sirlking

DR. NANSEN 1S RETURNING.

THE AROYIC FXPLORER MHAR AR-
RIFED AT VARDOE, NORWAY,

Es IMd Not Roench the Pole, but Mays Me
Attained Lat, 88 14', Which Ments the
Migheat Mecord hy Abont 100 Miles—
e Maw No Land North of Lat AR
Last Winter Spentin Franz Josel Land,

Loxpox, Aug. 15.—The St. James's Gogelte
publlshes n apecial despatoh saying !t in report-
ed that the Arvotle explorer Naneen hna arrived
st Vardoe, on the const of Norway, In the Arc.
tio Ocean, off Finmark, on bonrd the sleamer
Windward.

Advlces from Malmo confirm the report that
Dr, Nansen Is returning from his attempt to
reach the North Pole by drifiing to It In a
ateamer, He s, as the St. Jamer's Gazelte do-
spateh anys, at Vardoe, He I8 accompanied by
Liout. Hansen, They left the stenmer Fram,
In which Dr. Nansen expucted to be carrled by
the drifting fce to and across the pole last ane-
tumn. The expedition failed to reach the ob-
fect of Its search, bLut it got two degrees and
fifty minutes furthier north than did any pre-
vious expodition.

According to one report recelved here Dr.
Nansen's object in leaving the Fram was to
push further north than the steamer was ablo

to penetrate the jos. This was in March, 1505,
The reports at hand at present are nomewhat
conflieting.

Varpok, Aug, 13.—Dr. Nansen, the Arctie
explorer, nrrived here to-day. He says that
his expedition attained one of its objects In
traversing the Polar Boa to a point northward
of the New Slberian [slands, namely, to Iatitade
80* 14° north.

Noland was slghted north of Iatitude B2%,
After renching the parallel nf 80° 14' the axpe
ditlon went nouthwest to Franz Josel's Liand,
where (L spent the winter, the membera subsint-
ing nn bear's Asah and blubber.

Dr. Nansen arrived here on the steamer
Windward, which Is conveying provisions to
the Jaokson-Ilarmaworth expedition. The ex-
plorer s perfoctly well. The Fram is expoected
toarrive at Vardoe or Hergen In a short time,
All was woll aboard of her when Dr. Nansen
left her. -

There seema no doubt from the above de-
spatches that Nansen Is returning st last,
though the news is quite meagre, and the facts
In spme  respects do  not  appear to be
clearly given., It In not easy to under.
stand, for Instance, how IL happens that he
hina  remcned Norway on the Windward,
which set out from England early last month
o carry au pplies to Mr. Jdackson who had win-
tered In Frang Jose! Land. The Windwarnl
would hardly be  espected o rewurn
from that reglon  for at lenst slx wesks
to come. If whe did not reach Franz
Josef  Land the remson for her failure,
which would be s serious matter, [s not given
In theso despatchos. Neltner ls {t clear whers
Iir. Nansen left the Frum, or the conditlon
under which le separated from his ten com-
rades that he and Lls companlon left on thelr
vessel,

1f the abave Information I8 correct, he dis-
envered Innd ahont four degroes north of the
higheat polui atinined in tho same waters by
the Jeannetis,

Thus ends another attempt to peneirate the
secret of the ley north, Dr. Nanson, in a vessol
ospecinlly consirucied to resist the nipping of
the lee, started from Vardoe on July 21,1803, his
Intention belne to pass into the Kara Sea to the
New Stberian Islands and drift with theice to the
pole If histheory proved true that ho would find
anorth flowing eurrent.  Frior to his voyage he
addressed the Hoyal Geograpllcal Boclety In
London and explatned his theory of the north-
ern drift,

He called attention to the fact that the Galf
Btream drift, the rivers of Siberia, and the eur-
rent flowing north through Beliring Strait pour
an immenss volume of water Into the Arctle
Ocean. He did not bsalleve that this in-
flux of water on the Furo-Asistie side of
the polar basin was connterbalunced by the
ontflows through the Spliabergen and  Fast
Gireeninnd south-fiowing currents, He helleved
that a large ﬁMl of this water was carried nurth
and ancross the polar basln by o eurrent which,
it was hin apinlon, Howed porthward In
the nelghborhood nf the New Siberian lslanda,
He Dbelioved that the alleged Jeannetile
rellecs found on the southwest coast of
tireenland had  been  carrled  ncrosa  the
pole by this current. He hoped to  be
carrlod across the polar area, and to emerge
from the ice somowhere botween tireenland and
Spltzbergon,

The Fram waa provisioned for slx yoars, News
eame from [ir.Nansen after he had falriy entered
the Kara Sea, but no later information was re-
oelved nntll now,. He did not eall for dogs that iad
bheen collected for him on the Slherian coast,
and whether he had been able to push throogh
the lce an far sast s the New Siborian Islands
wan not known,

STILL A LONG DEATH LIS,

DUE CHIEFLY 10 INE CUMULATIVFS
EFFECIS OF THE HEAT,

There Wers A1 Fatal Canes of Moustroke
In the Metropolitan Disteict Yesterdny
and BN CUases Not Fatnl -Three More
Policemen Killed by Meat—-Ninsty-five
Tons of Bee Distributed In the Bast Side
Tenement District by the (liy—Parke to
e Oprn After Midnlght for the Pres
ent-Cooler Wenther Ta Hilll Experoted,

The eoollng cataraets that, necording to nations
Al and local wonther prophats, hinve bean threat
ening to descenid on tuls parchied nelghborhood
tor thio Inst seven days, didn't nppear yesterday,
nnd the outdoor tollers of the olty sweltered a
wond deal. but not ns much as they had on pre-
oeding dayn. There were two reasons for vhisg
one wan that the temperature was not quite as
hot by three degrees, and the other waas that
there was less humidity., The aky to the west-
ward was leaden with storm clouds for severnl
houra in the atternoon, nod it leoked for a while
A il we wore really going to have the muche
prophesied aliower; but the clouds passed to
the northward of us, distributing thelr liguid
eoolnens, if they hadany, on the unjust hayseed,

Mueasurod In averagos, It was three degroes
cooler from sunrise until sunset than it had
been on the day Lefore, The lighest temperas
ture, up where Mr, Dunn sits 1o his orash suls
nnd breathes the satimulating orone, was 74 at
&AL AL whileh was the minlmum, and 88° at 3
T M., which was the maximum, A northerly
breeze, which varied from eight to fifteen miles
in force, helped to decrease the humidity, which
for the day nveraged about U2 por cent.,

The strect thermometers, as usual, recorded a
temperature higher by from two to four degroes
than that of the Manhattan Lifo tower, There
wore muany deatlis, nnd wlso tany prostratione,
but they wern due chlefly to tlie cumulative ef-
feotyof the long continued heat, The total nome
ber of deatha due to heat In the metropolltan dis-
trict wan 81, and the prostrations, which were
nol fatal, kL Io tbis elty 45 persons wers
killed by hent, and 140 were prostrited besldoea
In Brooklyn there were 20 deatlis dus to heat,
and G0 not fatal prostéations, In the townos
ncross the Hudson tlhiere were 10 deaths, and

Ninety-five tons of lce, bonght at cost price
from a phllanthrople denlor, werea delivered te
thie statlon honses of the city boefore the
¢ o'clock rellef sguada were sent out. The
roundeman and the two policemen from each
precinet found it the hardest task of their
lives to cat up the lee, keep the multitude whe
wanted It in line, and bhand It out. The Cap-
talus decided, on thelr own hook, toincrease the
fee-distributing sqund by from elght to ten men,

Commisslonoer Roosovelt took s steall through
the down-town precincts to ase how the scheme
was being earrled out.
