WATERIOWN'A 0L MILL.

It Has Ground It Grist for 200 Years aad
Sl Mte Neonen Turn Briskiy,

From the Bostom Evening Trunseript,

The old grist mill in Watertown was estab-
listied, s0 nay= tradition, near the close of the
peventleenil century, L whe al first & Lown
mill, erevted at the pulilie expunse, fur the ac-
commudation of the farmers who had corn to
be ground. It s long since the old mill coaned
to e owned or contralied by the people of the
wown, but 1t Is only within ¥ery recent yenrs
that the iden of ite public ownership fnded from
thie minds of the cltizens, There are einploy ees
af the mill to-day who wail rewembor visita of
putlying tarmers of Watertown who had grista
to be ground, and who insisted that, beiog citl-
zofin of Lhe town, they were entilied Lo be served
in prefercnce (o eariier comers who chianced to
Luve come froum Newton, Brighton, Cambridgs,
ur Belmont,

For muny years after ita ersction, then, the
old grist mill was & town lustitution, and during
King Philip's war it was carefully vuarded hy
the yeomoan soldlery of Watertown, as viial 1o
Flunliy It became
private piopoerty, and at one tinie in its exist-
vuce, It issalid, the grists ceased Lo be ground,
nnd the “mill privilege” was vinployed i the
manifacture of paper, In later years Samuel

Hinter, & young FEuoglish mechsnie, came
over from England “with a spinoing frame
o his hemd,” fur the paternal Hritlsh Govs

ernment desired to do all the cotwon spinning
fur this growlne Western country apnd forbade
the exportation 1o Americaof cotton machinery.
He butit the irame st wincket, on the Hleck-
stivtie, nnd established the Hrst colton mill in
Anierica. A few years wfter thbs old grint will
was employed in the nmnufacture of eotton.
Hhut whether the experimnant was & fallure or
not the story does not say. AL all events the nld
mill soon returned to Its origiunl upe as & grist
mill and & grist mwill it hns remalned to the
present day.

It bns hind wany proprietors throaghout ita
long [ife of two centuries, OF s enrlier dwners
who purchiaased iU from the town the tradition
In silent; but Me, J, W. Magee, Walartown's
oldest miller, whose nnme wan coutvvied with
the ancient mill for more tian furty years, aud
whonow sliows no day 1o pass wiilioul paying s
visit Lo i lubg-time place of business, well re-
membhurs the nnwne of Peter O Juties &y one of
its nld-time uwoers, Then the names of PPerking
wiitd of Magee are well known by the Watar-
‘“wi" af to-dny as proprietors of Lthe old wrist
miil,

In all these yenrs, altboogh the advance of
piodern luvention hes been rapld, the proprie-
tors of thin wail have found oothing more datis-
factury tor the grinding of corn than the o,d-
fashioned upper and avtner milisiopes, This ls
nog because Lhey are put eulerprising And pro.

Spanish War Ship Fired on Capt. Prade

Bostox, Aug. 10.—Oapt. Launretto Prado, an
officer of the Cuban army. was a passenger on
the BHritish steamer Ethelred, which arrived
here to-day from FPort Antonio, Jamalea. His
visit to this country la in the Interest of the
Cuban patriots, and he bears important docu-
menta for the Cuban Junta in New York. Capt.
Prado’s experience aince leaving Caba early in
July is thrilllng. Constantly watohed by Span-
