SAtUTOGt, Aoc 1.1. Amateur champion

J. Whitehead of the Ulverside lloat Club of
Catnbrldgcport takes back with him tn Massa-
chusetts And well he deserves to be called
champion, for he simply romped away rrom the
Canadian champion. "Hush1 Thompson, and
bent tho two crack I'hiladelphla scullers,
Juvenal and Creser, almost out of eight In the
final hoat of tbo senior singles this afternoon.
Thompson put In a claim of foul after the race,
and the umpire ordered the race to be ron ed
over again. A vigorous protest was mado
against this ruling by II. W. Gar-
field, Fred Fortmcyer, and others well up in
rowing, and after hearing the argument of both
contestants the umpire manfully changed his
verdict and declared Whitehead the winner.
Tho race waa close for half a mile, when Joe left
his most formldablo rival, "Hush" Thompson,
and u ent to the stake with a good lead. It must
be admitted, however, that Whitehead was for
a tlmo In Thompson's water, and tho Canadian
claimed that while there the sculls touched.
This was denied by Wbltbead. and thero being
no official statements, pro or con. the benefit of
the doubt went to the New Englandcr.

in winning tho Intermediate race Ten Eyck
established a new record for that class, and to
add to his laurels he made faster time than the
seniors. He Is descended from four generations
of oarsmen, his father being James E. Ten
Eyck. the n professional of Worcester.
