First they attributed the disorder to
the effecl of the heat on the citisens; then they
aaid it was because the heat irritaisd Lhe over-
worked patrolmen. Anuther excuse was

that the m had | d twioe
the proper number of ticketa, and a
fourth waa that somebody had coun-

tarfelted the tickets and distributed them
wholesals throughotit the city. A fifth axcuse
offered by one official was that the erowa was &
dangerouns mob @f 40,000 eltizens beat omn rlot
and murder, and ths harolo measures whish
the oMoers and patrolmen adopted to cheok Lhe
advanes of Lhe cltieens armed with tlcketa of
admission were justified by the danger of an
tmpanding riot.

Despiie whatarer may be offered In axouss for
the cutragecus action of the police, the fact re.
malos that hundreda of cltisena recelved hlows
from polloemen's clubs without the slightsat
warrant for . Chilef Conlin's orders to the
commanding oMeers, asking them to Instruct
their men to be * polite, eourteous, and gentle
manly to all," were apparently wasted.

The police were the aggressors In creating the
disorder. T'hey noted llke mea who had lost
their balance, Thyre were turee Inapsctors di-
rectiug them, and it may be that the patrelmen
haa too many confileting orders and decided 1o
throw all to the winds and act on their vwn im-
pulse, which was apparently to whaok anybody
who got within thelr reacli, At one time when
the crowd was forced Into the block in Madison
avenus between Twently-sixth and Twenty-
neventh streets the pollee danhod In and swung
thelr night sticks right and left on the heads of
the nnfortunates who, throush no faultof thelrs,
wers foroed un the pollce lines,

The executlve mansgement of the polios ar-
rangements was direotly responsible for the
trouble. Extrsordiusry care had been taken to
keop everybody without tickets & block away
from the Gardenon all approaches, but Madison
Bquare Park had bean overlooked entirsly, and
s crowd was allowed to mass there which It was
impossible to control from one section. The
erowd kept growing larger and larger under the
eyes of the executive oMeers, who shounld have
realized the impending danger when the crowd
first bogan to mass, It was downright ernelty
to attempt to disperss the crowd after (t had
been massed by slmply clubblng, pushing,
baulipg, shoving, and buffeting about those
who happened to be In front. They were unable
to resist Lthe advance movement of the crowd
nassed behind, and Instead of nending a platoon
of men around on the flank of the crowd the
wise execulive officers sought to beat back the
