With the two flrtt-olat- s battle thlps Indiana
and Massachusetts, tho armored cruiser New
York, the protected cruisers Columbia, Newark,
Cincinnati, and llalolgh, tho monitor Amphl-trlt- e,

and the tug Tern he will bo able to moke
the second week of tho August manoeuvres still
more cxtonslve than the first.

The work dsne on the cruise to Hampton
Roads was, however, very faithful, beginning
betimes In the morning, and lasting well
toward evening, with Instruction at night.
This plan gave all tbe watch officer praotlce In
turn, while simultaneously with tbe squad-
ron exercises each shin would carry on It Indi-

vidual drills. The sqnadrou In each ot It

formations was exercised In changing direc-
tion or front and In changing course simulta-
neously or In succession. It vrna exorcised In
echelon formations, single and double, and In
section formations. In turnings through a quar-
ter clrole, a hilt circle, and a full circle, the
objeot being to effect these changes of coutse
for all vessels within the same time. Tboy
were also exercised In steaming in column at
half distance, and alto In Una and column at
different standard speeds, the speed being regu-

lated by that of the flag ship. The move-

ments at half distance and those In echelon
weit, th most difficult, and required the most
watchfulness. In order to avoid collision or
other mlahapa, nnd tojteep position accurately.
It was necessary to observe constantly the
movement of the guide.

Target practlco with the small arm re-
ceived attention, nnd also with the great guns,
this lat'er being conducted with rub calibre am-
munition. In order to diminish tho rost. In-
teresting practice vas nlso carried on In sig-
nalling, to determine the distance! at which
night stgnnlt could bo transmitted, with and
without search lights.

The final result Is
likely to take the shape of a simplified and
Imprnvod drill book.

With the exception of the Amphltrlte and
(he Fern, all the r.els In the squadron have
from good to excellent speed, and more than
sufficient for nn that Is adopted as the stand-
ard for eolutlous. The Amphltrlte and the
Fern were, after a time, during tho south-
ward cruise, allowed to go through their ex-
ercises together, thus allotting to the other
vessels a higher rate of speed.

The Brooklyn, which will be tried neitweek.
1 a fine example nf the modern cruleer, being
more than a thousand tons larger than tho
New Ynrk. and carrj Ina a mnch heavier bat-
tery. If the doe not disappoint the expecta-
tion of her builders, sho will make at least 31
knots, so that sho will be very fast ns well as
powerful. Toward the end of the present nr
the gunboats Xastnllle, Helena, and Wil-
mington are expected to he rendj for commit-aln-

fo that. In ono way nr another. ve are
not likely to see on Immediate reduction In
the number of esels for active service, even
if the reserve plan Is adopted.

It Is thouaht, however, that tho report will
be generally favorable to the reserve system,
and that two classes of reserve can be foriied,
nno consisting of ships practically ready
for service at short notlie, but laid up, with

Quebec, Aug. 17. The crop outlook In the
Canadian Northwest is dismal. Manitoba It on
the eve ot ber harvesting teaton, but there It an
alarming contrast between her wheat fleldt a
year ago and For weeks after the har-
vest season ot 181)5 the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way was taxed beyond It powers to carry out
the great crop. This year there will be very
little It any wheat to go east for export.

The weekly reports lsutd by the railways
traversing the province are purposely mislead-
ing. Tbe Canadian Pacific Hallway Is anxious
to conceal from Its rhareholders and others the
los-e- n w hlcb It will sustain by the failure of the
Northwest crops. Last year tho wheat yield of
Manitoba alone was In round figures .10.000 000
bushels, nn average yield per aero of about
twent) eight bushels. The area town In
Manitoba and the Northwest thlt year
was only 75 per cent. of that of
1HP5. were kept so busy latt
autumn getting In and shipping their large
crops that thev did very little fall ploughing.
Much of tbe sowing done was on stubbie land,
and this has turned out an almost total failure.
In addition tn this the lightning and hall storm
of Mtinda), Aug. V, caused widespread damage.
In some portions of nthe-- n Manitoba the
tweeD of the storm waa thirty miles 1n width,
and it devastated everything In Its path.

Careful estimates by local newspaper men and
tbe agents of Eastern millers and others place
the total fold of the Northwestern wheat fields
this year at onl) UU per cent, of the crop of
ISM. A large part of this year's crop will also
be of very low graie, rust having caused con.
slderable damage. Trie poor ield thlt year
meant a bad black ej u for the Canadian Paclflo
Hallway at well as for the Canadian Northwest.
