There ia a good ‘[-th all
the wav, sn there wasn't any danger of getting
jost. It was s hot day, and the flabermen
didn't propose to do too much walking, They
inquired of one of the guldes how far It was
to the rirer.

*“Well," sald he, "'I reckon if you walk right
along it in about two miles, an' 1t's shaay all
the -u'ﬁ."

The flshermon decided that a tramp of two
miles was Just what tlnof wanted, and pro-
viding themeelyes with the necessary l‘ln.lainu
outfit, started off as Lrisk as you please, They
had walked close on to an hour when one of
them suggested that It was the longest two
miles he bad ever tackled. They went on for
& quarter of an hour longer, Keeplng an eye
out for the bridge thet marked the river, hut
the bridge didn't turn up.
