Chairman Battler Hays Wton Represent
All thnt Brrna Stand For.

Washington, Aug. 24. Senator Butler of
North Carolina, who presides over the Brvan
and Watson headquarters In this city, appears
to be playing politics with considerable craft
and much mystery. Tho Popocratlo leaders.
Including Senators Jones and Faulkner, seem to
think that the Pops are working with tbemto
secure the election of Bryan and Bewail, and
they are apparently counting upon Senator
Butler to manipulate the Popullstlo wire for the
accomplishment of that result.

From the tone of Chairman Bntlers remarks
to-d- it Is evident that he really has little In
common with the Populists, and the tie that
binds him to Bryan Is the belief that the latter
Is a better Pop than he Is a Popocrat. Aa for
Mr. Bewail, Senator Butler says tho Populists
can never regard him aa an acceptable candi-
date for because his political
views are repugnant to all the teachings of the
Populist party.

Senator Butler was y discussing the
proposition to bring about a fusion between the
Pops and the Popocrats In Texas. He was at first
disinclined to reveal the proposition mode by
his party to the Texas Democrats, but after
some persuasion, ho admitted that In the con-
struction ot the electoral ticket In that State
tho Populists offered to let the Democrats name
eight and tho Populists seven of tho elec-
tors. That offer, he says, was rejected
by the Democrats in tho most scornful
and contemptuous manner possible, and
they refuted even to hold a conference
with the representatives oi the Populists.
Senator Butler intimated very plainly that the
Pods In tho Lone Star State will talcs great de-
light In forming any combination within rea-
son that the Republicans may propose to over-
throw the haughty Democracr of Texas. He
denies emphatically that tho Popi will accept
any compromise that tends to the election of
Mr. Sewall and tho defent of Mr. Watson. He
Insists that Mr. Watson represents everything
that Mr. Brynn stand for. while Mr, Sea-al-l ts
out of tune with all that Mr. Bryan advocates,
except that he claims to be for free silver.

Senator Butler scored the managers of the
Chicago Convention for lacking the courage to
nominate Senator Teller, whom ther admitted
typified all they hoped for or expected In a
Presidential candidate. They weakened at ths
last moment and put him aside because he was
not branded with the mark of Democracy. Tbey
were toned to take Mr. Bryan because they
could not help themselves. If they bad contin-
ued their good work and placed Senator Daniel
or Blackburn on tbe ticket with him the Pops
might havo endorsed the entire ticket: but
when they went off to Maine and selected
Sewall. the Pops refuted to take him, because
he Is surrounded by all tbe Influences that are
In conflict with the plain people of the country.
It was with the utmost candor that Senator
Butler claimed that Mr. Bryan represents all
that Is near and dear tn the Populistlo heart,
and ho left the Impression upon his hearers that
the Democrats will be terribly deceived If they
count upon the Pons helping to pull Mr. Sewall
through. Mr. Butler talked as though the Pops
expect to hold the balance of power In the elec-
toral college, and he proposes to drive the hard-
est kind ota bargain to keep Mr. Watson on the
ticket with Mr. Bryan. He says lie has received
advices from the fops of the West that they

Wabiitkoton, Aug. 24. The State Depart-
ment bas received from Consul Jastremenskl
at Cullao. Peru, a report regarding tho ru-
mored loss of nn evplorlns party In the Inam-
burl River rrgton, led by an American named
Cooper. Learning of the rumor, which had
been cabled to this country, tho Consul called
on Consular Agent Moler at Holljndo to trans-
mit all the information he could secure. Mclor
forwarded to him a newspaper containing a
letter from Puna, dated July 24, announcing
tho return there of to Germans who had been
with Coooer at thu Santo Domingo mine,
which thuy had reached on July 10, Their
report Mas substantially as follows:

'iho party' consisting of Cooper and seven
others, after travelling for ton days along the
Inamburl, lorn all reckoning. Fur two more
dnju thev walked at random throu lithe dense
forests, und on tho succeeding night, when
In a half famished state, they were arouhed by
tho wild crlos of Baagi-- s belonging tn thu nu-
merous Campa tribe. Tliey had barely tlmo
to prepare for defence, when Jthe suvages at- -'

tacked them. Tho party fought with their
rifles us best they could, till tour of th-l- r

number having fallen, the two Germans sought
safety In flight. For some time,! us thoy made
their way off In the darkness, they heard the
ropeat,i cracks of Cooper's rifle, but It was
their belief that be was finally captured by
the savages.

HONORS T0LIMJNG CHANG.

Movn moors or cArAtsr xo act
AS ttXS ESCORT,

They Will Arrive Here from Washington
on Wedrdnr-Th- e Naval Programme
Formaline to n Observed When the
Viceroy nnd the Chinese Minister Meet.

Wamunoton, Aug. 24. The United Btatea
troops which are to aot as escort to LI Hung
Chang on fait arrival at New York on Friday
will leave here on Wednesday and proceed by
rail to Jersey City, where they will be taken
over to Fort Hamilton nnd quartered until the
arrival of the St. Louis. The command will
consist of the fnil forco of J the Fort Meyer sta-

tion, comprising four troops ot cavalry and tho
mounted band under Major Lebq. Theso sol-

diers are the circus riders nnd performers of
tho army, and can do more fancy busi-
ness from the backs of their horses than
the best ot the professional bare-bac- k

riders. Each week Inst winter It was a "fad"
of the fashionable set of the city to visit Fort
Myer and watch tho magnificent hnrsomanthlp
of tho cavalry, which went through tho Cos-sac- k

drills, fancy riding, and other performances
of horsemanship. Fort Myer Is tho only cavalry
post In the East, and will In time bo the station
of a full regiment. Major Lelm's men will re-

turn from New York Immediately nn tho de-

parture of LI Hung Chang, so as to b on hand
to receive him when ho reaohes Washington
nnd escort him around tho city wherever ho
may go.

To-da- y Assistant Seoretary MoAdoo and First
Assistant Secretary Rockhlll, who 'will repre-
sent the State Department at Now York, were
engaged In completing the naval progrnmnio
for Li's reception In Now York. The Dolphin
ha been directed to report to Gen. Rugor on
Thursday for snoh orders as he may give rela-

tive to the transportation ot LI and his party
down to the anchorage of tbe fleet on tho Mon-
day following his arrival. Orders were sent to-

day to Admiral Bunoe, directing him tn line up
his squadron by Friday morning and prepare to
give the St. Louis a rousing reception aa she
passes up the Bay, After LI has visited the ves-

sels and Inspected each separately, the squadron
will fire some more salutes and proceed to sta
for fnrthor evolutions,

Tho Chlneno Legation ts making extensive
preparations for the entertainment of LI, wbloh
will be the only formal large funotlon given at
Washington In his honor. All tho distinguished
people hero and many from other cities will be
Invited, and an attempt will be made to give a
reception similar, except for the attendance, to
one which LI would see In his own country.

Ina-mu- as the Dolphin did not Include In
her flag chest a Chinese flsg. the Department
has been obliged to procure one for her from
tho supply depot of tho New York Navy Yard.
The n Chinese ensign or yellow, with
its blue dragon, rampant, will bn displayed at
the foremast ot the Dolnhln during tho entire
tlmo the Viceroy is at New York, as an Indica-
tion that he Is In virtual command of tho ship.

The firfiilni; Sttir publishes y the follow-
ing aroount ot tho formalities of etiquette that
it will be necessary for Li Hung Chang and tho
Chinese Minister to obtorve When they meet In
New York harbor:

"When the Viceroy makes his appearance,
the Minister and tho attaohes will bend their
right knee. LI will return thn aolutu to tho
Minister, but Is not expected to bow to tho
attaches, and his advanced ace prohibits any
unduo action of the muscles. On tbe nnyfrom
tbe steamer to the hotel the tao reprotentatlvea
of the Emperor will studiously avoid interim;
Into conversation with each other, and will np- -

to bystanders as If they worn not on apenk-n- g

terms. On arriving at the hotel they
will withdraw together to n private, room,
and place on a tnblo a wooden tablet,
inscribed with tho Emperor's name on ono sldo
nt It. LI Hung Chang having taken his Million
bestde the tablet, the Minister will then coma
forward with a reverent mcln and fall nn his
knees twfnro It, Thrice will ho prostrate him-
self, lowing his head three limes to the ground
In each prostration. This done, the constrained
manner will at once disappear un both sides.
They may now talk about matters of private
concern. Not until then will the Iceroy

the Minister's inquiries concerning his
health, his voyage, and his plans.

"Great proparatlonB nro In progress nt the
Chinese legation on Fourteenth street for tho
coming of Karl LI Hnng Chat.g. nnd It ts nifo to
predict that ho will be welcomed with all tbo
Oriental honors duo his exalted aa the
personal representative of the Kmperor ot the
Flowery Kingdom. The programme of recep-
tion and entertainment In this city has not yet
been finally arranged. Mr. Yang, the Chinese
Mlnlxler at this capital, and all the members of
bis official family will go to New York In
a few days tn order to assist In the recep-
tion of tho Chinese Ambassador next Friday.
They xlll meet tho visitors on the St. Iiulsnt
Quarantine. They will make the trip to the M.
Louis on tho despatch boat Dolphin. Oneof tho
features of the entertainment of the visiting
party during their visit t thli city next week
will be a grand fete nt tho Chinese legation, to
which invitations will be Issued to all the lead-
ing officials of the (internment, and at which
tho menu will be exactly llko that to which LI
Hung Chang Is accustomed to at his Oriental
home."

Forty-sevent- h street station, with a third oop,
whose name Is withheld, were detailed In citi-

This was rrrognizod ns
bogus. It was ono of tho Olympla's ticket en-
velopes with the words: "Two Bents, O. K.
Hammersteln." written across It.

It wuh presonted by two men. These men
were tnkeu Into thennlco and questioned. They
said they were William Satlro of 100 Greene
street and William Garner of 4SH West Broad-
way. They declared that they had bought tho
pass of Meyer Lachmann, who keeps a pool
room In n basement at 11 Uelnncey street.

They were detained while the detectives went
to find Lachmann. He wan found at 11

street. He admitted thnt ho had sold
the pass to the men for 70 cents. He denied
that he had forged It, and said he bought It ot a
friend. Lachmann was arrested and locked up
at Headquarters. Tbe other mon were let go.

MVRDICRED AN AMERICAN.

A Wltne Describee the Crnel Benth of
Mr. UoTln at the Hand of Hpnnlnrde.

Ket West. Fin., Aug. S4.-- The following
affidavit, whloh will be trantmltted to Seore-

tary of State Olney, has been made In regard to
tho recent murder(by the .Spaniard! of Charlos
Govln, nnAmorican citizen:

" My namo is Arthur Alvarez y Valdez, I am
21 )ears of age, a nntlvo of Havana, Cuba,
and a resident of tbo city of Key West.
I am now residing at 005 Division
street. Key West, lu company with sovernl
other Cubans nnd Americans I arrived tn Cuba
on the 0th of July, 180(1, and Joined tho forces
of tho Cubans of Gen. Agiilrre. Mr, Charles
Govln was ono of our pirty, acting as

of tho h'ljtiuMr--f temorrnt, a newspaper
of Koy West.

"In a battle, which wo had near Jaruco with
the Spanish furces under Gen. Oohna on tho 8th
of July, lHllll. severnlut thesnldlnrsor Agiilrre'
forcos under command of Valencia, dispersed,
nnd wo (meaning the Cubans nnd Americans
who landed on July (11 not knowing well the place
where o were nil got losUench taking a different
direction. I remained In the nolghnornnod until
tho next day, July 0. nnd very near mo were
hidden two of my companions, ono helug
Mr. Charles Govln, whom I know person-
ally, and knew to be tho correspond-
ent, of the Key West newspaper. Aliout
tho time I had made up my mind to
jotn them In their hiding plaoo 1 heard and
saw some forces that were cnmlng toward us,
and aa they got very near ux L enw Charles
Govln and his companion with a smiling fano
lonvo their hiding placo and go toward the
foroos.

"I belleva Mr. Govln took the Spanish forces
to be Cubans. The troons bound Mr. Govln
and his companion with ropes, nnd after
some loud talking, which I could not very
well understand, they took Govln nnd his
companion aside, and twoot the Spanish sol-

diers commenced tn hack them over tho
head with machetes whllo two others lirrd their
guns at them. I am not positive If the shots
wounded them or not. 1 saw that he (Charles
Gorlnland his companion were killed. This
took place July 0. lNlltl. Tbe soldlera. after kill-
ing them, dug a grave and burled tho two men
lu one grave.

" Mr plnre of hiding wa near enough to wit-
ness the awful dred. 1 remained in my place of
hiding until after tho bpanlsh forces left
tho place. Thu Spanish troops also robbed
the two men of all their valuables
before burying them. I noticed that tho
troops wero commanded by the same George
Ochna who had given us battle the day before.
Mr. Govln nnd his friend were ordered to bo
hacked by the raid George Ochoa himself, he
alto taking the jewelry and other valuables."

Garcia will not appoint
rfsuccejor to Gen. Jo-- , Macro. Cabreco and
Periqulto Peres will command different brig-
ades which, for tho moment, are operating
uuder Garria'i immediate direction.
'As usual. Gen. Garcia expatiates upon tho
necessity offending tn Cuba several, thousand
rifles in order to equip nil tbe men .willing to
Join tbe patriot army, and thus hasten Cuba's
ultimate triumph.

HOUSE WRECKED BY GAS.

EirZOSIONFOLKOWS THBSTRIKINO
UP A MATCH OVTMIBE.

Mnteh Lighted by at Workman Who Ws
Looking; far the Leak Window Blown
Out, n Wnll Cracked, and the Interior
More or Lean Ilnmaiced-Uamn- Re Bj 10,000)

Tho houso of Michael F. Wynn, Presldontof
tho Now York Roofing Company, at ail East

street, wat wrecked by nn explosion of
gns yesterday. Ths gas was turned oft to pre-
vent waste nn June 1, when the family went to
Far Rooknway, but for nearly three weeks post
the tenants nt adjoining houtes have com- -'

plained of escaping ess. Tho Consolidated
Gas Company heard of the oomplatntx ot Mr.
Wynn's neighbors, and two men wore sot to
work yesterday afternoon under Assistant
Foreman Patrick Klrby to anarch for tho leak.
His nulstants wore John Casey and J, 8tnnntt.
When they dug up the pavement In n line with
Mr. Wynn's rosldcnco a strong odor of gns sa-

luted them. After they had lifted a flag nnd
dug a holo In tho sidewalk tho odor was still
stronger, Sinnott, who was In tho opening, be-

lieved ho hnd discovered the leak. Ho
scratched a matoh to make sure, and hit sus-
picions were promptly confirmed.

Tho explosion which followed shook the sur-
rounding houses nnd showered the workmen
with broken glass and splinters of wood, whllo
tho accompanying roar brought a host of
frightened householders Into the Btreot and
scattered the near passersby.

The broken glass camo from the front win-
dows of Mr Wynn's house. From tho top to
tho bottom only four wholo panes of glas re-
mained, while parts of the saahos followed
some of tho splintered glsps. Window shades
from most of tho front window wore blown
arms the street. Those that remained hung
lu shred at the wrecked windows, Tho board-
ing at tho parlor windows landed In tho mlddlo
of tho roadway reduced to kindlings, nnd some
of the Iron guards nt the basement windows
were bont nnd dislodged.

Sinnott was aahl to havo teen burned and
also out with broken glass. Tho policeman
nn post telegraphed to Harlem Hospital for an
ambulance. Before the arahulanco arrived
Sinnott had run away, and his fellow work-
ers would not tell where ho lived.

But little fire followed the explosion, and
thnt little, which was conllncd to tho base-
ment, simply charred ftoino woodwork, and
was extinguished by tho firemen who were
summoned without turning on the hose. Tho
firemen found that all the windows In tho roar
of the houso had been blown out and that
most of the tahes wero more or less damaged.
Tho staircase between the basement nnd parlor
floorn waa completely dcstroied. In tho kitchen
nnd dining room tables nnd chairs were over-
turned. Pictures wore torn from tho walls
aud lay about among the broken chairs. Ths
whole was covered with a thick layer of broken
plaster torn from tho celling nnd walls.

in the basement rooms and hall great holes
left by tbe falling plaster.ynwned in echinus
and walls, and In tome places even tbe lathing
hnd been torn nwny. Tho staircase from tho
parlor floor to tho bedrooms above wns badly
damaged, but was not totally carried nwny. ax

ro tho basement stairs. Tho main hall
ceilings and walle had grost Tents in them.

In the pnrloM everything was In confusion.
The furniture was overturned, and some of
the lighter pieces had been hurled across the
room by the force of tho rent-u- gas. Pic-
tures which had adorned tho walls lay on tho
floors.

As In tho lower floor, dirt and plaster lay
thick and heavy over everything, Tho carpet
and furniture coverings wero ruined by tne
dirt, white plasterers will be kept busy many
dajs In repairing the holes and breaks In walls
and ceilings. Tho damage rxteuded to the
tlooplug rooms, and tho bouse from top to bot-
tom will have to be repaired,

A ci nek an Inch or more wide extends from
the basement to the roof through the centre of
tho rear well. Tbo wall has nulued several
Inche- - nt tho luise. It Is also undermined on a
line with tbo basement floor, so as to render
tbe whole structure unsafe. The basement
floor wo lifted by the force ot the oxploslon
nnd tho parlor flooring was also shifted out of
place. Tbe foundation wall lietween :11Z and
1114 wan also considerably dnmacod. The baee-me- nt

windows In thn two adjoining hnuees were
broken and soiio little dsmagu done by falling
plaster shaken down by the force of tho ex-I- d

Obion.
The o iplan ttlnn of theexplosion Booms simple.

The houso was tightly closed nnd the escaping
gns completely filled It and found no vent by
which to escape. Thn character of tho dam-
age In some of tho rooms Indicates that the gas
penetrated betweeu the walls, and that tho
plaster was thrown outward by the pent-u-p

gas as soon aa tho fire from Stnuott's match
reached It, Tho volume of ca rcust have
Veen Immense to hare caused .ruchextsnslvo
dnmage. That fire did not follow the explo-
sion seems tn bo dne to the fact that the ga
exhausted all the air In tho tlgntly closed
house at the first flash, and burned out in the
Instant before tho outer air could rash in
through tho broken windows,

Klrby nnd CAsey wore placed under arrest.
Klrby said he was not near the house when-th- e

explosion occurred and could offer no ex-
planation for It. Caaey admitted that he waa
at work at the time, but tald be did not know
how tho explosion occurred and was not re-
sponsible,

Mr. Wynn arrived abont an hour after the
explosion. He had visited the house about
two weeks ago to Beo if cve'ythlrg was
safe, and left without noticing that there was
any gas escaping. Ho thinks bis loss on house
and furniture will reach $8,000 or SlO.OOu.

OBITUART.

Horace Thealt of this cj;v, who died In Great
Birrlngton, Mass.. on Saturday, was well known
ns a manufacturer of marine englnesand boilers.
He was born In this city on Dec. 20, 1821. After
an elementary education Intho common schools,
ho entered the employ of Dunhnm & Brown-
ing as n mechanic- - l.aior he formed the firm of
Cobanks A-- Thenll, w hicti afterward became tho
New York Iron Works.
