Mrs. Dlglnet when arraigned on Sun-

day In the Jefferson Market Court wis dis-

charged by Magistrate Drann, wlio declared
that he did not bellero a word of what the po-

liceman said. Chief Conlln summoned Ros-

enberg and Sergeant McDermott. who is tem-

porarily In charge of the West Thirtieth street
station, befnro htm at Headquartora to hear
ths policeman's aide of the. story. Mrs. Dlgl-

net, who It was expected would appear to
make "charges against Rosenberg, was not
present. Speaking of the case. Chief Conlln
said:

"This arrest will bo thoroughly Investigated.
If the officer Is guilty of any wrongdoing ho
will be punished. I bavo repeatedly told the
commanding officers to Instruct their men to
be very careful In arresting women for solid

the street. A policeman must not ar-

rest a woman simply because he observes her
talking to men. He must be solicited himself
br her. In this caso Roenberg claims the n

did solicit him. I shall get at all the
facts In the case-- , aud the officer. If ha made
the arrest without proper Justification, will bo
put on trial."

Policeman Conway arraigned Dora Clark. 3
rears old. address refused, on a similar charge.
Miss Clark was represented by Lawyer Joseph
JIoss of Howe Hummel's office. She de-
clared she wns a victim of police persecution.
She said that scleral days ago she was arrest-
ed by Rosenberg for soliciting, and that when
ahs was arraigned she told the Magistrate that
she had not spoken to Rosenberg. She de-

clared thnt she had thought that he was a negro
and that she would not associate with colored
peosK This statement at the time, she said,
made Rosenberg angry, and he had threatened
to arrest her on sight the next time she showed
herself on th street.

While shw was talking with a friend at Twenty-th-

ird street and Slsth avenue on Sunday
night she saw Conway approach her. Shs said
that Ronberg stopped Conway and said some-
thing to him. and that she believed that Hosen-ber- g

hail told Con ray to arrest her. Then she
left her friend, and as she was icnlng to her
home.which he said was on Twenty-fift- street,
Conway ran no to her and crabbed her by the
arm. She screamed and then anotner collce-ras- n

ran up and helped to take her to the sta-
tion. She said her arms were black and blue
from her treatment.

Conwsy denied that Rosenberg had said any-thli-

ng, and was well known to the pollco of the
Tenderloin as a woman of bad character.

The Clearing House Loan Commutes) met yes-

terday morning at 11 o'clock to receive applica-
tions for loan certificates from any member of
the Clearing House that might desire them. No
applications were received, and the committee
adjourned soon after 12 o'clock to meet again
this morning. President William A. Hash of
the Corn Exchange Bank, who Is In Europe, was
tha only member of the committee who was
absent. President Henry W. Cannon of the
Chase National Bank came down from his sum-
mer home at Winter Harbor, Me., and Presi-
dent Frederick D. Tappen postponed his return
to Lenox to finish his summer vacation In order
to be on hand If needed. The other members of
the committee are President George Q. Williams
of the Chemical National, President J. Edward
Simmons of tha Fourth National, and President
hdward II. Perkins of the Importer audTraders' National Rank.

Although no applications were made yester-
day, bank Presidents who had examined the
situation most thoroughly said that an Issue of
1'inn certificates Is probable before the end ofthe week. Shipments of currency to the In.
terlor aggregating about S3.000.000 have been
made since Friday, and the demand for suchshipments Is thought to have been Increased by
a misapprehension or the purpose of the Na-
tional Rank of Commerce In making a condi-
tional application for loan certificates.

It was said thnt If certificates should be takenby any of the associated banks It would be forths purpose of meeting the demands of mercan-
tile budness. The calling tit some demand
loans yesterday was said to have been for thispurpose.

American Vessel Aloae Dolnc tha TTark
or ProteetlBK tho Seats.

WAgittKOTOM, Aug. 24. Capt. Hooper, com-
mander of the American patrol fleet In Behring
Sea, reports from Unalaska, under date of July
22. His fleet consists of six vessels, sixty officers,
and 300 men. He saya that so far there are 45
sealing vessels In tbe sea, of which 7 are
American and 38 British, with an aggregate
crew of 1,203 men, of which 8.17 are Indian and
450 white. The steamer Bertha had arrived
from the Yukon Rlrerdistrtet and reported that
tho gold mine In that region, wnen properly
forked, yielded well. The Pheasant was the
only British war vessel In Rehrlng Sea. Ameri-
can vessels alone wero doing tha patrolling
work. On this subject Capt. Ifoopre says:

" Io clear weather our steamers, with their
volume of black smoke, are visible muoh further
than small sealing schooners, giving ampletlm
to conceal evidence of wrongdoing. If sealsare shot with a rifle, a spear point thrust through
the bullet hole destroys all evidence of the
shooting. If gun Bring is heard In a fog and a
vessel Is boarded. It Is claimed that the firing
was a signal for boats. In many cases this Is
true. It Is a common thing for vessels hove to
to drift near sleeping seals, and also for seals to
play around a vessel In certain conditions of
the weather. With guns and ammunition avail-
able, and no cruisers In sight, such opportunities
are not neglected.

At the first meeting of tbe Ixian Committee

of the Clearing House y thoro were no ap-

plications made for Clearing House loan certifi-
cates. It Is thought likely, however, that before
tboclos'oof theweok several banks will tako
advantage of the circumstances and put In ap-
plications for certificates. It Is quite Impossible
to estimate the extent to which this will be done,
because, of course, the money market Itself is
bound to be more or less affected bv this new
complication. The opinion appears to be general
among members of the committee that any
action In this respect might have been post-
poned certainly for a fortnight, but In view of
recent developments no other course was
open to them but to meet In committee and
receive applications from such banks as
may desire to extend their resources.
It Is understood that It Is the chief purposo
of the committee to endeavor to furnish relief
to those banks which havo been under the stress
of the conditions In the mercantile districts, as
the committee does not consider the situation
In the Wall Street district as at all urgent. In
fact, the members of the committee believe
that the establishment of somewhat higher and
more stable rates for money on call would not
be altogether undesirable, and they bellovo
that any excessive stringency there would be
corrected bv the offerings of foreign capital.
One good effect thai might result from an Issuo
of loan certificates may be found In the fact
that It would enable the banks to facilitate Im-

portations of gold from Europe should the gen-
eral situation cause such action to become
desirable.

All of tbe negative features which hare char-
acterized the stock market for some days past
were present again That la to say, the
market was Irregular and Inactive, and the
trading was for professional account to even a
greater extent than usual. At no time during
the day did the general market take on and re-

tain a definite tone, so tin significance neea bo
attached to the fact that It closed weak. Ap-
parently neither the proceedings at tbe session
of the Clearing House) Committee nnr the devel-
opment of hlg'her rates In tbe call loan money
market appealed with any great force to tho
room traders: nor did the receivership an-
nounced for a Western railroad, as the securi-
ties of the company In question have for some
time back foreshadowed such an outcome to
Its affairs. A few stocks furnished a
large percentage of the total, but their
Irregular movements during the day did not
reflect anything more than a shifting of specu-
lative accounts. The movements In other
stocks, likewise, so far as could be learned, were
not reflections either of a change In the general
situation or In the prespects for the particular
properties concerned. The advance In tho
money market carried rates fur call loans as
high as 8 per cent but toward tbeclosoof the j

day money was In fairly free supply at lower
figures. aJrance In rates may doubt- - '

less be ascribed to tho fact that some of the
banks are curtailing their accommodations to
Wall Street borrowers in view of the demand
upon them from other sources Sugar HeHnlng
nnd St Paul continue!
