A., commanding the Department of the East,
will oe In charge of all the functions Incidental
to LI Hung Chang's recaption and entertain-
ment at New York, and tnat Admiral Iiunce,

In the cafe below the while and black marblo
floor Is as immaculately clean a lt evrrvvus,
and the black curved walnut about the mirrors
Is kept oiled aud polished. Nothing about the
establishment would indicate that it has fallen
Into decay, and although Its tilling! aro worn
aud old. they are nut neglected 1 bo bill of faro
still offers dall) a list as longas that of the wont
popular new hotels, and It is no mere pretence.
Everything on thn bill is to be had, although tha
average of gueata every night Is not more than
three, if there be so many. Yet the cooking Is
as flue as it ever was in the day that the place
flrst be ame popular, thn wlfa are better with
their two added decadus, and tho place Is In
every way as convenient on It ever was. Why It
contlnuis open is a question that occurs to
everybody who slops Into Its desertod rooms.
Tho orlglnul proprietor is dead, although tha
restaurant Is continued under his name.
From the amount of patronage It enlova
now there Is evidently not profit siifUcleni
to pay for the gaa that burns In the

cut glass globes. An atmosphere of deso-
lation rests over the place, and the waiters
seem standing about in expectation of some
sudden event that will finally give them the
opportunity to close up and get well aw ay. One
of these men said that tha patrons who came to
the place now were chiefly young people from
out of town w ho had heard of the reputation ot
