An Unpatriotio and Foollsh Remark.

Mr, ¥Fraxk 8, BLAck of Troy, who repre-
ponts the Nineteenth distriot of thia Btate
in Congress, and was yestarday nominated
for Governor, did the canss of sound money
no good by his speech as temporary Chalr-
man of the Republiean State Convention
when he Indulged in this sarcastlo fling at
the patriotio Democrats who propose to vote
for the McKINLEY electors:

* A manwho for the past ten years has volad the
Democratle tickat In the State of New York Ia bayond
prayers, If he votea with the Bepublioans this full 14
18 not bacauss ha has become betser, but beoauss he
Bas become alarmed. If he Iabors for the success of
the Republican party now It 18 because he fears the
suooess of hls own'

If Major McKI¥LEY has no support on
election day from any man “‘who for the
past ten years has voted the Democratlo
ticket in the State of New York," his ma-
jority will be neither certaln vor large,

Buch talk as this of Mr, BLACK'S Is un-
timely and unfortunate. It operates na &
rebuf? to thoss who have been outraged by
the undemocratic character of the Chicago
platform and ticket, and yet who hesitate to
vota with the Republicans, even though it
be for this occaslon only. While most of
the Democrats whose patriotism has led
them to resolve to support the Republican
electoral ticket, will doubtless adhere to
their resolution, as the only sure means of
defeating the Bryanites, thers will be a con-
slderable hesitating contingent who will be
driven away and perhaps back into the
Bryan camp by foolish pnrtisan speeches
of this description.

BLACE'S speech helps the Silverites, He
ought to know better,

The Republican Candidate for Gov-
ernor,

The unexpected happened at Saratoga, and
the Republican candidate for Governor of
New York {sn young lawyer of Troy, who
represents the Columbin and Renasslaer
district in the present Congress. Mr, FRANK
8. BLACK s not yet well known to the
people of the State.

We observe that the mewspapers have
already begun to designate this Republican
candidate as * the new Boy Orator."

This is unjust. Although the cirenm-
stances attending the nowmination of Mr.
BLACK were in some respects superficially
similnr to those which evolved Mr. BRYAN
at Chicago, and although Mr., BLACK'S
speech as temporary Chairman shows that
he, too, possesses the oratorical tempers-
ment, there is an essential difference be-
tween the two young men.

BRYAN cannot restrain his eloquance,
however hard he' may try. Hlis output is
continuous and Irrepressible, He would die
if ha were physically gagged.

BLACK can say foollsh things, ns was dem-
onatrated on Tueadnay, but he can also keep
his mouth shut. The proof of this {s found
in the fact that during the first and only
session of his service in Congress he made
but one speech, and that a very short and
modest one, in favor of granting a pension
to the widow of the late Gen. Josgrn B,
Cann. With this single exception the
eountless pages of the last volume of the
Congresslonal Reeord contaln no specimen
of his rhetoric. This young wember knew
encugh to sit still, and listen, and learn.

During the corresponding period of Mr,
Buyax's first term in the House of Repre-
pentatives that remarkable youth made not
leas than two dozen set specches on all sorts
of subycets, amounting In the aggregate, we
shondd sy, to conslderably more than the
entire recorded eloquence of Mancus Tur-
LIvA CleER.

Mr. DevAx and Mr. BLACK are not in the
same class,  Just what class Mr, BLACK
belongs to, will be seen later on,

A Great Campalgn in a Great Town,

Nothlog demonstrates more strikingly the
growth of the populution of the Greater
New York than the necessity which has
arisen, durlng this campalgo more espe-
elnlly, of limiting admission to important
meetings to holders of admission tickets.

Campalgu managers are naturally embar-
raased by such & necessity, The meetings are
free, and, of course, the managers are anxious
to reach the whole public with their political
arguments. It goes agalnst their gruin to
keep out anybody. They are unwilling
to maks any discrimination even between
thelr partivan followers and those whao
have been thelr partisan foes; and in
this campalgn of all others they want
to give everybody a chance, and an
equal chance, to hear and gain the educa-
slon thelr speakers are engaged in impart-
fmg. The lssus and the requirement of
tickots of admission afford occasion for pop-
ular discontent, provoked by a mistaken
potion that there Is partiality and inequal-
ity fo the distribution of the tickets.
One of our correspondents complained,
for instance, of hls inabllity to get
ioto Madlson Bquare Garden to heur
the speoch of Mr. POURKE COOERAN, and
susplolounly attributed (¢ to Lip lack of o
Hpull,” though the only reason for his ex-
elusion waa obvlounly that thore were not
enough tickets of admlssion to go around.
Twios as many paople sa recelved them
were anxious to get them, but, vast as the

space Iy, It was not great enough to hold a

half of the people who wanted to hear Mr.
Cockna¥, The law also lmits the crowd
which may be.admitted to s building, with
wise reference to guarding their safety.
Admisslon to Caroegle Hall, where ex-
President HARRISON Is to speak to-nighe,
will also be conflued to ticket holders, and
for the same reasons. Not one-tenth part of
tho peopls of the Greater New York, with
fts population of #,000,000 and over, who

of this town. Nowhaers within It Is thers
or ean thers be a hall vast enough to con-
taln all the prople who are eager to hear a
spenker of distinetion and oratorical power
in & campaign like this, when the honor of
tho nation and {ta very existence mre at
stake. Kven at the time of the popular up-
rising provoked by the secesslonist ns-
mault on Fort Bumter, thers was no
bullding ecapaclons enough to contaln
the people whosa patriotism had been
w0 outrageously aroused, yet then New
York was amall as eompared with what (¢
{8 now. The population of the Greater
New York was thon only about one-third of
its presont number, If at that time, thivty-
flve years ago, it was necessary to hold the
meeting in the open alr of Union square,
how much more imperative is the nesessity
now, But now, oven more than at that
day, the popnlar desire is to see and hear
individual orators of distinction, whose
volces, no matter how atrong, are not equal
to extending to the ears of such a throng
ns wonld be brought ont in the vain hope of
listening to them, Bupposs, for Instance,
that Mr. Reep should come to New York
to aponk in this canvass, is there a hall big
enongh to hold more than asmall part of the
puople who would want to hear him ¢ There
fs not a publie square Inrgs enough to con-
taln them, and thers ls no human volce
that could reach to the limits of the crowd
which would be packed into the open space;
and he could not be heard by more than a
comparatively amall part of the number.
The minority only ean hear; the majority
must content themselves with reading.

Sounding boards, scientifically construot-
ed, carry the volee of an orator throngh a
ball of a magnitude which it could not
othervise flll, and psrhaps we shall yot gob
adevice which will render for nus a like ser
vice in the relatively boundless expanse of
tha open air.

But, after all, evarybody can enjoy the
satisfaction of votlng for his country's
honor on the 84 of next November. No
tickata will be required for admission to the
polls. Entrance thers Is the inallienable
privilege and glorious opportunity of Ameri-
can citizenship.

The Money Owning Clasa.

Candidate BnvaNy keeps on making
speoches, but he also keeps on earefully
avolding the discussion of the one point of
vital importance in this political eampaign.
He Ia full of lamentations over thoe wretched
coudition of worklng people, under the gold
standard, bat he has no argument to offer
showing how those same wretched working
people would be helped by getting 63 centa,
as they would under the sllver standard,
where they now get a dollar In gold.

In Lis speech at Albany, day before yes-
terday, Mr. BRTAN, however, inadvertently
blurted out a truth very damaging to his
eause, He sald that * without the ald of
the money owning class, the gold standard
would not stand for one day in any nation
under the sun,”” This 1s a confession that
the enemles of the gold standard are the
class who do not own money. They are tha
lazy, the incompetent, the shiftless, the dis-
sipated and the bankrupt, who, haviog
nothing of thelrown, would rob of their
savings the industrious and the thrifty.
The money owning class comprises, not
nlo‘ne the fow millionaires, against whom
Mr. BRYAX Is fond of declaiming, but the
4,876,000 savings bank depositors, and the
15,000,000 and more of men, wotnen, and
chilidren in the country who earn their liv-
jug by their lubor, Every one of these owns
n little mouey, and would llke to own more;
and every one of them wants thut money to
be gold or as good as gold. Every one, too,
who has a dollar in his pocket, or a dollar
due him, Is & money owner, and as Mr,
BrYAN justly says, he supports the gold
standard,

This vast money owning class do not mean
to allow themselven to be robbed by the few
worthlesas rascals who do not own money.

The Politicians and the Judiciary,

There is much that 15 suggestive n the
following extract from a despateh to the
Brooklyn Engle {from its correspondent at
the Sarntogn Convention:

No doubt thers was much discussion
among the Republiesns at Sarntogn con-
cerning the four Supreme Court vacuncies in
the Eecond or HBrooklyn Judiclsl district,
There are soma Republicans in Brooklyn
who believa that they could elect n yollow
dog to offles this full, and who ure dispossd
to make nominations accordingly, Those
people, however, do not represent the preva-
lent sentiment in the Republican party or
among the Republiean members of the bar.
There 1s u strong feellng, which will find ex-
presslon before the Judiclary Conventlons
are held, in favor of tuking the bench aut of
polities in this eleation by uniting upon a
ticket of two Hepublieans and the two Dem-
ocratic Judges who are ellgible to redlec-
tion, CrARLES 1. BrowN of Newburgh,
now the Presiding Justice of the Appellate
Division in the Becond Department, and N a-
TUANIEL H, CLEMENT of Brooklyn, who be-
camo a Supremeo Court Justice at the be-
ginping of the present year, being trans-
forred from the City Court by the operation
of the new Constitution,

These Judges have shown themselves to
be worthy in the bighest degree. In a time
like this, when the Republicans are seeking
Democratie support for their electoral tickat
on the ground of putting patriotlsm above
party—as they may rightfully do—it {s meet
thit they should ndhere to the principle of
keoping good Judges in oflice, to whichever
party organization the Judges belong,

Wo may add that the voters of the Secoml
Judielul district have shiown great capacity
for diserimination In the past, and it will
therefore he wise to abandon the * yellow
dog" notion so far &8 judicial nomiostions
are concerned,

Our Houthwest Doundary.

of apinion does not contain the germ of any
perilona boundary disputs, and thabt the
same amicable spirit which prompted the
appointment of the Commission will pre-
nice over Ita final results.

Meanwhile the Commission (s proceeding
with a supplementary tnsk imposed upon It
by the two Governments as recently as lnat
May, namely, that of making surveys fora
dam on the Itio Grande a few miles above
¥l Paso, The river at that place has been
at times a sonree of trouble, it belng charged
that jetties erected on one side to stop the
encronchment of the stream have eaused
the river to wenr away the opposite bank.
It has also been deaired to conatruct & reser-
voir in which the surplus waters during
freshets might be impounded, o as both to
avold Injurlea from foods and to have asup-
ply when needed for irrigation or other pur-
poses, for Increasing the flow of water in
tho channel of the river at times. and no on.

It ean easily be seen that this might be
no easy task, even with different communi-
tles In the same country to provide for.
But in the present case two different
countries must agres on the arrango-
ment for distributing the water, and op-
posite the American town of Kl Paso ls the
Mexlcan town of Juarex. This, however, is
s task which the engineers of the two
countries are now jolntly prosecuting, and
it suggests onca more the friendly and
nelghborly spirlt in which these boundary
surveys have been carried on.

Years ago we had serfous disputes with
Mexloo over alleged violations of the fron-
tler on the one slde or the other. Some-
times they arose out of the mids of In-
dians or other outlaws, and thelr pur-
sult by the troops: sometimes out of
the chasing of deserters across the
line. Occasionally the shifting of the
courss of the Rio Grande made trouble
But by ocompacts of various sorts most
causea of frontler trouble between the two
countries have been removed, and it may
falrly be hoped that the work of the present
Commission will lead to the disposal of
all the rest.

Bryan's Cannibal Tree,

In Mr. BRYAX'S first speech In Congrens,
dellvered on March 16, 1892, he drew a
ploture of the condition of the Western
farmer quite as dismal as any that he is
producing now for eampaign effect. Ho is
pot using any deeper Indigo In his present
professional tour than that with which he
palnted the distress of the oppressed and
mortgaged sgriculturiat then. Hnt then for
the distreas, the oppression, and the mort-
gage, be had only one simple, comprehenaive
explanation: The Western farmer was the
vietim of the protective tarif,

Not one word do we find in Mr, BRYAN'S
orlginal plea for ‘* justice' to the Western
farmer, of the gold standard or the one-hun-
dred-cent dollar as the canse of all the woe.
Protection was a good enough octopus for
that oceasion.

Mr. BRYAN told the following story about
a man-killing tree In Australis, and com-
pared It to the protective tariff:

“There Is In Australia what is known as the cannt-
bal tree. It grows not very high and spreads out its
leaves like groat arma untill they touch the grounod.
Inthe top is & little cup, snd In that cup & mysterious
kind of honey. Bome of the natives worship the tree,
and oo thelr festive days they gather around it siog
tng and dencing, and then as & part of their eeramony
they select one from their number and, at the point
of apsars, drive hlin over the leaves onto the treo;
be drinks of tha honey, he bacomes (ntoxieated as it
were, and then those arma, as IF instinct with life, rise
up: they encirgle him fo thelr folds, and, as they eruah
bim to death, bis companions stand around shouting
and singlog for Joy.

" Prulection Aas besm our cannibal free, and as one
after annther of our farmers has been driven by'the
Jorea of cireumatances upon that tree and Aas been
erushed within its folds, bla compantons bave stood
around and shouted, ' Great is Protection! '™

Then this glib débutant from Nebraska
procesded to show by statigtios that in Kan-
sag between 1850 and 1500 the percentage
of farmers merely renting their farms in-
stend of owning them bad loerensed from
13,18 to 885, while more than 84 per
cent, of the farms were mortgaged ; that in
Ollo the proportion of renters had {nereased
intheten yearsfrom 2..96 to 87.10 per cent, ;
in Virginin from 15.20 to 20.20 per cent,,
and so on, oll on account of yprotection.
“Your system,” he shouted to the protec-
toniste, smid the applanse of the freo
traders, ** bhas driven the farm owner from
his Innd and substituted the farm tennnt.'

Not ong word nbout the gold standard or
the one-hundred-cent dollar as an agent of
oppression and suffering.  Protection was
the devil for that emergency.

IHow four years and a nominatjion for the
Presldency have changed Mr, BRyAx's ideas
of the sonres of all evil! Now his eannibal
tree is the one-hundred-cent dollar, the hon-
est dollar, worth its fuee value in purchas-
fng power, It is the gold standard that is
rilning the agriculturist, The same rhet-
oric, the same illustrations, the same fig-
ures of speech, the same mouthlogs of
phrase and gestures of denuncintion which
at the outset of hin career hn used in ascrib-
ing the nation's ils to the protective tarlff—
“an attack,'” he announced In that first
specch of bis, ** which will be continued as
long na there is anything to remedy "—are
now made to do service In proving that the
cannibal tree Is not protection, but the gold
standard.  And voncerning protection, the
cannibal tres of 1502, Mr., HRYAN s an
dumb In this campaign as the brown and
shrivelled mummy of RAMESES.

The Fopulation of France,

In France the censuses are not decennial
but gquinguennial, and one was taken in
March of the present year. The results of
it have now been published, and, when com-
pared with those of preceding censuses, they
Justify somewhat dismal conclusions with
regnrd to the growth and the future of the
Fronch peaple.

According to the census of 18686 there had
been sn increase within the Ave previous
yenrn of BBH,UB0; that of 1801, on the
other hand, reveéaled an ineresse of but
L08,584, while the census that hns just
been taken demonstrates that the Increase
has fallen to 138,810, It appears that the
decline becnme noticeably rapid fu 1800,
and hias sinee gone on at un alarming rate.
Thy Infercnes is that the census of 1801
will prove the population to have become
pearly statlopary, if 1t does not disclose an
nctupl decrease, In France, as o whole, the
birth rate bas fallen to about 22 {n 1,000,
and in some of the departments It is as low
as 14 or 16, In Parls, to be sure, and other
great cities, an expansion of popalation is
recorded, but this has been obtained at the
expense of the rural communes. Within
the memory of men still liviog there pro-
valled in France s very differcnl state of

teen million inhabitants, or fewer than she
in bellaved to have posssssed at the begin-
niog of the Thirty Years' War. Now the
population of Germany is more than fifty
millions, that of Prusasia alone being over
thirty millions, It s needless to polnt out
the sinister bearing of such flgures upon
the relative military strength of countries
in which the system of conscription obtains.
It is probable, moreover, that from this
point of view the consequences are even
more serious than the statistics would indi-
enta upon thelr face. In tho course of some
remarkable articles Abbé FoRrTIN has dem-
onstrated that the effect of the differences
of the birth rate in France and Germany Is
not merely to creato n growing disparity in
population, but also to alter ita nature, and
in some respects ita efclency. With a
small birth rate and few children, France
tends to become prefiminently a country of
old or mature men. Of 1,000 porsons taken
at random in Germany and France, thers
will presumably be more Germans than
there are Frenchmen within the ages at
which military service is tolerabls. Obvious
also in the effect of the stagnation of the
population of France upon her eolonizing
projects. There is no surplus for emigra-
tion. On the other hand, the growing dis-
proportion of wealth to populstion in
France invites immigration thither from
neighboring countries; many statisticlans
hava directed attention to the recent pro-
digious influx of Germnns, Italians, and
Belgians into the French territory,

The grave phenomenon brought out by
the census cannot be ascribed to any inher-
ent want of fertility in the French race.
The French-speaking lnhabitants of Can-
ada are among the most prolifle of human
belngs. Undoubtedly we must attribute to
the eradual influence of institutions the
enormous difference between the birth rate
in France and the birth rats in French Can-
ada. As regards the laws of inheritance
and testamentary disposition French Can-
ada bas retained substantially the reguls-
tions of the ancien régime, under which
the French population increased with ex-
coptional rapldity. France was even able,
a3 wa have seen, to bear triumphantly the
prolonged and tremendous drain of the Na-
poleonlo lawas; but at that time the Code
Napoleon, with its new and revolutionary
vrovisions regarding inheritance and testa-
mentary disposition, had not had time to
influence the hablta of the people. Those
provisions, 1t {s well known, set, practically,
a premium upon small families in the eyes
of those who desire to avert the subdivis
lon and disappearance of the famlily prop-
erty. That these laws, and the determina-
tion engendered to evade them, lie at the
root of the stagnation of population in
I'rance is plain from the fact that not only is
the birth rate lowest among the rioh or well-
to-do, but it s exceedingly low among the
whole body of the peasant proprletors so
fur as the richer provinces are concerned.
The French peasant and the French trades-
man have become willing to sacrifice even
the eraving for children in order toadd to
the family acres or the family hoards.

The cause of the low birth rate in France
being thus clearly distinguished, the remedy
should be equally discernible. It has been
suggested that an increase in the number of
children might be encouraged by adjusting
taxation to the size of families, or that, with
a view of compassing the same end, the
State should offer a premium on each child
born ln wedlock. It is well known that such
nn experiment was tried under the Roman
emplre, but without success. A more
promising proposal is that the low of testa-
mentary disposition should be so modified
ns to give the father full liberty of bequeath-
ing. Under such a régime most of the land
or persoual property belonging to the father
would undoubtedly be kept in the fumlly by
being lefu to one of the children, tho rest
being trained and stimulated to look out for
themselves. Such a change of the testa-
mentary law might In the end prove effec-
tive, and restore the birth rate in France to
the polnt at which it stood at the beginning
of this ventury ; but thie habitsof the French
peasantry, which now seem fixed, might
prove as slow to alter ns they were to form.

The Hon., ITAMILTON Fi1sin will not this
yenr be Goveruor of the State of New York, as
his father was before him. But Mr. Fiswy ls
young, and he may yot have his Iaudabie am-
bitlon gratified. He deserves honor for disdain-
ing frivolous pursuits and expending his ener-
