THE END OF ALFARO'S WAR

BUCCERS OF THE LATEST REYOLU.
TION IN ECUADOR,

Mow the Mirngxle Began—Thes Mattlen that
Were Founht—-The Ury for a @Great
Lender—The Arrival of the Exiled Gon.
eral, Eloy Alfaro-Mlis Macccanes In the
Field=Hie Fianl Victory Won Lunt Week,

The civil war whioch has raged for the past
fifreen monthe lo the Spanish- American repub-
tic of Eeundor has ended in the triomph of the
revolutlonary leader, Alfaro, who will sssutne
the office of President as soon aa n lawfal glec-
tiun shall be hald,

In order that the movement which brought
atout a change of Government, and the incl.
dents, military and volltical, which were asso.
oiated with the change, may be understood by
those who have oot watched the course of
eventa in Ecuador, it In necessary Lo take a
glaoce at the record of the perlod of disturb.
ance and revolution,

When the movement to overthirow the ob-
nozious Prealdent. Dr. Cordero, began in April
of Iast year, the peonle were greatly stirred up
against him. He hed been oharged with oor-
rupt practices, with overriding the wiil of the
eloctors, and with destroying the liberties of
the country. There was Lurmall at the capital,
with demonstrations of hostility in all the prov.
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fneee. The Liberals held assemblles in many
places and organized for resintance. Thelr
raliving ory was ** National honor!' They were
tn insurrection, Their first encoeas was at the
port of Esmeraldas, which they oaptured with-
out much diMlcuity, having destroyed the Gov-
ernment barracks by the u<e of dynamite,
Early 1o the munth of May there was an out-
break at the port of Guayagqull, where martial
jaw was proclaimed, and several battalions
nt the regular army Jolued In the in-
surreetion, There was arenewal of the strug-
gle at Esmeraldas, in which the Government
troops were successful; two of the regiments in
garrison at Quito fell to fighting each other, and
offered defiance to the autbiorities; the insur-
gents !ail siege to several towns in different
par:s of the country, and captured & number of
1hem; Esmernidas was again for the second
time taken by the insurgents. and thers were
coutests at many places, By the end of May the
civil war had spread in all directions: the Gov-
ernrient was demoralized; the members of the
Mintsiry yuarrelled with one another, and the
teneral of the army had glven evidence of his
gross iocompetency. By this time it looked like
revalution,

Thus far the fighting had been irregular and
deanitory. There was po centre of revolution-
wry action, There was no recognized leader of
the revolntion. Thas the war could not be
prosecuted In & systematic manner,

he cry om all hands was for Eloy Alfaro, s
fieneral with s record of opposition to the Gove
erpment. who had been banished from Xcuador,
aud was living in Nicaragun. He it was who
enuld win, who was brave and patrivtic, who
was & great soldier, who was a friend of the
peaoie. who was famous &8s & Liberal, and who
knew tiow to gain the freedom of Ecoador, He
und gained distinction in other wars, and won-
derful tales bad been told of him: hie was an
exile, His name was a watchword in every
revolotionary eamp, and he was the choice of
all the chiafs who Lad taken up arms ogainst
the Gavernment.

Alfaro is & man of peculiar tralts. He Is
{maginative, ambitinus, and erratic: be is »
rhetnrictan: be is & proud Ecundorian, yet dem-
veratic inhis waye. He belongs to the type of
politico-military men who frequently figure in
the alfairs of the Spanish American republic;
bat he isan unusualiy large and lively individosl
of that type. The Conservailves of Ecuador
have always regarded him as & map of guixolio
mind and conduct.

It was in the first week of the month of June,
1808, that Alfaro was procisimed Bupreme
Chief of the revolution sud provisional Freai-
dentof Ecusdor. On the third week of the
month he arrived at the port of Guasagull,
which was iu the hands of the revolutionista,
The popular enthusiasm was unboanded. The
rejoicing was aniversal. There were feasis and
processions. The place seemed to be frensied.
The moldlers who had been left there and
the police marched through the streete shout-
‘og, " Viva Alfarvl” The bero of the hour
reuained ealm. He prociaimed his policy us
that af * Liberty, Justice, and Peace.” Head
ouce chose Miniaters and organized m Govern-
ment, Duripg the previous weeks there had
been many combats at various places, but the
resulte were inconclurive. He sent & pea o
rowmisslon to Quito 1o treat witlh the Governs
ment, but the FPresident Lnd fled from the
couptry, and the functionary who after his de-
mu:_r:dl.wk possessiou of the executive ufice
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Alfaro determined to make his headqguariers
&1 Guayaquil until the capital surrendered or
untll ue could complete lils preparation to cap-
ture it. In the nawe of the revuiution, he cabled

Just before noan on
Weidnesday the police received a telephons
mesaage from Jamalca saying that a hoy
Answerl Fi te'n  descriptmn hed _been
foand In front of a hotel and tnken to the Town
Hall, Mrs. Schmitt was notified, and hurried
tnJumaira, When slie got there she dincoveresd
that the boy, who was her son, had been per-
mitted 1o piny with other chilldren and liad dis-
apprured again.  She breame hysterical and
was taken hooie in a carriage.

Hearching parties were orzanized in Jamaica,
and for twenty- fonr hours there aas a frifless
search for the hoy. Every town and village
within twenty mlie« of Jamaica was notified to
beon the lookout for Freddie.

they were at the beeluning of their meditations,

The village of Winfield las s population of
abont L.000, and is four wmiles distant from
Long Island City, It s situsted on the norih
slde division of the Long Island Rallroad. The
Inhimbitants of the place comprise AlmosL overy
nationslity on the face of the globe, but the
majority of the peopls are Germans,

The mysterious visitor which Is cuuslng no
little mmount of uneasiness amone the resis
dents makes ita nocturnal apvearance about
12:00 A, M. every night, and is usualiy first
dircovered walking, or at least gliding, along
Henry etreet by the Wintield Athletic Club
houss at that time, It has also been ssen
prowllng around otlier piarts of the village
durltig the early hours of the moralng,

The ghost, or spiritaal plinntom, us some havs
begun to call it, from bw alry-like flight snd
disappearauce when purdned, was first seen by
A, Acker two weeks ago last ulght, and ever
eince hina made lte regulnre trips through the
etillness of the night.
