Moro bundles of tea and fabrics were
taken Into the Grant residence and presented to
the Meadamea Grant by LI Hung Chang.

honor he bad paid to the memory of her hu.band, he Informed her that each year since the
General's death he had sent n wreath to the

The French titatraman llakit Ilia Second
Visit to This Country.

Alexandre Felix Joseph Rlbot, twice Prime
minister ot France, was a passenger on the
French liner La Ilourgogne, which got In early
yesterday morning. He was accompanied by
ht stepson. M. Demongeot. Tho French states-
man's coming had been kept so much of a
secret that not even the French Consul
wa at the pier to meet him. After the
customs Inspectors had finished with
him and the matter of his luggage had
been attended to. M. Rlbot and M.
Demongeot took, a cab for the Murray Hill,
where they engaged apartments, and then left
by tho flrtt train over the New York. New Ha-
ven and Hartrord Hallway for Manchester. Vt.
The Frenchmen weut to Manchester to be the
guests for a few dns ot Mr. E. S. Isham ot
Chicago, who has a country place at Man-

chester. M. Rlbot will meet there Robert
T. Lincoln. Mr. Isham' law partner. Mr. Lin-
coln became Intimately acquainted with M.
Rlbot when the latter wat Prltno MInlsttr of
France for the rtrtt time and Mr. Lincoln was
Minister to England.

Itefore leaving the steamer M. Rlbot, who, by
tho way, speaks very good English, chatted
brlorJy with the reporters. He said that his
vltlt waa for health and recreation. It It hit
second visit to this country. He will remain In
the United dtates about llvo week, mctt of
which time will be spent In travelling In the
West. He refused to talk on either American
or French politics.

M. Rlbot It a striking looking man, a little
above tho medium height- - His dark brown
balr, plentifully Btreoked with gray, Is brushed
from right to left over an extremely high and
broad forehead. He wears a full beard, baa a
prominent note, and piercing dark eye.. His
ch n and mouth indicate great strength of
character.

M. Rltxit was born at St. Omtr, In the Depart-
ment of Pas do Calais. Feb. 7. IH-tt- After re-
ceiving a collegiate education he stndltil law
nnd took hi degree at the University of Pari
when he wax but '.'t. In March, 1H70, he wa
appointed a Judge of the Tribunal of the Seine,
and in 187tl be was appointed Secretarr-Oen- -
eml, wltn tne rang nt councillor ot state.

He was Qrst elerted to Parliament in April,
187S, representing In the Chamber of Deputies
lloulngne-sur-Me- r. Retook hi seat among I ho ,

Republicans ot the Left Centre, and taicame
one of the atanchest supporter of the republic
against the claim nnd plots of the OrleanUts.
He was recognized a the reallest debater '
among the Deputies, and, although he wa an
ardent Republican, when the time came for
French statesmen to declare for or against ex-

treme radicalism and communism. M. Rlbot
was found with the Conservatives, where he
ha been ever since.

Ho entered the Cabinet of M. de Frsycinet In
180U as Minister of Foreign Affair. In 18IM
President Carnot invited him to form a Cabinet
upon thedownfallof the Loubat Ministry, and
he did o. becoming Prime Minister and Mln- - '
later of the Interior. A year later tho
Rlbot Cabinet resigned. In 18115, however,
after the crlMe following the resignation of
President Casimlr.tVrrter. President Kauro '

called upon M. Rlbnt to undertake tho difficult
task of forming a Cabinet. Rlbot accepted the
commltslnn. taking the portfolio of Finance
hlmrlf. There were troublous times In Franco
then, and the Rlbot Ministry lasted only from
January to October.

FIFTY MILES OF SNAKES.

A SEA SEItPBST,TOO, AXI 'OATOltS
AND Hit A It KS (lAI.Olti;.

The Tnrllllna: Marine fjpeetaele Described
tn the Private I.oc of the Turn a' Hhant.
er"t Skipper A Duel tielveeen a 'llator
nnd a Shark, llrokeu Ifp by the Oppor-
tune Appearance of the Hen Herpenl.

Nobody who has over looked Into the frank
bice eyes of tho skipper's artless little daugh-
ter, Claire Leonora Francos Peabody, would
dare to say that she could endorse a sea vnrn
that wasn't truo, even though her father might
spin It, Claire Is ft years old, plays tho piano,
tvrltes her own namo with a flourish that
might astonish an expert penman, and knows
tho names of all the sails on the smart Yankee
clipper Tarn o' Sbanter of Portland, Me.,
which her father commands. She has
been four times arouud tho Horn and twlco
around the Cape of Good Hope but she never
saw to many strange things, that the can re-

member, as slio did on the voyage from Hong
Kong that the Tarn o' Shanter finished yester-
day at this port, ThoSklppor'swtfo corroborates
hi story, and tho mate and all tbo vory able
seamen say that the skipper never puts any-

thing In his log his private log that Is not as
truo as tho Inoldent In whloh Capt. Jonah fig-

ured.
Anybody who thinks the sea sorpent Is n myth

should read this, the' skipper's attested )arn,
about It. Mies Claire avert, with emphasis, thill,
she saw It, and a myriad of what the skipper
tars "appeared to be lu spawn," on the morn-
ing of May 28. off the coast of Uornco, In the
Carlmala or llllllton Passage, between the
China and Java seas. The wild man of Borneo
was Invisible, but the coatt of the Itland was
plainly visible about five miles on tho port
beam. The skipper wrote tho next day. while
the marvellous incidents wero still fresh In his
mind:

"An account of the tea serpent as seen from
the deck of the ship Tam o 'Shanter."

He began hit story thus:
"Clark Rustell says: 'An old sailor once tald

to me, " It I were to write down one quarter
of what I've seen, heard, and gone through, the
reader would throw away the bonk, calling mo
all the evil names be could put his t'inguo to,
afore he had read half of what I'd wrote.'"" Now, at the risk of being doubted and called
evil names, I am going to try to describe a little
Incident that hat happened during our late pas-
sage In my ship from Hong Kong to New York.
I may add that It is only one of many ' remark-
able Incidents,' as the landsmans call them, that
have happened during my thirty-fou- r years ot
sea life. Without fear or favor I shall now pro-
ceed to give the account as entered at the time
of Its occurrence in mr private log book :

" May 28, lHPd. At daylight the low land of
Borneo In sight, ship exactly on the equator,
and tn longitude 1UD'07 east, noticed the
water on portable of ship looked verv muddy,
while that on the starboard, or off shore side,
wo quite blue. On pulling np a bucket of water
from either side of the sbtp we found the blue
water was. a we expected, quite dark, whllo
the muddy water on the port aide was a nearly
fresh ns water could be under such conditions.

"This fresh wfcter had, without doubt, been
driven to far off shure by one of the many estua-
ries of the Kanuas River, the tides of which are
very stroiu-- . especially on tho ebb, when tho
frtsh water forces its way for fully fit e miles
off shore, and. for some reason unexplained to
me. refuses to amalgamate with tbu salt water.

"Large numbers of sharks and all sorts of
other fishes and snakes were on tlie blue water
aide, trome of the anakes were of immense.
aire, while the smallest, which came very close
to the ship, were not lets tnan three feet long;
they wore of all Imaginable colors, some of the
longer ori being very prettily atrlpvd, and oth-
ers spotted."

The skipper paused at this paint In the nar-
rative to remark that one of the serpenta came
to tlose to the ship that he might have leaned
over the aide and dropped a brick ou It If li- - nad
bricks aboard. He went down Into the cabin
and brought up hi rifle. With Claire and her
mother looking on he sent a bullet through the
body of tho ea anake. He knows this, because
the water wsadredwlth the monster's blood

"How big waa the auake?" tho ultramarine
reporters

' How big was It, Claire ?" asked the skipper,
turning to bis little blond-haire- d daughter.
Claire said it was a long aa the cabin, hlcli is
about twenty feet, and, llko the other serpents,
which the sklpper'a log sa "literally covered
the sea for fifty miles,' It wat a "horrid beast."

I It was a phenomriially hot day. eieii for tho
neighborhood of llorneo. The thermometer In- -

dicated lili'. the ept where the great
snakes squirmed, their bright skins glistening
in the sunshine u almost pulseless, and
there was not a breath of air astir.

"On the port or fresh water side of the ship."
read theskipper. resuming hta yarn, "a number
of alligators and hugu cattish, such as w o catch
In the Miuthern rivers, were to be aeuu swim
ming close to the dividing line of fresh and salt
water. Every once in a while one could be seen
making a dash at h dolphlu or honito. and. i.ingttinflshlnltsjavvs.lt would snlm back to
fresh water and eat Its victim nl leisure.

"Hut the alllgntur were not always so fortu-
nate In their excursions, for we saw one which
had to nay diarlr fur its temerity in trvlng to
teize a beautiful dolphin, that was at the mo-
ment being Hotly pursued b an Immense shark.
Alligator and shark both seized tho dolphin nt
the same moment, nnd. In an Instant,
we beheld a. terrific conflict. The shark
managed to seize the alligator's right
hind leg in Ips mouth, and, keeping Itself
well under water to avoid the frightful lnshings
of the 'gator'a tall. It simply steered the unfor-
tunate saurian nut Into the blua or salt water.
Thl appeared tn be more than the alligator
could stand, for we saw it rapidly grow weaker.
The shark appeared to real I re that It bad Its an-
tagonist ont of Its element, lor It suddenly let
go the bulldog hold on the leg, and, making a
terrillc dash at the 'gator'a stomacn, literally
tore Its entrails out.

"The blood from the combatants attracted
ovcry one of the salt nnd fresh waicr denizens
In the vicinity to the scene of combat, and the
utmost contusion appeared to prevail, but at
the same tlmo we could see from our deck that
the larger and more powerful of tho flsl.es had
formed pools, or syndicates, and, us a result,
the small fishes on tioth side disappeared In
sery short order.

A. Freight Train Itroke In Two and a Tamt

Train Dashed Into It,
OitANOK, Mass., Aug. HO. Engineer William

Clements, nged about 35 years, was Instantly
killed shortly after o'clock this morning In a
collision on the Fltchburg Ratlrnsd. half a mile
east of this place.

The freight train was
backing at the rate of ten miles an hour to
reach u cross-ove- r track when the rear
end was struck by the engine of the paper
train, which was running about forty mites an
hour.

Engineer Clements
wus thrown huckward fifty feet, and his body
wa so wedged between the first passenger
touch and tho wrecked freight cars that it was
necessary to cut a hole In the passenger coach
to get It out.

The Robber Itroks Into n I.aondrr In

Broad Diiyllnlit-Fa- eo to Fnee with the
Policeman In m Ditrk Ilalt-- II Made the
Mistake of Reachless for Ills Hip roeket.

Policeman William J. Miller of the East
Thirty-Fift- h street station shot nnd killed a
burglar In tho dark hall of a bouse In Third
avenue yesterday nftsrnoon. The robber, who
was a powerfully built negro, made tho mistake
of reaching for his hip pocket when Miller at-

tempted to put him under arrest. The deed
was done to quickly that therrowd In the street
did not realize what had happened until Miller,
pale with excitement, ran out to call an am-

bulance.
The dead man and a negro companion entorcd

the yard In tho rear ot U88 Third avenue
4 nnd B o'clook. After a survey of tho

surroundings the second burglar was sent
Into the street to keep lookout, while
tbe man who was afterward tfiot forced an en-

trance Into tbe laundry of Sam Leu, vv hlcli occu-
pies the northern half of the basement of the
building. On the other side of the basement
there Is a grocery, and the first floor of tho
building Is occupied by nn Armenian restaurant.

The" burglar found an Iron crowbar In the
yard, and with It ho made an attack on the
heavily shuttered rear window. Falling In his
efforts, he turned to the window under tbe steps
leading to tho hall on the first floor, and with
the heavy bar ho easllv tore away tho light
wire screen which protected the glass. Raising
the sash, which was unfastened, ho loaped Into
the laundry.

Every movement made by the burglar was
watched closely by James Hamilton, who lives
on one of the upper floors, and his friend Frank
NoblootOO East 114th street. They saw him
advance, bar In hand, upon tbo rear window,
and when he Jumped Into the laundry. Hamil-
ton ran down stairs and shouted to a passer by
to call a policeman. The lookout, seeing that
troublo was brewing, lied around the corner,
and he has not been captured. Hamilton went
to tho rear door to watch for the burglnr.

Policeman Miller was at Thlrtr-secon- d street
and Third avenue when a man. brealhlett from
his run of four blocks, sprinted up to him and
shouted:

"There's a burglar tn Sam Lee's laundry!
Hurry up and vou will catch him I"

Miller started on a quick run down tho ave-
nue, and a crowd followed. On reaching the
house ho ran down the basement step and tried
tbe door of the laundry. It was locked. Then
the policeman looked through tbe window and
saw the negro Inside. When tbe burglar beard
him try the door he ran to the rear window and
climbed Into the yard. He crossed the open
space with the rapidity or a trained sprinter,
and leaping Into tlie air be caught the top of
tbe rear fence with his uplifted bands. Hamil-
ton, who bad been standing In the rear door-
way awaiting bis reappearance, ran after blm,
and, as the burglar waa about to draw himself
up. caught him by hla ooat and dragged blm to
the ground. The negro tore tilmtrli loose from
Hamilton's grip, and, running back across the
yard, dashed up the steps leading to the hall on
the first floor.

In the mean time Miller bad entered the ball,
which is dark and narrow, from tbe front door,
end the two men met near tho foot of tbtstalrs.
Tit policeman held his revolver In his right
ha .,1.

he cried, "or I'll shoot."
The robber halted abruptly, and Miller

grabbed him by the throat with his left band.
With a quick twist the negro released himself,
and reached eround to hla hip pocket with hta
right hand. Without an Instant's bceltallou
the fired, and the barglar fell dead at
hi feet.

The bullet entered the head Just over the right
ye. and death waa Instantaneous. Tbe sound

ot the shot attracted a great crowd, and when
the ambulance came from Hellevue Hospital
Ambulance Surgeon Slade could scarcely make
his way Into the nil where tne dead man lay.
Ills duty was simple, and when be bad officially
pronounced tho burglar dead tho body was re-

moved to the East Thirty-fift- h strict station.
It was afterward taken to tbe Morguu.

In the lilp pocket for which the burglar hod
reached there was found a steel cblsel. eight
Inches long, with a sharp edge. It wa evident
that he had essayed to draw it with the Inten-
tion of striking the policeman down. From his
other pocket tne police fished out eight pawn
ticket, mostly for watches and rings, made out
In the names of Hradley and Deliiiore, and a
metal case containing a small compaes, to
which wa atlai-he- a long gold chain and
locket. In which there waa set a small diamond.
Thev also found a loose UvNtallbre cartridge, a
small bunch of keys, and a card mi which wa
written: "Charles II. Creed. Mesaeniter. War
Department, U.S. A.. No. 18, Governor's Island,
Ne York Harbor." The reverse sido of the
card bore this Inscription: "Mrs. Kings, Long
Ilranch. F. S."

Wheu Policeman Miller reached tho station
bouse he irr mediately handed over hi shield
to Capt. .Marline, tlie prrcluct commander, lie
wa put under arrest on a formal charge of
homicide, and he will be arraigned lu thuYork-vlll- o

Police Court this morning,
Miller, who has been on the force for thirteen

years, hat the reputation of being a good police-
man, lie told Capt. Martins that when he snot
at the negro he never dreamed of killing him.
Ho said be was face to face with a desperate
man. In a narrow hall where the light waa poor.
When he saw the man reach for hit hlu pocket
he realized that hit Ufa was In danger. When
he fired his intention wa simply to disable tbo
man and render nim harmless.

The negro waa Identified nt 10:45 o'clock last
night as John Hradley. alius "Chinee" llrudlry,
a n thief and orook. Tbe Identifica-
tion wa made hy Detective Sergeant James
Rellly of the Central Office and Henry Ander-
son of H3 West Third street, the President of
tbe Montezuma Club, a negro organisation hav-
ing Its headquarters in Hleecker street.

Hradley got his alias from his specialty, which
was nibbing Chinese laundries. He had spent
several teimt tn Jail, and was released from
Clinton prison only last spring.
