A Clear Field for the Great Issue.

The year 1872 was a year of rival and
eonflicting Democratic Natlopal Conven-
tions, and subsequently of Democratic de-
feat In the contest for the Presldency and
for the Governorship of New York. Since
then theres have been o this city ten elec-
tions at which the people voted for a Mayor,
"wight at which they voted for s District
Attorney, nine for a Bheriff, five for a
Burrogate, nine for a County Clerk, four
for a Comptroller, and eight for a Reg-
ister. There bave been chosen also at the
various elections since 1872 more than
one hundred Judges of the civil and erlmi-
nal courts; and the voters of New York
have bean called upon yearly to express
their preferences respecting the government
of city departments and the administration
of munloipal affairs.

This year, for the first time not only dur-
fng the period to which we have referred,
but for & much longer period than that,
there is an election in New York at which
is to be chosen no county officer, except a
Coroner to fill s vacancy, and no munieipal
nffica of any kind Is to be filled. The elec-
tion is exclusively & contest on other lines
than thoss arising from the politics of thia
munpicipality. Who Ia thore in New York
city, or even within the boundaries of the
future @reater New York, that can recall to
memory a Presidentianl elsction 1o New
York at which Aldermen were not voted
for in the same year? Usually in & Presi-
dential yenr, since the reovganization of the
oity departments on the present basis, there
bns been an election of one or more mem-
bers of the Board of Estimate and Appor-
tionment, concurrent with the choles of
Presldentinl electors, But this year thers
s nothing of the kind, The Board of Esti-
mate and Apportionment will remain as it
Is now, si far as the sulfrages of the voters
of New York are concerned.

Nor dves this statement of the exceptional
and unprecedented peculinrities of  this
year's contest sxhaust ivs odd fentures. For,
nlthough s Governor is to be elected and a
Licutenant-Governor also, the control of
the State departments and of the State ad-
ministration itself will not be affected by
the voting That happens in this way:
Heretofore the meimnbers of the State SBen-
ate, having power of confirmation of the
Giovernor's nppointments, have been chosen
in alternste yoars, aud these SBeunators, {f
not elected op the same day when the Gove
erpor was chosen, were voled for in th - eleo-
tion of the fullowing year. This year, how-
ever, this conditivn of things In chunged.
The State Senators elected lust November
have n three years' term, and thus the Gov-
ernor o be ebosen thils year will have, dur-
ing the whole of his term, o Stite Senate
composed of fourteen Demoornts snd thirty-
six Hepublienns, unless the election ln the

Twentylzth districs to i1l a vacunoy should
be ¢ by the Democrats. In that cass

the Btate Benata wonld be compossd of

CTALS, DOt A greay differonce, The State offi-
cers, the Becretary of Stats, the Comptroller,
the Attorpey-General. the Treasursr, and
the Enginesr have heretofore been elected
in alternate years. Ans the term of offios of
thess publlic sarvanta has boeen two years
and theterm of office of the Governor, sinoe
1870, has beon three years, the chance of &
change In the administrative departmenta
at Albany ban veeurred oftener than the
chance of A change In the Govarnorship.
By section 8 of Article V, of the State Con-
stitntion as amendsd, it ia provided that
thess Btate ofMoers electad In 1886 should
serve for three years: and thereafter, be-
ginning with the election of 1898, the term
should agnin be two years. Consequently,
whatever may be the resnlt of the balloting
thin year for Governor and Lisutenant-Gov-
ernor, the confirming power over the Gov-
ernor’'s appointments will remain in the
bandaof the Republicans until another Gov-
ernor ls elected, Whatever thearesult of the
balloting may be, thers will be no change in
the Htate offcers until afrer 1898,

Thus it happens that In New York, for
the first time in many years, the occasions
for factional differences are practioally
obliterated in = Presidential election.
Prealdential electora will be voted for by
the oltizens of New York thin year without
any complication or confuslon of State or
munielpal gquestions, on the ons, supreme,
and overshadowing Issue of hooest money
and the preservation of the public falth.
All minor queations and conalderations will
be held by the voters this year as snbordi-
nate to the graver and more nerlons question
which Is dividing the voters of the United
States on linea which are not ordinarily
those of partisan divislon. The one great

and be suffictent to Its owner's nceds In all
his travels and talkings yet to come. Every-
body will hope mo, with the possible excep-
tion of the young man's mansgers, who
may yob regrot that be was uot born mute.
His mdmirers will hope so because they
love to listen to his organ. His opponenta
will hope so, because they believe that the
more he talks the less will be the number
of Popocratic votes {in November.
Mr. BRYAN went up like a rockat at Chi-
cago, came down llke a stick In the Madison
Square Garden, and bas nince been flupplog
Westward, leaving a strong smell of burn-
Ing paper and stale gunpowder, In Chicago
he was the Boy Orator, at sscond band, In
New York he waa the Boy Reader, evidently
an excellent person for emptying & ball in
case of fire. In New York and Pennaylva-
nla he has been the demagogio ranter, cnns-
Ing gradually to use more than a few of
those mistakes which be has imagined to be
arguments, and plunging delightedly into
the easy exercise of Inflaming the ignorant
or the shiftlesa with a feellng that it Is n
wrong that not they but some wuther folks
are rich. The candldate has thrown away
his statesman’s robe and appears as JACK
CADE and cries:

** And you that love the sommona follow me.

Kow ghow yourssives mén; “sa for liberty.

Wa will not lsave one lord. one geotleman;

Bpare nons but auch sa go in clouted shoes,

For they are thrifty, bonest men, and such

As would, but that they dare not, taks our parts.™

It will be remembered that it was the
Hon. JACK CADE who tried to introduce
the great principle of 18 to 1 into England
in the fifteenth century, his platform, as
reported by the Hon, WiLLIAM BHRAKE-
BPEARE, being s follows:

* There shall be 1o England seven balfpenny loaves
sold for a peany| the three-hooped potlshall bave o
hooa,™

Mr. Bryax still repeats {rom speech to
speech some of the quear quentlons and as
sumptions which clearly seem juvineible
fact to him, but which give to thinking men
almost a contemptuous opinion of his intel-
lectual capacity and hls mental aequisi-
tfone. Not thought, but emotion, or the
simulation of it, s his fleld: and as bhn
warms up to his work his harangues be-
come more reckless and his incitements of
prejudice more violent. Pousibly his disap-
peintment at his Madison Square rapld exit
reading may have Increased his natural in-
flammation, but his temperament aud his
powers, such as they are, lncline him to ex-
tremes, nnd he hne been a wort of profes-
slonal spouter agninst the rich for several
yesrs.

It hurts
him to think, but when it comes to work-
lng himeel! up Into a passion, assalling
somebody, adopting the sentimental-eco-
nomle vein, and exploding frequently in

rhetaric, which is As eany to hilm ns breath-
Ing, then he s happy aod st bome, His
eimple avowals of his fondness for making
speeches show that he appreciates his one
talent and Is never tired of using It. The
man likes tosct. The applause of the crowd
futoxicates him; and as he fnds thay the
conrser effects nre enthusinstically received
by the gallery, he continues to play to that
home of critival taste.

The welcoms which a rattling nnd fn-

indication of the future political course of
the men who do the howling.

A Oatholie College in Oxford.

All English-speaking Cathollca will be
interested to learn that the Duke of Nog-
FOLK hans bonght a alte In theeity of Oxford
on which will be presently erected a college
for the reception of Catholle students. The
eatablishment of this Institution will typify
one outeome of the Traoctarian movement,
an the foundation of Keble College In 1670
represented another. It could never, lo-
deed, havaentered into the dreams of JoHN
Hexny NEwsaN during his days of storm
and atrean at Orlel, that some of his sontem-
porarles would live to nee n Catholle college
in the strongliold of the Anglican Chureh;
yet, ainee the abolition of religious testa at
Oxford, there has been no reason why the
Queen’s Catholle suhjects should not build
there a college of their own, and tha chief
cause for wonder Is that the work ahould
have been so long delayed.

It 18 natural that Catholics should have
felt a proprietary intereat In Oxford, and
have rescnted with peculinr intereat their
exclusion from it, for to their coreligionista
are due the greater part of the university
and collegiate endowments, This Is true,
of course, of all the colleues fonnded before
the relgn of HExny VIIL, Ineluding All
Bouls, Balliol, Brasenoss, Exeter, Lincoln,
Mnagdalen, Merton, New College, Orlel,
Queen's, and Univeraity College, Of those
subsequently eatablished, the two which
date from tha reign of HeExmy VIIIL,
namely, Corpus  Christl  College and
Christ Church, wers certainly Intended
for Cathollo studenta by thelr founders,
Bishop Fox and Cardinal WoLser; while
for two others, St. John thes Baptist'a
Colloge and Trinity College, the university
{s indebted to the period of Cathollc re-
action under Queen MARY. The list which
we have glven shows that, If the University
of Oxford comprised no other collegen sx-
capt those founded by Protestants, it would
be poor indeed. Of such Protestant founds-
tlons there were hefore the reign of Quesn
Victorta only four, namely, Jesus, Wad-
ham, Pembroke, and Worcester.

Although, however, a vast majority of
the founders of the Oxford eolleges intended
thelr endowmenta for the use of Homan
Catholica—Indeed, ane college, Tincoln, (s

of WickLI¥FFE—the intention was atiffly set
at naught for upward of three hundred
years, notwithatanding that the wishes of
the founders wers enforced in most other
respects with irrational fidelity aop to the
middle of this century. A Catholle lad
might be able to prove that he was near
akin to the founder of an
college, the statutes of which provided
that for such kinamen scholarships
should be reserved forever;

Thousands of bleyclista all over the ooun-
try are turning thelr thoughts to the great
anoual bicyole exhibit to be held at the
Graud Central Palace in this city next Feb-
runry. The strength, style, lightoness, and
durabllity of the new wheels will all be tm-
portant pointa for prospective purchasors to
consider; but the element of safety, both o
riders nud pedentrinns, will not be over-
looked. The record of bicyole accidents for
the lnst six months shows that a large per-
centage of the fatalities have been caused
dirently by the loability of the riders to stop
their wheels quickly at the eritical moment,
Hack-pedalling has proved to be a daogerons
nntl Insecure substitute for the hand brake,
The presence of the brake on every one of
noxt yeur's whesln would be a surer guaran-
tee of wafety to the wheellng and non-
wheellng community alike than either care-
ful or skilful riding, or even the strict on~
forcement uf the law, .

In Indila It Is the same as In Japan. The
rupes originally was worth 40 or 32 cents: to-
day it 1s approximately worth 30 or 32 centa,
and some days {t Is down to 2V centa or up to
24 cents. Prices there for food oroducta are no
higher now than before the decline in sliver
wok piace, they being governed by the size of
the crops dependent upon the goantity of rain
that falls during the wet season. Hallway fares
are the same and the price of an ocean paasage
to England is Invariably the same number of
ropees. The railroad and the steamship com-
pames cannot ralse their ratea, but the traveller
who comea frown & gold-siandard couniry ran
buy hin passage for just mbout one-balf what
was formerly charged. A good coachman can
be had In Bombay (or ten rupeea, or, eay, $3.20,
per month, and an excellent house servant and
courier for one Tupee, or 32 oents, per day,
with ao allowance of four aopnas, or
elght oenta, & day for his food; mnd
thess house servants oconstitots the bigh-
oot paid ciass of labor In India. These servanis
are always men, and they commence their day's
duties by bringing thelr master's ** chota-basr,™
or early breakfast. at 7 o'clock o the mornine.
They belp you dress and then proceed to walt
opon the table, act as (nterpreter during your
ride, brush your clothes or pipe clay your torpes
hat when you return, and follow you around
like s faithful dog on every oceaslon, pack your
trunk, keep off the horde of beggarathat hourly
annoy youo, and then atunight when you retire
they curl themselves up in their blanketa and
sleep on the mat outsalde your door, ready to an-
swer your call, This lsa falr example of the
best-pald olsss of native labor In India.

The Eoglish roldiers 'n Indla of whom there
ars 100,000 and over, bitterly complain that
thelr wages, as now received in rupess, will not
permit them to keep their families In England
as they used to do before the depreciation ook
place, and are loudly clamoring for & oom pensa-
tion allowance to muke thelr depreciated wages
equivalent to what they formerly recelved,
Thoy clalm that whnile they are pald the same
number of rapees per month as formerly, yet It
will buy In England only one-half of what
it used to buy. This s exectly what would
ocour to every salaried man, woman, or child In
this country If the “free coinage of sllver™
polioy prevalled. Balaries might remsin the
aame, but one-Lalf of the ablilty of those sal-
arles to buy coffee, tea, sugar, and all imported
articles would be gone,

Last year there was Imported into the United
States about $780,000,000 worth of products
which could be cl d pn los, and all
these thiugs had to be pald for In gold orin
exporis at gold prices. Now the price of wheat
In governed by the London quotation in Mark
lane, cousequont upon the supply and crop re-
parin reovived from the Argeutine Republic,
Indin, and Ruerls, s woll as our West. Now,
therefore, If business Iy disarranged o this
country wo that there are thousands of men out
of work, and those who are at work get pald In
deprecinted currency, thoss men cannot afford to
be as Inrge consumers of the farmer's wheat and
pork as they would otherwise be, The rarmer,
therefore, would then have more of whneat and
pork on hand than he now has, and hence, if
normal crops prevaded, the prioe would in all
probabllity decline, as & greater quantity would
be offered In Mark lane, Thus he would prab.
ably got less for hialabor in deprecisted cur.
rency under sliver than he does now, snd so
bave loss purchasing vower wherewith to buy
his coffes, his sugar, his tea. and his tobacco,
and most of Lthose articles eoming from coun,
triss that demand gola In paymont.
