broker, who in the owner of the

sobooner Bachem and Vies.Commuodore of the
Atlantle Yacht Club, with n view of encour.
aging yacht racing down the bLay, and pare
tieularly among Atlantie Yaeht Club boats,
offered two handsome cups for competition,
One of these cuos was for sloops and the uthier
for catboats belonging to members of the
clob.  They were unusunily beautiful specl-
mens of the allversmith’s art and st
tracted any number of ontries, as each
and every member of the club was anx-
fnus that onenof the tropliles shivuld grace the
locker of his particular Lout. Thers were ho
restrictions regarding the competition exenpt
that It was best two out of three races, and that
all the sloops sailed In one elass and the cats in
auother, while the handieapping was based on
the usual club time allownnce,

While the raco between Lthe onts was easily
sottled the contest for the aloop prize was un-
usually close betwesn tlie Choctaw, owned by
Mr. Strong, asd the Penetin, owned by George
E. Brightsun, In fact the racing was so close
between them that it was a question of urcond-_
and while on paper the Choctaw won the first
race by five seconds Ynchtsman Hrightson of

When Mr. Briglitson, theowner of
the Penxuln, filed his protest five days after
the race had been sailed, Mr. Strong. who owns
the Choctaw, objectod on the ground that the
twenty-four hours nilowed for fillug u protest
Lad elapsed.
