GLADES TO THE MIANI CAMP,

Bemtncla Wen's Half.way Mowmss oa the
Bhoaraal the Hilleboronsh—-Thairty Milen
Through: Minek Water In A& Dugont—
Ons of the Daagers of the Grent Bwamp.

Hivusaonouvan, Fla., Bapt. &, —The Seminolse
Indiana, who put on gorgeous turhans and deer-
skin coata and brave tha parils of clvilization to
sell headwork and baskets and alllestor teeth
to the palefaces, are familiar to all travellors
by boat or traln in this remols part of Flor-
fda. Al along the lowesr part of Indian
KRiver they nre plenty, and every time the
train or boat stops thoy offer thelr wares, Jun-
erally they are plump and hearty young fel
lows, wholook well In thelr Immenss turban
of gay plalds, roft leather coats trimmed with
bangles or carved Lones, and tight leather leg-
ginge. But thess are only show Indlans,
made up for tha oceaslon. They are traders
who have learned thet the paleface demands
an Indian of wcertaln romantls kind, and with
& good eye 1o business theytry to supply the
domand. They spend the winter months on
tho borders of elvilization, looking for custom-
ers, and Insummer retire to  the seclusion
of the everglades, whers the turbans and
fancy coats are hung up to walt for the noxt
peason’s eampalgn.

The roal Indlans of the backwoods, much
Jesa ploturesque than the traders, are soldom
seon In any of the towns, except when they
come out, a ftamlly at a time, to make a fow
purcharee. On auch ocoaslons they nppear
and disavppear so quietly ae to give an nir of
myatery to thelr movements, though there Is
nothing mysterious about them. They are al-
waynon foot when theyrench m town, the
Iargor children tealling on behind, one or two
amall onea clinging to the mother's back. The
head of the famiiy makes a straight line for
the nearest place whore fire water is sold, to
quench m thirst that he has bsen nuraing for
weaka or months: bat his lttle sprec is usu-
plly & vory moderate one, and in his two or
thren hours in town ho does not often drink
enough llgquor to prevent his starting for home
injgood order. The family disappear shortly
after noon, and settlers who have not become
familiar with their habits, hut know that
there I8 no Seminole camp Inthe nelghbor-
hood, wonder whence they came and whither
they have gone.

The reason of thelr abort stay and early de-
parture ia the long journey they have before
them. They come from the depths of the
everglndes, and generally make the trip out-
ward and back again batween midnight and
midnight. They might llve on any of the un-
occupled part of the mainland if they chose,
but they prefor 1o be by themselves in the
everglades. Thelr disllke of the whites,
which has been very strongsineo they wers
hunted from swamp (o sswiump In the Seminole
war of 1835-42, nover leads them 10 seek re-
syenge with the riflo or the scalping knife. 'Vhey
are more sullen than feroclous, and that to.
ward the whites rs s clare rather than toward
individuals. The whits man who loses Nim-
sell In the evergiades In in no daneer of
harm from them, bat can generally recken
upon their help If ho can find them, A= a rule,
however, they do not care to live too close to
the white settlements, hut make thelr camps
in the everglades, wliere they will nat ba inter-
fered with., Since they have learned to wear
clothes and to live In a somewhat civillzed
way, It Is accessary for them to vislt the white
towns occasionally tor supplies, amil the ensi-
ert way for them to do this Is tn come down
one of the riversin a anoe, and travel the ra
maluing distance an foot. This accounts for
thelr sudden coming and golng in the towns
They have come down one of the rivers in
canon, hiddeu the canon In the bushes or left
it Ia the ca~e of one of the family, and wulked
into town. With their purchnses they walk

bauk to the canoe and paddle home.

The rivers that run out uf the great awamp
tn the sea are thelr aatural highways, snd
these rivers are all, witl: onn excuption, on the
east alde of the State. This Is doulitless the
reannn why remnants of the Semlinoles are found

or never on the Gulf side. The only river run-
ning from the everglades o the Gulf (s the
Caloosaliatches, and thisia so long that |t
would be a journey of at least a huntdred miles
to reach the nearest white scttioment upon
it. Hut here on the east slde of the State therm
are many rivers, ull comparatively «hort, The
Hillsborough River i{a the most northerly of
them, nand below this are Middie Hiver, (-
reas Crenk, New River, South Fork, Snake
iver, Arch Creek, Littie River, the Minmi,
and a numler of smuller strenins,  lyery
one of these rivers helps to carey the dark
water of the everglades tnto the Atlantice, ind |
evary one Is more or less o highwaoy for the
Bominoles. This ]Illlah'-rnufh River i the
second river of thut name jo the State, wid
must not be confounded with the muel Inrgor
Hlilaboro River that |s s continuation of the
northern purt of Indian Hiver.

When Seminole Ben, who lins & eabln on
the south bank of this smaller Tillshorough
Hiver, waves his hand townrd the swarer nnid
enys of his countrymen thal “'they come down

out Ing for them or even givl
n reosipi. q‘lmp:;un sa had all been mads “
mombers of his family tribe, and pay ment was
made to_each Individual when he raturned to
the everglades In the spring. His satement
It regard to this primitive way of doing buki.
ness =pu corraborated by Heminnls Men, and
afterward by other memborn of the tribe,

To find Seminole Hen was the surest and
enslont way of aninlng access to oue of the
Hominole eampe In the evergindes, hut n twen:
1y-itve miln joornoy overland in thif part of
Floridn Is tiot s [lght matter for n white mun,
From Jupiter to Zion the rond is & half ob.
Iterated wagon track through the rand, and
Palow Zlon is no road at all.  There Are seares.
Iy any clearimes, and practieally no forests,
the whole sueface Lelng covered with » thick
growth of serub valmetto, generally no higher
than the knee, raroly as high as the shoulder,
As to temperature, Jupiter, Key Waost, apd
Fort Yumna ate about on s par,  Fen's estabe
lishiment, when found, was very disappointing
after so hard n jonrney -a log cabln ol the
rudest kind, containing only one roem, with
an ohomepeetnh and an ollgatah, Seminole
to! table wnd chinie, nnd somo bags of mons for
beds, Tha cabin stanas close 1o the river
buok, with a shaky wharf made of logs in
front, to which thres dugont ennoes were thed,
This is the home of old Ben and hin datughter
and her these ehlldren- two good-leoking boys
of fifteen or sixteen nud a dark Hitle girl con-
slderably younger. Hen glvan hils apge ne 08,
and Lo (scertainly no youneer, hut still erect
and active. The daughter 14 umiddlc-nfl-d
soman of unatteactive anpearance, and lier
entire obedience to lier father she ntones for by
eanciing as much from her own children,

To gulide two white men to the nearest Seml.
nolo camp In tho averglades was n proposition
that he would not listen to for A momont; noe
would lie semil one of the hoya  They did not
Hke Introders, and  would resent  such n
Hberty on his part. Hut he wonld rent one of
his vanors for the purpose, ntil the way was
clear, 1f the whits mehcared to go alone,
Thirty miles up the elver would thke Lthem
tn ths home of the Miamis, the nearest Serl-
nole family, well into the ovsegludes, and the
cottld hiardly mins the way 1f thoy tried.  How
mueh for Lhe canoc?

“Where (o you think these rivers rise?” he
asked, when the white men hesitated about
voutoring  Into  the everglmdes nlone, nnd
usking =omo native terms thiar will make easier
rending If transinted. **all of a sudden, on
the vidiie of the great swanp? Nos they come
from the hoart of the swamp, and when yon
follow them  0fty miles into the everglades
yon nre just ss mucli on a river as you nre here,
stick to the rver, and you must find the place,
Yuu have lieard the white men's storfes nl.mlu.
the dangers of the great awamp; they nre—-
and he waved his arm contemptuonsly, and
Iaoked as= If Lo meant toadd "l'llll In your eye."
“White wmen,'"  bhesald, “'think they are ex-
ploring when they go intn the awamnp,  They
make great bvag if they cross ft.  Hut white
men have bean there hefore, many years ago,
when 1 wan young.  How did the old forts get
there? - \Whjte men bullt them to Janguer my
wople, Fullow thls chnnnel in & way that
eould show you, and in sixty milea yon
would come to Port Shackletord, some of 1t
ntill standine.  Pive miles rurther you would
finid the ruins of Sam Jonea’s old town, and he
was o white man, Then go on twenty miles
further and you would see the remnins of
Furt Simon Droam. hulle by your own soldiers,
Tlhsn turn northward with the channel and
o e duy's lourney woull tnke vou 'othe Cu-
loosaliatchen, with n clear stream to the Gulf,™
Neither Hen nor any other Seminole wonid
sny ns much ns this i Enzlish at one time,
It eame out In smany disjointed sentences,
and In several sepnrate conversations, the ob.
ject being to show that any man with n cancs
2ouild g0 to any part of the everglades he chose,
He dwelt upon the fact that there Is much
good land In the everglndes, high and dry
and very fertile, the patetes separdted by
strelihes of morass and many decp channels
“*You no cross the islands in camee,” he
snld, trving  to perpeteate an  Indiin joke.
“You go round,  Plenty channel.”

With the assurance that the Miaml camp
was directly on the river as it flowed through
the swamp, and that the Spminoles would not
show any hostility to white strangers, it was
nrenneed that the twon visitara shiould spend
the n'ght at Seminole Hen's, ana start early
nextimorning I one of Nis canoes to glve
some leewny In cnse of missing the clinnnel,
Thia arrangoment, however, did not involve
any obligation to sl in Pen’s shanty, al-
ready well occunled by two adults and three
ehildren, Sesides reminder<, physieal and
metaphysical, of many previous Indlan lodg-
ers. A pine treo natslde afforded all the pro.
tectinn ueeded In this elininte, and was gulte
as gond o safeguarl mealnst the swurms of
nicwquitoss ns the bpwn eabin,

Shortly after davilght next morning the
twa white men began to paddle up the 1=
borough River fn Seminnte Bew's Inrcest duce-
ont canne, which, Uke all the ot} might
more properly be called a mrnt i it
was  made of Tows hollowed ont with fire. The
satfit was slmpls enotigh slmast for a Seml-
nole,Zheing merely two rifles with ammuonis
tion, two revolvers carrled in the poekets, 0
hntehiet, a smunall bag of cornmenl, and a tin
can eontuining matshes and salt. There was
worme tnlk between the wlhilto men of having
o Jug of water mildsd to the stores, as the
whater of Hillshorough River looked too black
tor Lo drunk with saafery or comtort, but Ben
protested thnt ho Timd oo water exeept that in
the river, so the juez wos plinidosed,

After nn hour and a Lindf's paddiing against
the singuish eurrent the main lnid wis Inft

aints, and WHre recs

INSCRIPTION ROCK.

An Nateresiing Historleal Monument In
New Mexico,
From the Lanil of Sunshine.

Far nearly thres centurles the cliff has
Lesn known ns El Morro, the eastle, The lesa
postie  frontiersman  nowadays ealls it In-
weription Rock. In historle Interest It is
parallelad by no other rock, and for beauty It
Lias none too many peers, It 1v 2106 foet igh,
and o fow thousand feet lopg: sheor, domi-
nant, Iving 1ke n lion, head up, among the
bold mesns whish fank the sncisnt kings'
highway from the Seven Citles of Cibola to
the Rio Grande. Agaln the aptnesa of the
Spunish  christenlngs s vindieated, From
n distanes the rock lnoks indeed like a castle
wuch ns man never dreamed of building since
the Tower of Habel sprawled in ruin.

Iut  nelther its benuty nor lts slzo 1= what
muakes the Morro the most precious of eliffs,
It owes its unigue worth tn thie fact that no-

whern e¢lse have »so many men of historie
walglit carved their names and dates in
stones, In a word, it [« the most imposing

autograph album In existence. Fray Marcos
of Nizzn, the discoverer of New Mexioo (1530,
a1 not got thus far by forty miles, and Coro-
nido, the first explorer (15400, though he
discovered the Graud Cafion of the Colorado,
tha Indian Territory, Colorado, nnd Knansas,
marched a fow miles south of thiz eliff. Hut
woon after Coronudo every plonecr who came
to New Mexlen camo by the Morro and eampea
there. There is reason to believe that Ca-
musondn  himsell paxsod here in 1680 in his
wonderful march, for one of his men seems
to have left record thereof,

'I'he sandstone cllff 18 tall and smooth, and
eing obliged to camp there. for the only
water In a Jday’s Journey, the conquistadores
who were hemmed by an unknown wilder-
pess and never expected to get back to Mexi-
ro alive, fell foto the way of leaving thelr
names. If any one else should ever pierce
that lone, far land, lere at least wonld be
faund the recond that they Ead come thus
inr.

Sn the southeastern and northern walls of
the Morro contnln scores of autographs and
Innger Inserlpiions that date, some of them,
from & geners lon before an English-spenking
per=on  dwelt anywhers e the New World.
Many of these nnmes are of deep historie In-
terest, *he nantes of men who cot p large igure
in the foaudation of America; ard all are
valuable, Aweong them, too, s evidence of the
curinus faet that o great provortion of the
Spanish explirera were college-t red men, and
n charactotistic stiidy of the beantiftul chirng-
raphies of the sixtecrth nnd seventeenth cori-
turles, Probably t'e olde=t autograph on the
Morro Is that of Pedro Romern,  If we correct-
1y read the dnte, 1580, Lie was one of Chamus-
oado's Httle band of heroes,

with s better knowledge of the Fuglish lan-
ruln then they are willlng o admit. Why
hey do not sel up little stores of thelr own,
inatend of baing mercly messengers ang warg-
houseruen, In nlwavse n sonderment to the
fow white moen who ees thom. Lut the Semi-
nola lutsllect apparently «doos not reach the
mlirfltltnlh- nolnt.

What one of these go-hotweens considers
coming out Inte elvillzation most whito men
wnuld think 1ittle short of belng buried alive,
Heminule HMon's place s pwenty-live mlles
south of Take Waorth, and ahout thirty miles
north of Biscasne Fay,  Between these places
the country has not beon settled ot all unedl
within two or three years, on aceaunt ol the
lazk of transportation, and st best the country
e only a narrow strip of samd from six to eyt
miles wide between the wen nul tho swamp.

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The most Important autogeaph s that of
Juan dle Onnte, the unapsllsd  milllonniee,
whoso fathior dispoverod the first great silver
mines In North Ameries, and the greitest ovep
found yet on this continent the hopanzns of
Zoacatecas, Junn wus  the fotunder of New
Mexico, In 1805 he orenvized un expedition
which cost Ll $1.000,000 before 1t marched n
atep, and which was delaved iy polieleal on-
tangloments,  But in 1688 e foutded the

Only the woodsman knows how much des
pondas npon the ripenlogof the beechnuts on the
ridgen of the forests, Various phases of the
wenther, the anusual reproductiveness of some
insecte, & plant blight, and dozens of other
things affect the crop. Curlously enough, the
treon themselves have moodas of productiveness,
and the wnodsmen say that every second year
there In & dearth of beechnute. They do not
hang in great manses from avery branah then,
nor do thelr frost-opened hisks allow the nuts
to fall with a olattor upon the dry leaves below.
Instend, here and there le a nut, here and there
s n squirrel looking for a atore of foed and not
getting all It wants,

This seems to be & year of plonty for the
sgnirrels and chipmunks, the deer, the banare,
and the other beasts that depend, fdireotly or
Indirectly, on the beschnuts for hearty meals,
The mice and chipmunks swarm In plentiful
years, and the foxes appear secking for the
miee. The deer roam less, and are more eanily
tracked down by the still hunter when the nuts
aro plenly. Partridges and bluelays, woodpeck-
ern and rabbits, alike thrive on Lhe nuts directly,
while the foxr and the wildoat, the weassl and
the marten, the dog and the hawk, the owl, and
even the shrike, find that the prey on which
they feed in wmore easlly tnken, and consequently
they wax fat and torpld,

Odd as It may seem, the fish, too, come In for
generous feeding. Insecta bore Into thedrying
nuls and in them deposit eggs that mature
when the soring ralns melt thasnow, Many of
these nuta get into the strenama daring the high
water, and the inrvie float along, to the deloota-
tion of the big and little fiah, for such mursels
are sweet. With plenty of food, the fish grow
with rapldity. The fisher folk, men and heronas,
have greator success. Another thing about the
Iarym In the nuts Is that when they are not
washed awayin the floods they take to thelr
wings and fiy, and then the awallows theerested
fiyeatohere, the toads, and other insect eaters

have plenty to ent, ¥
All winter long, doring the firat tracking
snow, and Iater in the logging days, the deer
bensft, for they dig down In the frolmd after
the underiying nota, keepine their sides, fat-
tened during the fall, as sleek an ever. The
young deer find in the nuta nourish ment it to
onrry them throngh the worst of the winter

days=,

'{hura Alwars are s number of nuts that do
not full to the ground when the leaves do, and
remain Among tha sharply defined branches for
many weeks If not picked by some bird orinam-
mal,  These nute are the sovrce of many s
fight between the biuejnys and the squirrels, or
between woodpeckers and whatever birds and
mammals eat the dangling frult. Some im.
provident squirrel hias falled to lay up a sum-
clent store and he must needs replenish It
from amone the trees. Ho gosa to feeding,
when the bluefnys eally at him from the spruce
treo in which l{m are citlninrlhelr bilix or
pestering an owl, ‘rnm squirrel Is soon put to
wild flight, well brulsed by the dashing birds.

Bavarin cltes other oases, where
races devoted entirely tn a fruit and vegerable
dist huve encountersd a similar fate, and wero
lield {n bonidage until they adopted the food of
their conquerors, when they hecame vallent
and nggrosive. That a meat diot s not al-
waya pioduetive of tnis result, we have an ex-
ample in the Highland Eskimus, who suhalst
entirely on flesh, but are praceful, unwarlike,
and gentls to the highest degree.
