i nlixlur these truths, domonstrated by
long publie Inconvenienes and loss, the Demo-
crntic party. in the Interests of the m nni
of equal Justice to all, practieally eatablinhed
by the logmintion of 1834 and 1830 the gold
standard of monelary measuremeont and llke-

DITORIUM T0 NEAR HIM.

Wantad te Ma Thers But
u':-.nni‘!.u.r:lt to Bet Fineen—Lote of En-
thmalnem as Hle Unfolded INInjArmamont
—Minifthe Meate Glven to Laboring Mon,
Caicano, Sept. 12,—Probably no other orator
has recelved In Chlcago stch a welcome u-thnc
glven to-night to Bourke Cockran of New York,
who spoke In the Auditorinm for honest money
upon the invitatlon of the oMcers of the Honest
Money League.

Headdressed an avdlenes numbering nearly
12,000 peopls, many of them women, The
boxes were resplandent with beautiful cos-
tumen, and the whole andlence was a stronyg
reminder of s grand opera night.

For nearly A week the Exceutlve Committes
of the Honest Money Leasue has been unabie to
stupply even n small part of the applieants for
peats, The Auditoriom Is one of the largest
halls in the world,

Including the boxes, It will seat exactly 4,502
persons, and in the foyers In the rear of the
main floor and In the balconlos there fs probably
standing room for 8,000 more. For this oocaslon
the large stage waa fitted up to aceommodats
the 200 Vice-Presidents of the mesting, the
guests, and other consplenous men, Each Inch
of avallable space was ocoupled a fow minutes
after the Jdoors were tlirown open, and the
erush wans something terrific,

The demand for tickets began on Thursday of
Inst week, and Incronsed day by day untll more
than 40,000 applications had besn recelved up
to last nignt. The ofMoeers of the Honest Money
lLeagus were well nigh distracted yesterday
afternoon,

The telephone rang Incessantiy, The postman
brought stacks of letters contalning requests ror
sents, and the policeman at the door of the
leagne's oMoes kept back a mass of apolioants.

But all the efforts were useless, One-hall of
the seats were first glven to the laboring wmen,
Tlhie remainder were given out according to pri.
ority of application,

Mr. Cockran arrived in tha elly at 5 o'clock
this evening over the Pennsylvania road and
went to the houss of Josepn Lelter, whose guest
be will be during his stay. He rested until time
to go to the Auditorium, recelving but a few of
the oMclals and members of the Honest Money
League,

It was a fow minutes after 8 o'clock when he

was escorted by Mr, Lelter and ex-Judge Wil-

liam A. Vibcent Into the Auditorium. He waa

recognized at onee, and the audience arose al-

most to & man tocheer him. He bowed repeat-

adly in response to the applause before ho sat
own,

Judge Vineent made a brief speech of Intro-
duetion In which he prophesied the certaln vie-
tory of sound money, and aliuded to Llis speaker
of the evening as the foremost American orator
and the stanchest of sound-money champlons,

When Mr. Cockran arose and ndvanced to the
fontlighta the cheering was renewed, and for
soveral minutes he was unaole to Pmeed. He
waa not In good voles and showed slgnaof weak-
ness, but tis soon hiad the crowd with him, and
was loterrupted frequently with outbursts of
applause.
