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TUB FIllST EFFECT OF FEES HltTKB,

The cheerfulness which has rjerVadod Wall
Street ever since gold began to come from
Europe, and which was heightened by the re-

sult of the Vermont election, received a little
chill last Thursday from the raising nf the
Bank of England's rate of discount nnd from
the suspension of the New Orleans banks. It is
feared that tho imports of gold will now cease
and that tho example ot the New Orleans banks
may possibly be followed by those ot other
Western and Southern cities. Htlll, no great
depression has taken place In tho stock market,
which Is sustained by tho almost universal

that the sllvorlles will be defeated
at tho November election, and that thereafter
a new era of prosperity for tbe country will
begin. Whether this conviction is Justified by
facts Is another matter. The battletleld Is not
In this neighborhood, but lb Indiana. Illinois,
and Kentucky, and without a knowledge of the
predominant sentiment ot the voters of those
States no forecast ot their notion Is trustworthy.

Great reliance Is placed upon the making ot
speeches and the distributing of documents be-

tween now nnd election day in producing a ma-
jority against silver, hut the efllcacy ot these
agencies is doubtful. Men who want troa silver
In order to pay their debts with dollars worth
only one-hal- f as much as tho dollars they prom-

ised tn pay, are simply dishonest rascals upon
whom argument Is wasted, and it Is equally
In vain to reason with men who are silly onough
to bolleVe that doubling prleos all round will
add to their wealth. The molt that can bo
hoped for Is to strengthen tbe w averlng. who are
now on the right side, and to bring over to It the
hesitating, who halt between two opinions. The
tingle question for the voter to decldo is
whether he wants the present dollar out In two
or whether he wants tn retain It as It Is. Kvery-tbln- g

else Is superfluous and embarrassing.
The one great toplo dwelt upon by Mr. llryan

In his speeches, nnd by the orators and tho
newspapers which support htm. Is the low prices
ot agricultural commodities under tho present
gold standard and the higher prices which will
prevail under free silver. Not a word Is said on
behalf of the earners of wages and salaries, and
how thoy are to get an Increase of earnings to
compensate them for tho Increase In thotr liv-
ing expenses when the prlcesof everything they
eat, drink, and wear are nearly doubled, as they
would be when measured In silver. It Is,
Indeed, promised that In the remote fu-

ture, after the rise In prices has bad
time to stimulate production, wages will
be raised to meet an increased demand for
labor, but this is a promise for the fulfilment
of which no guarantee Is given. Nor is it ex-

plained to the agriculturist how he will profit
by getting double prices for his produce, when
he will at tho same time have to pay double
prices for all the commodities he buys. In
short, the "arguments" of tho sllverltcs are
lies and evasions, eked out by tho abuse of
every one who has boon industrious and thrifty
enough to accumulate a little property. They
aro addressed, not to men's reason, but to their
meanest passions, and no reasoning will avail
to counteract their Influence,

Nevertheless, It is an entertaining, if not a
useful exercise of the Intellect to set forth as a
warning tbe probable effect of tbe free and
unllmltedcolnageofsllvor.it It ever should bo
tho misfortune of this country to bo afflicted
with it. Tbe ellrorlte are not all agreed tn
their views of the matter. Mr. Bryan has sev-
eral times sold In the same speech that the sli-

ver dollar, under unlimited coinage, would bo
equal In value to tho gold dollar, as the
present limited coinage dollar Is, and, also, that
prices measured by It would rise. These two
assertions, evidently, cannot both bo true except
upon tbe wild assumption that the value of
gold would decline by reason ot the addition to
the currency of an additional amount ot silver.
This amount, nowever, other sllverltcs assert,
would be very small, and. In any event, unless
It displaced gold the world aver it could not
diminish the valbe of that metal.

On the other hand, some of tho defenders of
gold maintain that the unlimited coinage of
sliver would Instantly drive gold out of use,
and make bf it mere merchandise, like tin, lead,
copper, and Iron. Hence they predict that tho
first effect of the measure would be a sudden
and violent contraction of the currency, and a
fall Instead of a rise In prices. They estimate
the amount of gold In circulation among us to
be $600,000,000. and the Immediate withdrawal
of this amount, they say, would create a vacuum
which It would take a long time for silver to fill,
especially as the silver dollar, being only of halt
the value of tbe gold dollar, would go only half
as far In performing the function of money.

Against this view, however. It may be urged,
first, that tbe estimate of the gold In circulation
In this country at SSOO.000.000 Is a mere esti-
mate, which has never been verified by actual
count. It Is made by guessing at the amount of
gold wblch was in tbe country at the data of the
resumption of specie payments. Jan. 1, 1S70,
and by adding to it, from year to year, the sur-

plus product of our mines and the excess ot
imports over the exports of the metal. Tho
roam for errors In this mode of computation Is
very great, so that the result is far from belnr
unimpeachable. The latest report of tbe Comp-

troller of tbe Currenoy gives the amount of
gold In the banks. State as well as national, at
S160.000.000, and adding to this the 1

In the Treasury, makes a total of (380.-000.00- 0.

Calling this visible stock even 0,

leaves $300,000,000 to be accounted
for, out of tbe supposed 3000,000,000, and that
so large a sum Is In people's pockets and In the
money drawers of shop keepers Is not for a mo-me-

to be believed. In California and In other
mining Slates possibly $26,000,000 may be em-
ployed In daily transactions, but tbe remaining
$'.75,000,000. It It exists at all, Is hoarded In
private depositories and forms no part of tbe
currency. Supposing, therefore, the free coin-
age ot silver to be actually begun, the only gold
which It would displace would be tho $'.10,000,.
000 In California and elsewhere, and as this re-

sisted theattnek of greenbacks during the war
and afterward. It would resist that of silver
now. As to tne gold In the Treasury, It would
be criminal folly In any Secretary of the Treas-
ury to pay It out at par when It was worth a pre-

mium, and the banks could not be compelled to
part with a single dollar of It, Tliey would keep
It as they did In suspension times, as a part of
their reserve and loan upon It accordingly.

On this point the experience of the country
from Jan. 1. 180-.'-

. to Jan. 1, 1870. Is conclusive.
On Jan. 1. lHtlV'. when the banks of this city
suspended specie payments, they bad tn their
vaults $'.'n.U8S.H00 In gold. By Feb. 1 the
nmouht had Increased to$St,470,500, and there-
after It went on Increasing, until by Nov. 1 It
had become $30,348,000, During 1H03 It fluc-

tuated between $37,000,000 and $'.'3,000,000.
and stood on Jan. 1, 1804, at JVO.101,000. Then
It began to decline, and wss at times as low as
8S.OOII.000, being replaced by legal tenders, but
all tbe while It waa reckoned, together with tho
legal tenders on hand, as part of the banks' re-

serves, and served to maintain their loans and
discounts. When specie payments were re-

sumed on Jan. 1,1870, It was about $40,000,000,
and by the end of the year It became nearly
doit bio Hint sum.

A similar result may therefore be confidently
expected In the event ot a transition to tho
stiver standard. Although gold would go tn a
premium corresponding to Its value In the de-

preciated dollars, the stock of the metal held by
the banks would be retained by tbem until they
ronld exchange it advantageously for sliver.
At no time, therefore, would the unlimited coin-
age nf silver rauss arontractlon of bank credits,
but, since, when the banks began to sell their
gold they would get two silver dollars for every
one In gold, thorn credits would be expanded.
This was what happened In 1803 and the fol-

lowing J earn. The bank loans as well as the
currency wero Increased, the prices of all kinds
of merchandise nnd property rose by leaps and
bounds, to the great profit of speculators In
them, and general financial exhilaration pre-
vailed. It bat been suggested thnt this inflation
by menus of unlimited silver coinage would
he retarded by the pb steal difficulty
of turning out silver dollars from the mints
nt n rapid rate, hut It must lie remembered that
tinder thu present law governing the coinage of
geld, coin Is returned for the bullion deposited
out of the stock In tbe Treasnry at soon as the
bullion Is weighed and assayed, so as to ascer-
tain Its coining volus. Applying the same law

to silver, tho Treasury could turn out the $380.-000,0-

In silver, wblch It now holds In Its
vaults, as soon St the sliver bullion deposited for
coinage could hn weighed and assayed, and
thereafter the Mint could coin the bullion at Its
leisure. Besides this, asllverlte Congrets, backed
by asllverlte President, would be sure to pro-

vide that sliver certificates should bs Issued, at
once, against deposits of silver bullion, without
going through the useless labor of counting out
the dollars and taking thsm back again,

Tho unlimited coinage ot silver, therefore,
after It actually began, would produce not a
contraction but an Inflation of the currency,
and would set tn motion a speculation for a rise
in all kinds of property except securities pay-
able In currency. The real mischief of the
measure would show Itself tn the Interval be-

tween the election ot Bryan and the Inaugura-
tion of a sllverlto administration. As soon as
Itbecamo certain that after the 4th of March,
1807, the dollar would be depreciated to the
level of Its bullion value in sliver, every man
holding dollars or entitled to recelvo them
would hasten lo exchange them for gold
pr for real estate or for some kind
ot property which would be easily and
safely kept until the rite In priors from tho
substitution of the silver for the gold standard
took effect. Bank deposits would be drawn
upon, tho collection of mortgages and other
debts would be pressed, the creation of new
debts would be impossible, and a financial chaos
would be the result. Already we have

of such a catastrophe tn the hoard-
ing of gold and tn the depression ot business
produced by fear of a sllverlto success in No-

vember. Should the fear prove to be well
grounded the present evil would be Intensified,
and., there Is no estimating the destruction ot
values that would ensue.
