These figures give an Idea of the astonishing
work of Incorporation that has been going on

lines about tho beginning of Julr. when, under
the advice of counsel, clubs were formed to

evade the Raines law as a matter of fact. al.
thouch thepurposesof organhtatlou wereusuallr
stated to be social. The early clubs were Incor-

porated by lawyers, but subsequently notary
pubilo secured a larce amount of this business

t therato of $15 each. The scheme was quite
simple. Certificates for Incorporation, which
any ono can obtain from the low blank pub-llihe- rs

and any one can fill In. are endorsed In
duplicate by a Justlco of the Supreme
Court, and one copy Is filed with tho
County Clerk and another with tho Sec-rela-

of State. Most of tho saloon

keepers of the city have bsen solid-te- d

to take part In the organization of such
clubs so that they could sell on Sundays or tell
without a tax certificate. Although it Is said
that only an attorney has the right to present
the blanks to the court the business has passed
out of the control of attorneys. The reporter
examined many ot these papers yesterday and
found no name on tho back where an attorney's
name usually appears on law papers. But the
signing of such papers has usually been

on the Dart of the Judge, as there has
heretolore been no renson to suspect that the
clubs had anj other than normal purposes.

A ureat impetus to these Incorporations came
about ns the result of the test case against
Frank Schultr. whose saloon Is at 114 East
Thint street. In the lame meellnir room back
of his saloon the East Side Imperial Club had
established quarters soonnfter Its Incorporation
on July 10 last. 1 he club started in with elkhty-fou- r

members, chiefly people engaged on tbe
stage and in the orchestras. The large doors
comcctlng with the suloon were closed on

nights at midnight, and a large tee box
full of liquors was put In the club room.
The club appointed a steward, under
whose direction beer flowed profusely to
the music of the happy club members on
gundare. The Haines law people got alter
-- chultx. holding that tho meeting room was. In
lw part of tho iloon premises and that
sch'ultz had been guilty of unlawful exposure of
liquor". When arraigned before Magistrate
riammer be was discharged, the Judge holding
that he was not responsible for the conduct of
the club members as the meeting room was as
distinct from the saloon as it It had been up
stair. An effort wan then made to Indict
Schultz, but the Grand Jury refused to Indict.
Blnce that decision the membership of the club
has increased to ItiO.

In calling a halt to the free and easy work of
incorporation esterday Justice lteekman raised
only technical objections. It would have been
impossible for him to say anything against the
good faith of tbe application' from anything
which appear In the papers presented to him.
It may bate been that some of tbe clubs whose
applications he threw out were not intended to
help out Sunday thirsts, but he has made new
points for Incorporating. Concerning applicat-
ions which mrely put tho purpose of the club
a " social." "social amusement." "social and
literary" tbe Judge says tbe statement ot the
purposes U too indefinite, and falls to diclose a
reason for Incorporation or a purpose that could
not be secured without Incorporation. He
mates the time statement about the applicat-
ion of the " I'lndar Club of New York city."
whose purposes were lengthened Into "to pro-
mote the social and literary aspirations ot its
members."

The Liberty Bowling Club of New ork city
and the Calumet Social and Bowling Club each
wanted to be incorporated for "social interc-
ourse and the enjoyment of bowling." but the
Judge says be cannot see in tbe papers any
rttson for Incorporating them, and ran suppose

While formerly we would probably average one
application of this sort In a day we now have
ten. tweuty. and thirty applications and I am
looting more carefully Into the papers submitt-
ed."

On being asked if he understood that a large
part of the applications were made to evade the
Raines law. he said:

" I have no right to surmise that."
