Awmong them (s at least one
Ameriean born, and one or more are naturalised
Ameriean cltigens,

linvana despatches to the United States an.
pennee the arrest of & dogen more prominent
“tizens within the Iast week. These men,
peainst many of whom there Is but thie vagness
sisplelon, are now in the Cabafias dungeona,
We liear of no relensed “suspects,” but of the
deportntion of a dozen tw political prisons in
Afrien. Of all Spain’a politieal prisona, the
Unlmfins may be regarded as typleal, If not in-
dred superior In many ways to the African
atronebolids,

Taring my récent tour of westarn Cuda, and
wlille yet newly arrived, 1 visited the Morro
astle offenders and experlenced the firat shook
ot seeing human beings imprisoned in stone

Lnmibers whenen they had little hope of emerg.
fng. bater 1 wns able to spend an entire
~anday In the Cabafins and to make a close
study of s occupants anid their condition,

The eapacity of the elght habitable ealabozos
of this fortifieation Is about 200, This would
ghe twenty-five Inmates 1o a chamber and
crowd them elosely. If two or three of the eight
chambers bs used for solitary confinement,
{rcomupniendos, or caprilla (chapol for those about
to be put to death), the remainlog flve oraix
must be still more closely packed. The width
of the ealabozns, whicn on the outside aAppears to
be some twenty feot, s conalderably loss Inside,
nwing to the extremely thick walls which sepn-
rate them, The chambers run back some dis-
tanee, and, | am told, bave each & small, high-
ap window at the rear. The depth might be 30
to 40 fest. The total number of inmates is
never less than 200, and, as a consequence, the
cells nrs constantly crowded, Each calabozo i
turnished with a rough table, rongh benches,
sqtare tins for drinking water, and ons large
brcket or barrel which is emptied twice a day.
The men mar furnish thelr own bammocks or
sleen on the stons foor,

Nothing more lielpiors ar hopeless can be im-
agined than the condition of these belngn, whose
“limbs are rusted with a vile repose:™ yet,
thatks to the sanguine Latin temperament and
the stnieal Cubaa quality of resignatlon, shigh
s entirely different from submission, they are
all hopefal beyond belief.

The situation of the Cabafins, which should
be well known to Americans by this time, Is on
the highest gronnd of the highland acrosa the
bay from Havana, and about a quartar of a mile
sontheast of Morro Castle. To reach it from
Havrana one pays areal or 80 to A Spanish boat-
man at the Caballeria whart to ferry him—It is
ashort sall over—to what is called Uns=a Blanca,
a cluster of stores and houses, whenee thera ia n
Jong cllmb up the zigzag road to the fortifica-
tions, This =xigzag opath, stone stadded,
anedsheltered, fower and shrab bordered,
fs an lmumactlate Index of the prison atmos-
phere 8o far sa rigid seratiny of wvisitors is
concernel. At every LUrn one meets & sentry
era pair and is balted for inspection. Visitors
who are relatives or friends of the prisoners are
permitted to enter the Cabafins during certaln
kours on Wednesdays snd Sandays. By &
v'elock the court must be clear. This permis-
slon | an noderstood one. without pass or
aight else than the sontries’ scrutiny of every

arrival and a brief conversatiopal test to dis-
cover if he 1s a native or Spanish subject. Itls
agrulzed permission naturally, and not one
*liat woald enconrage Information seckers. An
wrlloarsy American of nerve and nonchalance,
if hespoie Spanish well, might run the gaunt-
let: for an Amerlican Consul or other prominent
terson it would te out of the qonestion.

Atthe timel spent my Sunday there they
wern beginning to enforce s more rigorons pro-
hilitlon of foreigners, and [ have nodounbl that
Imight have been turned back, or requested to
lenre the conrt or even detalned for examina-
tlan, but for my sex, which protected me as the
piesible forelgon-born wife of a prisoner.

Tue zigeag ruad, afier one hog climbed to the
jast sharp turn of ts steepish nscent, leads
througlia dim entrance passage of forty feet or
1 lnto the narrow, quadrangular prison couort
formed by the calabozos and the opposite cuartel
wall. At the head of ashort flight of steps
Irading up into this court are guards and sen-
tries, & stern and eritical group, who sxamine
any parcel or bundle brought by relatives of the
prisoners, staking out the clean clothing

and  prodding 1t with bayonets. After
thesa ruud. are passed the visltor finds
Limsell in the centre of a quad lar court

it a square forined by the wall of the opposite
cuartal and bigh fences at the laft and right, in
which nre gates presided over by santries, who
opeti mod close them in fun sllence mnd
with & certaln awe-compelilng solemulty of
matlon. The cuartel windows, which face the
calabozos, are usually full of soldiers, who em-
ploy their leisure in commenting with marked
frankness on the appoarance of the Cuban wo-
men and T'h wiio compose the majority of the
visitora. In the court, betwean these window
Are lentr{ boxes, also facing the cells, for use o
the guards when [t raine. The calabozos thewm-
seives, four on ench side of the two fences, have
each a door and & window of buge iron bars, the
Haln difference beink that the door may be
b{_ﬁhﬂl for the carrying In of food and water.
When this takes Flato there is always afilo of

Shertly after the codw had been marched out
anoiher flle of soldiers appeared. Two of them
onrrie] water tina of fllthy appearance, the
others thelr gans. Freah water was taken ihto
each calabozo in turn and the cell barrel bronght
out and bornaoff through the court—the soldiera
mrrgln it on a stick run tlrough the handle.
Of the drinking water ] had had personal ex-
perience, drinkiug 1t in Havana with my teeth
shut tight against wrigg!ing wormas and germas
that required no magnifylog giass. After this
operation the prisoners returned to the®barred
doors and windows—many of them smok.
Ing the cigaretiea the kind-hearted wormen
had broaght them—some of them too
fll to more than drag thelr wearyr limba,
Back In the shadow of the Interior sick men
1ay in their hammocks, dumbly patient, some of
them oblivious to time and place, It was a day
of extreme heat. but the wina that is the salva-
tion of Havana blew stronely even In the fortl-
fication close. Bat it blew the Inoss sand of the
court into the calabozos and blinded the men
lonking ont, and choked thelr noatrils and
thruats and maide new misory for them.

It ta an Infant that ls “‘lost, strayed, or
Stolan™ 1n the mosical comedy at the Fifth
Avenues Theatrs, At the beginning of the play
the olilld {s ready to be christaned. The fatler,
the mother, and grandmothor have cliosen
ench a godfather. This supsrfiulty of spon-
porn Is mecompanled by a sudden scarcity of
baby, for the little one 1s missinge when the
time comen for the ceromony. The nurseinaid
has intrustad it to the armn of a soldler, and he
lins dlsappoared with it. A search ensues.
The notion, which has beagun in the Aower shop
of the parents, passes toa military barrack,
thence to & prima donna's boudoir, and finnily
to the Luxembom:sy Gardens, the searchers
fnfling in oach pince to fAnd the child, which
has meanwhile fallen Into the eafe hands of
somo poor relntlons, and bean duly baptired,
Hut the baby hunters do not fare so pilacldly.
They got Inton succession of misadventures,
such as the Parlsian playwrighta are exper: In
inventlng, This {8 a verslon of a French plece,
and Is the first oMering by Miner & Hrooks, the
new producing flrm of managers, They have
bheen liberal, tasteful, and careful abont It
The English wording 1s by J. Cheever Good*
win, and the muslc by Weolson Morss. A
eapable company has been drilled thoroughly
by Ben Teal, The four scenes have bean palnt-
ed nteractively by Walter Burridge. !

The net result of these efforta is An uncom-
mouly happy entertainment. Its construction
is odd in the fact that each act is, in & measure,
independent, adding npew characters and
pomuething of m separaie story for them,
Hy mcans of that scheme the theme
of the 1lost baby Is mot worn out. The
father and the godfathers Intrude among sol-
diars at the barrack in the sscond act, and are
eompelied to figure as raw recrolts, They pur-
pue thelr clues to the missing child into the
prima donoa's home In the third nct, and thers
fall into difMculties throogh the furlous jeal-
ousy of oneof her lovers and the surreptitious
presence of another. They are compelled
to work nsn mason, a clockmaker, and a hale-
dresser, in order to account for belng there. Tt
went hard with them, too, In the garden of the
last mct, and untll the lnfaot was finally re-
stored. They made a vaat deal of fun, and no
andience hns Inughed louder or longer in New
York thus season,

The four comediann whose riles ran cloar
through the plece, Messrs, Harrison, Kennedy
Horbert, and Hronke, were nsaisted by relays of
actors aml  actreases. Leorgia Uaine wan
the atage wmiren, and her lovers were
tieorge qihr:nn and Cyril Scott, a talent-
el trio, mod in that scens A company of
Spanish dancers and mandolin players was a
passing diversion. Fannis Bolkley, a pleasing
diébutants who saneg well, was a godmother in
the tirst and final eplaodes only. Hose Heaudet
was emplnrld briefly ns m nurse, and lrene
Verona still more incidentally as a mald. Thus
ramencas was avolded, and things wers kept
moving briskly, Som-lhln'f auitable was as-
slgned to every ytodo, The gredter number
o?lhﬂnth\nn wors worth doing wnd were wall
dony, The piay would probably have heen nc-
ceptable if ncted merely ana farcleal comedr,
s Mr. Goodwin had preserved all the fun of
character and situstion; and, with the lively
music of Mr. Morse, with the dancing by stage-
tuls of women, and with oncommonly ornate
embelllshment, It constituted & complex sort uf
big success.

Two aqulte forceless nrtresses, Annlw Rus-
sell and Mand Adams, are distinguisbiog them-
seives In current plays. Miss Hussell is the
leroine of **Sue™ at Hoyt's. The girl whom she
reprosents Is nne of those creatures of Western
borderland whom Bret Harte 1s fond of. and
whom he rec ds very fully to tho
hilgh regard nf the readers of his storles. She
{s ehlldish in Ler Ignorance of men, and her
eonduct with several of them 1s singular.
Slie I3 fascinated atthe sight of n handsome
clreus athlete In spangled tights, and literally
throws herself at him. Of enaree, It ie the
gullelers face, vthereal figure, and gentle ways
of the actress, and not her mimetic skill, that
ennble her to make such agirl step out of priot
anto the stace without Imeurring ridicule, and
yet Miss Russell is to be pralsed for a niosty
of art which stops lier Just short of being ridle-
ulous, and kecpe her in the tender regard of
the andience.

In recalling the asting of ""Rosemary’’ at the
Empire. the most vivia {mpression that arises
from the reminlscence la embodied In AMaud
Adnme's performance of the herolne. Derothy
(rutshank. The yusininess and charm seem
to coms from the atmosphere of the p!.nf)-, orys.
