SOUND TALK TO DRUMMERS

JIRYAltlHtt JUHSBOTKJ AT THEIR
XOOtfDAT MKETISO.

Freeman Ilnddta Rlaalaa taeOO-een- t Dollar
Proposition Why Cnntcreaamaa Iayae
Advoaatsa Jlryan'a Eig neherne Yooaa:

Yesterday's was the roost successful of tha
noonday meeting held by the Commercial
Travellers' Sound Money League at Broadway
nnd Prince street. The drummers Invited the
clothiers', haberdashora', and cloak tradea to b
present to hear addresses by Freeman E, Hud-
dle, one of the best known men In the bualneaa
section: Congressman Sereno K. Payne of tha
llouso Ways and Mean Committee, and Samuel
J. Randall. Col. John II. lllack Introduced Mr.
Meyer Jonasson, the clonk manufacturer, as
Chairman of the meeting. Mr. Jonasson made
a brief address as he called upon Mr. Huddle.
It was evident from the cheers for Mr. Payne
that the vast audience was familiar with hla
eloquence and eager to hear him. Mr. Huddlo
and Mr. Randall were also warmly received
Mr. Huddle aald In part:

"The capitalist and the banker, whose unin-
vested wealth lies idle In their vaults, drawing
neither Interest nor dividends, are no more In
tha position of their choice than Is the working-ma- n

whoso hands are nervously folded across
hla knees. What will bring prosperity to them
will bring employment to labor, nnd when labor
Is employed at remunerative wages the farmer
never seek In vain for a protltnblo market.
Whenever capital Is threatened or throttled the
wheels of Industry cease to revolve and the
worklngman's opportunity and the farmer'
market are gone.

"Capital, labor, and agriculture are essential
parts of n harmonious wholo aa are the root,
the atom, and tho ripened grain of the farmer's
harvest- - Capital la the germ that, planted In
tho human earth, takes root and sends forth
tho tender stnlk that nourishes tho grain at Its
summit and turns It Into gold. Labor 1 tha
root, agriculture the stem, and profit for all the
fruitage of the process, no part of which can be
omitted without destruction to the plant.

"Who Is willing to lond or Invest a dollar
worth 100 cent while even a possibility exist
that only S3 cents will be repaid. What farmer
will not hoard his grain If there Is a prospect
thnt there will be a rise In price? Has ho a
right to complain of the capitalist refusing to
risk being robbed of half he haa? The gold
standard has not parallzed the hand of labor or
bereft tbo farmer's market of profit: but tho
threat of a dishonest silver stnndnrd has. Tha
fact that the bullion valtio of sliver has
fallen almost fifty per cent. In ten years, and
almost twelve per cent, since Rryan was nom-
inated, shows bow difficult It Is tn fix a ratio
that will last even n decade, nnd explains the
reluctance of other nations to Join In such an
attempt.

That liopo Is now gone I believe In
tho old Roman mnxlm thnt "wlintovcr one
thinks of tho republic, lot It bo written un hi
forehead," nnd I nm prepared to glvo my vlens
nnd define my position. Of courso, I do not
bcllovo In tho free and unlimited coinage of
sllvor a proposed In the Chicago plntfoim,
bat that pnrt of tho platform is by no mean
Its worst rcntiiro.

"One of tho best things President CIc eland
ever did wns to put down the Chicago riot.
Ho was Interfered with and opposed at that
tlmo by tho men who wore prominent In the
Chicago Comentlon, and tho Chlc.igi plat-
form in effect denounces t!io President for that
net, nnd Indirectly, but none the loss effective-
ly, encourages rloturs. Tho effort to strip the
courts of our country of ono of their iir'nclpal
wenpons In pioxcntlng diturdur and wrong la
another step In tho pamo direction.
