It Is not very often that a hotel bsat can
traval so far among the big hotels In this aity s
dld Oscar Wohifeld, s dapper littls man, wear
ing gold-rimmed eyeglasses, who was eaught at
hin gameo of hotel beating In the Park Avenus
on Tuesday afternaon. Wohifeld was arralgned
io the Jefferson Market Polios Court vestarday
morning, and Hotel Detective Fitepatrick ap-
penred ngainst him. There were several of his
other viciimn in court preparsd to make coms
plaint agaloat him lest the Park Avenas case
ahould not hold, but he was commitind in 8800
ball for trial on this charge and the others de-
partod satisfied,

For two montha past Waeh!feld has been Iiv.
ing at the big liotels, remalbing only abont a
week In sach, a0 that hin bill would not avouma.
Inte to such sn amount that the managers of
tho hoteln would think it worth the troubla of
having him arrested, or of even notifylng the
botel men's asmoclation, which takes summary
action in the cases of hotel beats and spreads
the alarm through the hotela that a profesalonal
i around.

The sole reason that those hotel keepers who
were “done” hy Wollfeld remained quiet about
. It wan apparently hacausre Lhey were willlng to
lose the amount of money which ho stuck them
for rather than go to the trouble of prosecuting
him, mnd thelr sensitivensas aa to acknowledg-
Ing that they Liad boon swindled served as an
additional preventive to making the matter
publle. Wahlfeld took advantags of this and
continned to liva on the fat of thoe land at the
expense of the hotel kespers. Hothundeveloped
from a fermer nmall olothing manufacturer
fnto & profesaional hotel heat.
