"QUEER SHOVKHS" CAUGHT

TROT.I.ET CAR COXDVCTORS T IILED
TOR I'AHSINO COVXTERFXIIX.

Secret Hervlen Acenln Arrest Two Men In
Brooklyn Who, Thev Hay, Were In n
Conspiracy tn Distribute llosns Nickels
nnd Other Coins More Arrests, Pcrhups,

The Secret Sen Ico Department, which has for
a week boen Investigating the counterfeiting
don found by the East Twenty-secon- d street po-

lice, arrested yesterday James It. Guffln and
Joseph II. Casey, two trolloy car conductors on
the Nassau electric lino In Brooklyn, for distrib-
uting counterfeit nickels. Tho officers of the
department bolleie thni tho biggest distribut-
ing agency for the counterfeiters was a secret
ring among the trolley car conductors.

The den of tho counterfeiters In New York
was a back room on the top floor of a lodging
house at 223 East Twenty-thir- d street. Polio o
Captain Smith heard something about the den
and set three detectives to watch It, with tha
result that William Knapp, 24 yoars old, known
as " Mustang Jact." his wife Lottie, 10 years
old. a variety actress, and Thomas Fngan. 23
years old, were arrested. The Knapps were
caught last Saturday and Fagan on Tuesday.
They were arraigned beforo United States Com-
missioner Shields, and tho men committed to
the Ludlow street Jail and tho woman sent to
tho House of Detention as a witness.

From the number of moulds found In the
counterfeiting den and tho fact that a large
number of nickels wero found there, tho secret
service officials, who took up tbecaie as soon as
they were Informed of It by the police, sur-
mised that a big distributing agency was In tho
conspiracy with the counterfeiters. Tbe de-
partment had received several complaints from
Urouklyn from persons who hnd received coun-
terfeit small coin, and several agents were sent
over lo Investigate.

There seemed to be more counterfeit nickels
thnn anything else, and the agents concluded
that the men passing the counterfeit coin were
conductors on the trolley roads. It was an easy
matter for them to do this, as n passenger who
receives a nickel In change usually docs not
stop to examine It lery closely.

Tlio agents travelled up and donn the various
trolley roads offering dimes ln payment of their
fares so that thev would rccclvo nickels In
change. It wns difficult to locate the conspira-
tors, as they usually passed their "uueer"
money on women, finding them less likely to
examlno their change as closely ns men. Tho
counterfeiters wero finally located on the.Marcy
and Rogers avenuo division of tho Nassau load.
Oneof tho ngenta who changed his taotlcs and
offered dollar bills for fares got a bad half
dollar.

Then all the agents wero set to work on this
branch of tho road. On llln had car 81 on this
road. Ho Is married nnil has ono child. He
Mies ln Crescent avenue ln Hrooklyn. Ho
passed seieral bad coins on an ngetit, and was
watched until he quitted his car at Cansrsle at
1 o'clock on Wednesday morning. Then ho wna
arrettod. Tho secret service man found $32 In
bad coin In his poscsilon.

Casey had car 145 on tho snme road. Ho la
also married, and hns four children living In
Nostrnnd aienue. Hrooklyn. Henasalso pass-
ing counterfeit quartern and half dollars, the
detectives say. He was arrested at 5:40 o'clock
on Thursda; nfternoon. and n hen searched Sd
In bad money was fouud In his pockets. Roth
men kept their own counsel when arrested, and
although the detectives believed that there
were many more distributers It was decided
to give up tbo searcn for them, as
tho news of the arrest of tho two conductors
was soon spread among the others, and the hope
of catching others wns regarded as hopeless.
The "queer shovers" usually worked during
the ruth hours, and are supposed to haie been
doing business forn month or six weeks. It Is
estimated that they averaged $10 a day at tbe
business.

The coin used generally and that found on
Gullln and Casey was compared with that
seized at Knapp's den. and was found to be of
the same make. The conductors were arraigned
before United States Commissioner Henedlct ln
Rrooklvn and committed to Jail indefaultof
$5 000 ball each.

The Secret Service Department has reason to
belleie that the passlnir of the counterfeit coins
extended over a wide area, and It is supposed
that the trolley conductors In Hrooklyn wero
not the only distributing agents. They are still
at work, and may make another round-u- p at
am time.

The man Fagan who was arrested an Tuesday
disclaims any connection with Knapp. but
Knapp's wife Is said tn have confessed and Im-
plicated Fngan. He talked about starting a mill
lor tnnktng bad money In Ireland, but was
afraid the English authorities would arrest him
for being a Fenian If ho was caught. He was
nrralgned before Commissioner Shields late
yesterday afternoon, hut tils examination was
adjourned until Tueida). The Commissioner
offered to assign him a law)er If he was unable
tostcure one. At first he declined the offer,
sa) Urn he was colng to plead his own case, but
later changed his mind and accepted tho Com-
missioner's oiler.

MEAT HE SOLD XOT KOSHER.

An East Hide Batcher Accused orChentlner
Ills Customers.

Acting under Instructions from the Butchers'
Benevolent Association, composed of Hebrew
meat dealers. Lawyers Gustav 8. Drachman
and Frederick B. House have commenced pro-
ceedings to determlno the legal status of the
Hebrew religious ceremony attending the
slaughtering of cattle. In tbe Essex Market
Court yesterda) Magistrate Rrann Issued a sum-
mons, returnable on Monday.for D. Rosenberg, a
butcher at 117 Hester street, on tho representa-
tion that he was selling meat under false pre-
tences.

Tbo meat used by the strictly orthodox
Hebrews Is known as "kosher" and, to be recog-
nized as such, must bear tne seal of tbe rabbi
who Is delegated to kill cattle according to the
Jewish rites. Mrs. Lena Goldberg is the com-
plainant ngalnst Rosenberg. She was employed
ns a cook In the houso of an east side Jewish
family, and on a recent occasion purchased
llft).two pounds of meat from Rosenberg. Sho
raid that ths meat was prepared for a banquet,
and that, after discovering that It was not
kosher, she was obliged to throw It away. She
says that Rosenberg has a sign In his window
announcing tltat ho sells nothing but kosher
meat, and that he represented his meat as
kosher to her.

lawyer Ilracham says that ordinary meat has
been sold throughout the city under ths gulso
of kosher nnd that the dlsroiery of the practice
has wounded the feelings of many sensitive
orthodox Hebrews, He says that tbe kosher
meat costs moro than tho other kind and that
certain butchers haie made lots of money by
tho deception.

This Is the first time that tho courts have
been colled upon to decide this question. Some
time aeo It was pro; oed to have a law passed
protecting tbe rabbinical seal In the same way
as trade marks aro recognized bylaw. At that
time doubts ns to the const'tutlonallt) of such
a law nere raised. A number of rabbis will ap-
pear as wltnessea In tho Rosenberg case.

RETIRES FROM HIS RISHOPRIC.
Bishop Curtis of Wllmlneton Asked to Go

Back to Pnrlsh Work,
IlALTiMoltr, Sept. 25. The Catholic Bishops

of the province of Baltimore havo selected the
names of three priests, which, with three
selected by the priests of tbe dloceso of Wil-
mington, will be rent to Rome. From tho six
names a successor to Bishop Curtis of Wilming-
ton niny bo chosen.

Bishop Curtis wrote to Rome asking to be
relloieil of the cares of his diocese, and on
Jul) -.- 1 tt was made public that ho had received
n letter from tbe Pope granting his request.
Dlsliop Curtis found tbe duties of the office too
laborious.

Tho Rlshop was averse from tho first to
a mitre, and It was said at that tlmo

that he would only retain the position ten years,
when he would ask the Pope to rellsie him In
order that ho might bocomo again a parish
priest. He hssalwaj had a strong love for the
work of a priest, nnd. while holding the exalted
office, would frequently take the place of some
priest In pnilth work.

It Is belieied that the Rev. C. F. Thomas,
rector of tho cathedral. Is Cardinal Glbbons's
choice for the sucrcssorshln to Rlshop Curtis,
and It Is thought he will be chosen. Bishop
Curtis. In that oient, would probably succeed
Father Thomas as rector of tho cathedral.
