In “The Snakes Found Within Fifty Miles of
New York City " (author's edition from the pro-
cesdiogs of the Linnean Soclety) Mr. K. 1., Dit-
mars of the American Masvum of Natural His-
tory has given descriptions of all the snakes
definitely known te live within the clrcle men.
tloned In the title of hils work., Although the
sclentific terms are commonly used, the descrip.
tions are pinin enough to enable & person of or-
dinary educat!on to ldentify each kind of snake
readily. According to Mr. Ditmars, there aro
two families of suakes in this region, the Coln-
bridm aud the Crotatlilin. All of the first-named
family found herealionts have the plates under
the taiis divided, and the eyes havea round
pupnil. This is worth knowlag, because all of
these anakes are harmless, while some of them
are really worth money to auy agriculturist,
In the famlily Crotalldm asre found but two
specles of snnkes—the copperhesd and the
banded rattler, and both of these have slnglo
plates under the tall, and the pupils in the eyen
are elliptienl, Any snske showlng these pecu-
Haritiens in this reglon s venomous, There ure
thirtesn differontapecles of the harmless ennkes,
of which the mllksnake ls especlally com-
mended to conslderation, because Le Is o
mouser of superior powers and capucity, Threo
kinds of blacksnakes sre also mentloned ns
mousers, but the white-throated blackenake ls
u notorious bird killer, and will therefore meet
with no favor at the hands of those who love
wild songsters. An examination of this little
pamphlet Is Lkely to nvercome romething of the
common prejudice against sunkes, but a full
and sympnthictic story of thelife habits of these
roptiles is yet to be writien,

*The Crowd — A Study of the Popular Mind,"
by Gustay Le Hou (Macmilian), is a skilful aud
scholarly analysis of that subtle and eluslve
force latent In wll popular assemuplies; a foree
which, though the resultant of the combins-
tlon of numberless Individual idess, Is o lself
distinet and different frow them, The author
wisely contines limself o the voling and con-
slderation of the plenomenn, sdmitting the
faot that au sttempt o treat the subjoot from
a purely scientific stundpelnt would lnvolve him
in the mazes of obacuriLy.

tion Ia, as & rule, premwature, for bubind the
phenomens whicli wo reo eloarly aro other plie-
nomena that we teo ludistinotly, nud perbaps
bobind these latier othiers thut we do not seo st
all."

HOW THE SATELLITE LOST B8 MEN,
Aa Account of the Aceident to the War
Hhip's Dingy In Datch Harbor,

Yierona, B ¢, Oot. 2,—Full partioulars of
the aeccldent at Duteh Harbor, Ounalases,
which cost the Dritish navy the lives of Lieut.
Heyman and seven mombers of Lhe crew of tie
Satellite, are given in aletter froni one of Hey-
man's brother officers, bearing the date of Sept.
12, and recelved liere yesterday. The letier is in
part as follows:

*“While we lay at anchor in Dutch Ilarbor
two offlcers ifiret cluss) asked permission to
take tho dingy to go fishivg. They left the ship
bLetween  and 4 o'clock onu the afternoon of
Sout, 4. The wind was blowiiug steadlly then,
nud toward 0 o'clock It was freshening, and con.
titued so until the harbor represented bolllng
waters. Another anchior had been dropped

and steam was ralsed 1o assist the anch-
ors, but the engines were not reqguired.
Tho galley wna rent with a volunteer crew to
bLiring the petty oifleers an board, Flrst Lieut,
Heymnn was In charge, ntid he romchied the
dingy, which was left on the besch quite safe,
and the walley was subsequently sesn pulling
toward the sliip. Darkness was setting In very
fant, nuld severnl lghts wern placed In n posi-
tion for gubdanee of the wen In the bont, Toe
wind suddenly became so strong that (L was
fmipossihla for the boat to resch the ship, bhut
wo all thought alie had returned to the shore
and was sufo on the besol. Early text morn-
ing, however, only one man, Senman Hil, was
peen on shore, il Lhe culler was sent to bring
him off 10 the ship. He reported that when
the galley was turned to make for the land
agninshno was swamped and sank. Niue men
were in the bont, and elght of theuws were
drowned. Search bouis were sent out, and it
was fouiid that Hill's story was only wo true,
Tie bl w of Blake, an nole seaman, was recov.
ered, and his funeral took place oo the LoLh,"
