well:known ninntetir rlders has proven that the
Hacing Hoard has been Investigating the reo-
ords of some of the men closcly, and tho aus
pocted  ones, rathor than suffer a transe
fer. have voluntarily enterod the cashe-
prize ranks, An erstwhile prominent ama-
tour rider in  this wsectlon, who rocently
Juined the professionntls; Informod a HoN re-
porter that, although riding as au ametenr ail
thewenson, he waa in recelpt of n wookly salary of
£16 from & weli-known manufmctuter, and the
racing ofMelals were unatile to got any evidence
against him, try an they would, Thin Ia only
one man of mnuy who hns masgueraded as an
amatour while in reality n professional,

Riders who have had aceanion to use the ralle
roads for the transportation of thelr bleycles
this summer olaln that the careless bhandling
of bloyolea on aoine of the roads hns resulted in
the wreeking of agrest nuimber of wheels, A
womnh rider living M Hrooklyn shipped a bi-
eyole from Greycoort, In Orange county, to her
rosldence In Jirooklyn last week. Tha wheel
wos placed In the hands of the railroad em«
ployees lu perfoct condition, Lbut when delive
eted tho frame was dented In several places
as  though o hammer had been used,
the dress guard was torn  from the
ronr  wheel, and  the leather saddle so
scraped  and  torm A to make It une
fit for further use., The rider was unable to
securoany satisfaction for the damaged wheel,
the rallroad and expriss compnnles elalming
Ignorunee of any misuse nf the wheel In trans
portation. Throughout the sumter thore hns
been asuccession of simllar complaliits about
the transportation of bleycles, and It seems thas
thie best methad for bloyele ridera to adopt in
tending thelr wheels by express or checking
them on the railrounds to any distant polnt 1s ta
plage thom in o bieycle crate. Wlen a bleyele
Is purchased It [n always dellvered In
erate, and by keowving the wooden cover for
transportation purposes trouble with bleyeles

on rallronds can be avolled. 1tiders who have
ovension Lo use the raflrpnds a great deal elnim,

that [t In alwnys advissblo Lo remove the als,
lamp, and even the saddle from the wheel la
Intrusting It to the care of n bageage car. The

removil of the pharts causes some littls delay,
u:u. mlliu muterinlly in preventing accldents to s
cyclo,

Racing men clalm that the
mentings do not always pince the right men in
pusitioun at the finish, and ordingly riders
who are rightfully entitled £ ¢ prizes are de-
prived of them. In track rat’ng durlog the
preseut year thero laa besn evtdmuo' the
Judges becoming mixed at the tape in the se!
tion of the firat tive riders from among bune
of elght and sometimes of Lwelve men. nﬂlﬂo
ufflcinls claim that this vondition of affairs is
due to the present custom of placlug numbers

on the backs of thie racing men, which, s

Vhile the practice of placing the numbers on
they bscks of the men hns been customary for
urs, it ls ngreed that the ofticiais of the L. A
V., in order to permit the racing gudges to
follnw the riders better and select them oor-
rectly at the tape, should make It mmpuw
that racivg men wear their numbers on r
Arme. Such an innovatlion would be n wonder-
ful Improvement on the present racing eustoma.
Last week, in the ten-mile rond race held on the
Ocean Parkway in Hrooklyn bunches of ten®
and twenty riders finished together, and the
officinls found it utterly lmpossible to select the
men i thelr proper positions, The resnlt was &
great deal of guesswork in the award of posi-
tlons, and considerable grombling and ex-
pressions of {1l feeling among the racing men
whn competed. Numbers on the arins of the
riders similar to those in use by jockeys on the
ruce track secm Lo be what |s needed.

It is
uothing to o out v Hwerne Hill and see from
10,000 to 206 persons watcling a bicycie
mevt, and it 8 the same way st the Colford
track nud at tae race wmevtings held thronghout
France, I vinnk that the small gate at bieycle
meetings (i thils country is due to the large ad-
mission fen that is exnoted, odernte prices
sud large erowds go abirond, Then, again, yon
bave your programmes in this country too
lengthy. Our races, lncludingour trial anﬂnu
lieats, are slways over nt G o'clook, but then
we rarely over hold more than five events on
an witernoon’s progrumme,  ‘The aystem of
bringing the men to the tape for each race in
altogethier diiferont on the other aide. The
munngenient will tolerate no delays, It in the
duty of nn pssintant to the clerk of the course
to hiye thoe men out and ready to face the
atarter pa soon us the ollicials render a decisjon
inthe previous rnce. 1 notico here that delays
of ten and fifteen minnies oceur, bat we wounld
nout allow thie, Our managetuent, [ whink, is
wugerior, but the guality sud number of men
who race in this country in the finest and largest
1 hove ever seen.'

It 1s found that new competitive records are
now created ol rare intervals, This, 1t (s said,
is duo 1o the fact that the blg racing men pres
fer 1o engago in specinl record trinls ns the
rieturns for successful record nu-m‘rlsnm IATi0.
When manufacturers now send riders for reo-
ords, such trikls prove very cxponsive whether
rccesaful  or net. Ua the natlooal  elre
cait It has  been  the oustom  for sipgle
pacemakors  to got $I0  for half mlfn
wnd 15 for a  mile. This rate when
pail toa big lield of pneemnkers rans into large
amounts,  Vacemaking lina Loen so reinunern-
tive this yenr that riders owning some of the
Lig pucing miachines lLiave devoled their time
entirely 1o pneing riders in record trials, and
they hiave derived a good income from this
business. From now until early In November
gooll pacemukers will be at a premivm with
ridurs who wisili to try for records,
