fut ns the novelty wors off and the demon-
atratiotin continned with aninterrupted regn-
1arity, the loeal end of tham became & matter
of work. To do the work organization he
eame {mperative, and when ance it was com-
menced it was done thoroughly. First of all
thesn was formed s IaTge oftizena’ commities
liaving general supervision of tho work. The
duty of one sub-committes {s tosea that the
clty In kept properiy docorated, to look after
& the publio dlsplays, and tourgs renswnla upon
cltizens when flags and featoons and draperies
boenme weather-stained and tattersd. An.
other branoch of the comm|ttee sanumed for the
| whole eampalgn the daty of providing sultable
! % halls, beadguarters, and other aecommoda-
tlons for the visiting delogations. Another
stb-committen looks after finances, ntill an-
other after the proerammes for rod-letter days.
But the hard work and long-continned service
fall upon the escorts and recelving members,
They are divided into two branches—the Clti-
gona' Reception Committes and the Canton Es-

cort of Horsemen.

Tha Cltlzens' Hereptlion Committee Is & nu-
merous and representative body made up of
buslneas men, professinnal men, and men from
all walks of life. Fur the ordinary day the
Chalrman detalls half a dozen er more men
for duty. They ride to the railroad stations in
carriagos, moer the speakers and committees
ot the visitors, and find them seata in the car-
riages. Then the local committes takes s posl-

' tlon aliead of the delagation and walka to the
MoKlnley liome. As the nearcst station Is
half a mils and the furthest a mils and a anar-
ter from Major McKinley's realdence, the com-
mitieemen nre & pretty tired lot by the time
soveral delegntions have been recelved,

I When the lnwn is renched the local committes
ushers the vislting committess into the library.
Then, except to glve such Informatinn as may
be desired and now and then to send a notable
tn a carriage to some place he may desire to
yisit, the committee's work {s done. On days

The other branch of the i1eception service
was finally named the Canton Trnop, after the
Canton Cavalry, the Mounted Escort, snd nu-
meroua military titles had been nxperimented

s with for several weeks. It Iscomposed of a
bundred or more men who ride horseosack and
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woar oroad-hrimmed slouch hats and high-top
boote. They are organized on milltary lnes,
the officers ranging from Major down. Like
tte Reception Committes the troop Ie asalgned
in details for different statlons or divided for
duty on different days. Hat there Is a stand-
ing order that while a certain number shall do
duty for each delegation, all who can so ar-
range are to swell the column. From six to
fifty horsemon head each delegation. [t 1sthe
duty of the troop to meat ail visiting delega-
tlons at the station, seck out the chief marshal
and line officers and organize s parade, and
then to ride at lts hesd to the MeKinley home.
The orderly for the day. usually a vigorous
young musn In full military uniform, is senton
ahead at u gallop with a card yiving Informa-
welon about the delegation, the namg of the
spokesman, and such other matters ns may be
necessary to make proper arrangements at the
house and on the lawn. Then the arderly
rides back, and says whethsr or not the lawn s
wvagant and Major Mekinley Is ready to receive
the callers
Aslde from regular and general escorta
there are o number of specinl organizations
{0!‘ apecinl visitors, For instance, the native
’cmnl{lvan innn now In Canton hnve an esourt
for delegations from the Keystons Siate: the
Bwedish - Americans have organized to receive
thelr fellow countrymen; the resident commer-
cin! travellers play the parts of host to all dele.
gatlons of thelr craft; rallroad men furnish
& committee to look after rallroaders, and
pleycle riders pilot wheelmen., On Baturisys,
the recognized feature days, half a dozen
marching clubs are on the sfreets for escort
duty, and the big clubof wateh workers from
the Dueber-Hampden works is nsually found
at the head of fndnstrial hodins.

Inthe house the transformnation has hesn
alimost as complete. Mrs, ‘.\Iu!{mlos‘n Apart-
ments alone remain_ practically undisturlbed
and with the brigh lored, awest-scented
rones, with which they are alwsya supplied,
conatitute the one homelike spot laft nhout the
pluce, Major MoKinley's room  has lost all
semblance of library or study. It Is filled with
doaks and the appurtenances of the seoretarios,
with newspapers repleniehied almost faster
lian they can be earvied out, with baskets of
oitors, and with mementos brought or sent
by friends. It is seldom vacant, except on
Hunduys, when work Ia avolded to the greatest
extent possible,  Hern eallors are recelved.

Canton peopls have not lost interest In the
demona:raclons on the lawn. They follow
delegationg to the House Ly hundreds and by
thousands, aocording 1o the number of ears
renclisd by the musie of the bands and the abil.
ity of people to lemnve work in hand, Many &
Canton housew!fe befors bexinnlog a blq dny's
housawork vonsuits the papers to seo 1f it I to
bo a day of big delegations. There have heen
complaints that the home people take posses-
slon of the vanture ground to the sxclusion of
vimitors. Hut that has been pretty well cor-
rected by the escorts, who now go ahead of thie
line of \ri!!torni n{mn a path, and then work
backward in all directions till room Is made
for strangers,

One of the firat things which the rnmp-lrn
settled had boen debated for years. The city
hnd been running along with a emall police
force. There came a politieal division in the
department and the force becams short in
numbers and remained so, The frat weok of
the campalegn found but a little handful of of-
ficors to prowect the crowdws. Pocketa were
pluked by the score, and when one morning
twenty-slx gutted purses wers found on the
Inwn the two factions drovped their pnlitical
row and provided an ndoqunte pollice force, be-
wldes arranging for exporienced deteotives
when nscessnry. Since then crowds liave been
well protected and few complnints have been
miade of Inwleasness,

As a maker of hotels the eampaign in Can-
ton excels the Haines law ln New York, and, if
ons may Judge by the complnints heard now
and then, some of the moals served to the hun-
ury shonters are no moro elaborate than those
wlhich gowith a ruul] of amber fluid on the
Howery, But such wplaces are the exception
rather than the rule, A wood plain meal nt a
rensonable price may be had by any one whao ia
obeerving na hie goes about the elty. Every
barro.m now poses as a restaurant, Tha
churches have taken a hand In fesding the hun-
gry crowds. Two or three of them have lunch
standa run by ladles' ald socletles, One little
congregation has a continuous oyster festival
In ita lecture room. Another, on tho site of Its
proposed new edifice near the McKinley home,
dlepenses onffes and sandwiches from a tent.
A third, on & business thoroughfare, keops a
regular plenle dinver table suread on lts lawn
on  delegntion days, Boarding houses an-
nounce regullr mesln st all hours, and regular
hotels and restaurants have crowded dining
tablen together to muke room for new ones.

All muanner of deviess, are used to atiract
trade. When delegations are passing there
fsa din of bells, accompanied by voices call-
Ing out the wares Lo be had, ¥ys with ban.
ners mingle in the parade telling prople where
to eat. Une can scarceiy walk a block with-
out finding some such placard as "This is
delegation headguarters.” “‘Here {8 the offi-
cial eating house.” or “"Home dinners like your
mother used to cook.'" One restuurant keeper
snys that his recelpta in the past thres months
have been about $3 to one during the same
period of Inst year. During the past two weeks
:!u?' have been a little more than six to one,

If the campalgn has produced s more pro-
lific crop of anythiog than of eating liouses, It
Is of [akirs. Buch vacant atores as are not oo-
supled by lunch rounters are fllled with muse-
ums, or rellc sales, or other cateh-penny de-
vices, The strects are overrun by venders of
badges and buttons, each claiming to have the
omeinl design, or the one which *"Major Me-
Kinley personally npproves,” They wo about
the clty with thelr coats covered with the em-
Llems and with cards and sasels bearing them
by the thousands. Then there is the photo-
graph man with the ""before and nfter'” views
of the lawn, portraits of Major Mol‘iln'lof'. of
his famlily, and of every person or thing likely
w command acustomer,

The kodak fland {8 n very consplenoun Indl-
widnal, His favorite fleld of operation Is the
lawn when it Is with penple, and fre-
qluemh' one may be found perched high In the
llmns of a tree taking anap shots for & bird’s-
eye view.,

There is & vast riunn tity of nen-partisan Mao-
Kinley sentiment in the rll{. Some of It {a
prompt t?‘ local trade, but most of it by
frlemflr. neighborly feeling toward Major M
Kinley, personally. Such as do epprose him,
do ro with empliasls. They have the unpopular
side, and once they array themselves upon it
they defend thelr position with such vehe
mence that charges of working for a salary
frum Popocratic headquarters are freguently
mmde, It {8 more than probable—in fact, it
fias been pretey clearly proved by a chatln of
cironmstantinl evidence thar there really are,
or were, some pald men among the agitstors
who hold forth on the strest corners, ready for
a discussion with all comers. And these free-
for-all debates sro one of the most noticeable
feat-ires of the campnign, locally., Had, in-
deed, in the weather, ur iate the hour when one
can walk two hlocks on & business thorough-
fare without encountering one or more of
these imprompti meetings,

The leaders of the silver side of the question
are always the same. This clreomstance was
one of the first to give rise ra the charge of
pald peitators, They are seconded now and then
by casual passers br. nnd the onposing slde von-

¥ of ane or more members of
a visiting delegation, The police seldom Inter-
fers, They keep a narrow sidewalk passage
clear, an prevent lmproper language, but
otherwise the discnssinns go on uninterrupted.
It is =ald by travelllng men who come to Can-
ton that nowhern alse do they find snch acon
ditlon—nowlere such rlllcu!af’um. The analy-
wls of McHinley's frlends and managers ls
this: Tu the carly days of the campnaien, shen
organplzation was the order, the opoosition de-
elred to show a strong sllver sentlmient In
Munjor MeKinley's home for thin effect it rﬂul-t
have elsewhera, HSidewalk agltation and kin-
dred mothods furnished the counterfeit whioh
was used us genuine. Later, when the delega-
tions grew nnmerous and came lony distances,
the same tactles were followed for the effeet
they would have on visitors,

There wre very few residences or places of
business which have not some reminder of Me-
Kinley and his candidacy conspleoously dis-
pinved. The MeKinley portralt hangs in win-
dows, floata from standards, Is coupled with
mottoes on hanners and streamers aeross the
sirects, and {s the central figure of A massive
arch or staff with electrical {lluminations.

McKinleylsm has Invadel the cliy's com-
merce, I'here is ncurtrulﬁ an ariicle of genvral
use that cannnt ba purchased Inthe McKin-
ley birand. At the tobacco stands you find the
McKinley clgar, atthe notion store the Me.
Kinley handkerchief, at the jewelry store the
McKinley swoon, at every store the McKinley
cane, Bpirlts In nil gualities are aold In hot-
tlos bearing McKinley Inbels, and one window
shownn large displuy of little tin boxes pre-
sumed tn eontain Individual Iunches, which,
of course, are of the McKinley brand. 1lecog-
nizing the tendency of people to gather
ip souvenirn, Luslness mon make conspicunus
thelr McKinley wares, and nrumalr n window
or strest display can be found without some
MeKlinlay article, efther for sale or as & pres-
entl o wncompany some other sale.

But_mot nearly all of the snuvenirs taken
from Cnnton are purchased in the stares, Most
of the flowers and plants that once graced the
McKinley Inwn wore carried away leaf by
lenf Ly rollo snokers, who also now and thon
tuke n picket from the wouden fence enclosing
the Iawn, and lll[‘k np » sprig of golden rod
aeed in MeRinley's lapel by a visiting com.

THE NATAIL ACADEMTY.
Recommendations by the Board of Fisltors
—A Continmens Board Proposed.

Wasnixarox, Oct. 3.—The Hoard of Visltors
to the Naval Academy at Aonapolls, In its an-
nual report, recommands:

That the age for admlsalon to Lhe Arademy be
fixed at from 15 Lo 18 years; that the course of
study be reduced from slx to four years:; that
therequirements for admisalon be Increased by
tha addition of the subjocta of plane and solid
geometry and of plane trigonomeiry; that per-
manent heads be appoluted to the department
of mechanics, mathematics, physics, English
(including history and law), languages (French
and Spanisli; that a part, at least, of every
examination should be oral: that a
complete and modern system of sewerage
be provided for the Academy: that the sea wall
be extended 8o ns to take inall of the lowland
of the northerly and easterly sides, and that
the space so enclosed be filled In; that two sail-
Ing practice vessels be bullt for the use of the
cadets: that one of the most mndern cruisers
be ordered Lo Annupolis from time to time; that
a new and thoroughly etiuipnﬂl bullding be con-
structed for the use of the Liepartment of (ird-
nance, and that a full supply or modern guna
be rg]rnllhed to the Academy as 800N a3 prac-
ticable,

The Board e:grelau satisfaction with the re.
snlta accomplished by its visit. and suggents the
desirability of & continuous Board to conslst of
fourieen members, two of whom shall be ap.
polnted annually by the Presldent of the Sen-
