The record of Michigan during the last three
yenrs Is not without Interest just at the mno-
ment, for the reason that 1% will give some fn-
dieation as tu the resl sentiment on the free
silver question, Harrinon carried the State in
1802 by 20,412 plarality, and yet Hich, the Re.

nblican candidate for Governor two years
ater, carried the State by 1045002 plarality. It
waa in that year tnat the Democrats began to
destroy themeelves utterly by frea silver. At
the Democratic State Convention, which was
held at tirnnd Haplds on June 2h, 1804, the fol-
lowing moiey plank was adopted :

“Wedeclare In fivor of the free, unlimited
coinage of ailver ut p ratio that will permit the
debtors to pay thelr detts upon the same basia
upon which they were contracted.”

Not content with that fearful drubbing, at the
Demnoeratic State Convention which met Feb,
98, 1805, st Saginaw, whers Don Dickinson and
lils friends were still in control, the following
viank was put in the platform:

“*The Demnocratic pariy of Michigan, in eon-
vention nasembled, hails with delight the ranid-
iy lnervasing =entimuit In favor of the restora-
tion of silver to the position it so long heud in |
the monetary system of our country, and un-
gunlitiediy decliares in favor of the free and to-
Limited coibage of silver and gntd, with fuil
legnl tender power and nza ratlo of 180 1, and
invites avery patriote citizen of Michigan, re-
gardless of previous party afliiations, to loin
us in An imperative demand for immediate
leiginlation to that end, and withuot regard to
the positlon of any other natlon ln respect
thereto.'

At that Coovention only a jndiciary ticket
was numinated. Moreover, [t waa & spring
election, when the farmers are all busy. [t was
a enmparatively uninteresting election,  All
know tnat there {8 never any great fiche {n any
of the Siates over a judiciary tieket.
