Slight fires, possibly of an incendiary nature,
have occurred In Guuyaaull since 1801. The
t mall fires throughout tho city since then have
been attributed to the revolution which has
been going on slnco President Altaro took office.

Ileld In Jeraer Cltr for Shontlns Botsr
Coatello, Ilia Futher'a Onset.

Thomas J. Reynolds, for whom the Jersey City
police have been looking since Sept-- 25, was ar-

rested at S o'clock yesterday morning at Erie
and Day streets by Detectlvo Clark and Police-
man Marry. Reynolds Is accused of having at-
tempted to kill Roger E. Costello. a wealthy
produco merchant of Mulllca Hill. N. J. Cos-

tello was a guest of Dennis Reynolds, Thomas's
father, at 457 Henderson street. In order to
make sleeping room for him. Mrs. Reynolds and
her daughter went to sleep at a neighbor's
house. Costello occupied Reynolds's bed, and
Reynolds slept tn his daughter's bed. About 1

o'clock in the morning somebody shot Costello
In the breast. Inflicting a wound which narrowly
escaped being mortal, lie was discharged from
the City Hospital only a few days ago. The
shooting was shrouded in mystery until It was
learned that Thomas Reynolds had quarrelled
with his father and had disappeared the
day after tho shooting. The supposition
Is that Thomas Reynolds, who was not
aware of the change In the sleeping ar-
rangements that night, thought that he was
shooting his father. He was arraigned tn the
General Sessions Court yesterday morning on a
charge nf assault with Intent to kill. Judge
Hudspeth fixed the ball at $5,000. and It was
rurulshed later in the day.

Reynolds made a statement to the police. He
says that he went home about 1 o'clock on the
morning of the shooting and went to bed. but
could not sleep on account of the noise his
father was making shouting for drinks. He
dressed nfmself anil left the house. He went to
Newark on a trolley car and stopped at the
Palace Hotel. Ihe next day he read the story
of the shooting in the newspapers. He went to
a theatre, but could not remain there." 1 went out." he said, "and took a trolley car
for Elizabeth. I remained there in the Elm
House for about a week, and then went to
Orange, where I remained a week. I came back
to Jersey City last Saturday, and theu returned
to Orange. I returned to Jersey City last night,
and was arrested. I bad no knowledge that
Costello was sleeping In my father's house
on the night of the shooting."
"Now that Reynolds Is in custody the police
disclose the fact that a young man named Scan-Io-

who was sleenlng In the house that night,
saw yountr Reynolds leave tha house lmmedl.
ately after the shooting.

TianTIXO IS EABTEItS CVItA.

The Spaniards Say Thar nn Routed tha
Forcea or Gomes and Uarela.

Havana. Oct. 13. Gen. Jimenez Castellanos
has reported to the Captain-Gener- that be
has raised the siege of Cascorro, routine the In-

surgents after sixteen engagements on Oct. 4
and 5. The Insurgent forces numbered 5.000
men under the command of Maximo Gomez,
Callxto Garcia, and other leaders. The Spanish
troops numbered 1,800 Infantry and 300 cavalry.
They had two pieces of artillery.

On Oct-- 8 the troops entered Cascorro and be-

gan to repair tho damage caused by the fire of
the Insurgents. The Insurgents fired 210 grape-sh- ot

during the thirteen days of the siege.
On Oct. 7 the Spanish forces had an engage-

ment with the Insurgents on the Desmavo es-
tate. The fighting lasted four hours, ami re-
sulted in the rout of the insurgents. Their
lns-e- s are unknown, but nre believed to havn
been heavy. The Spaniards lost five killed. In.eluding two officers, 'three officers and fifty-on- e

privates were wounded.

The town nf Cascorro Is in the eastern part ofthe province of Puerto Principe. The Spanish
ofllclal roports are wholly unreliable, and no
credence can be given to any report of Spanish
success unless It Is continued from othersources. Since this war began the Spanish off-
icers in tho field have Invariably reported every
skirmish and fight as a victory for their flag.

Hebrew Ilnteliere Are Charted
With Tnklne Oat l'ermlle for Other
and With Extorting Money tor Them.

Thn case of Julius Scheuer. a cigar maker of
329 East Houston street, plaintiff, against
Eollg Plncus of 150 Ridge street, Slegmund
Moses of 30 Essex street, Adolph Danzlger of
40 Essex street, and Richard Wolfsohn of 71
Heter street, defendants, was called In the
Fifth District Court yestorday morning. The
news that the cne was to be called spread
through tho east tide, and the little court room
was packed almost to suffocation by the

of tho district.
The defendants nre all Hebrew butchers. The

action wna brought by Scheuer, as tho represen-
tative of twentv-tw- o other Hebrew butchers, to
recover the sum of $73, alleged to havo been
obtained by false representations. Assembly-
man Benjamin Hoffman and Emanuel Friend
were tha attorneys for the plaintiff, and Law-yo- r

Henry J. Goldsmith represented tho de-

fendants.
If tho allegations made by tho plaintiff bo

true and If tho sworn statements of thoso whom
he represents can be substantiated, tho defend-
ants aro guilty of planning and oarrylng out
one of tho most elaborate wholesale sn Indies of
which east side Jews have ever beoti the vic-

tims. Mr. Hoffman said In conrt yestcrdny that
beforo the case is concluded he expects to bo

able to show that ovor 1.000 Hebrew butchers
havo been victimized by the defendants to tho
extent of noarly S4.000.

From tho papers in tho case it appears thnt
the coming of tho recent Hebrew holiday sea-

son madu the alleged swindle possible. Iu the
proper observance of the Day of Atonement
live poultry cuts a prominent figure. Ou that
day every Hebrew must bo possessed of a live
fowl, preferably n chicken. Early In tho morn-
ing of tho Day of Atonement the fowl Is held up,
a prayer for tho forgiveness of tho elns of tho
old year Is offered over It, and then tho fowl Is

taken to a rabbi. ho Mils It. The bellof Is thot
with the KOing out of tho life of the fun 1 comes
the answer to the prayer. A rulo of the Hoard
of Health prohibits butchers from keeping live
poultry In their mnrkets. If tho legal restric-
tion does nut apply to th customers of butchers
In reference to their homes It would certainly
bo Inconvenient to keep live poultry at home.
Mr. Hoffman says that, with Alderman Tail, he
went to President Wilson of the Hoard of Health
and asked that Hebrew butchers be allowed to
keep live poultry in their markets for three
days preceding tho Day of Atonement. Accord-
ing to Hoffman, the request was granted.

According to Hoffman, as soon as the de-

fendants learned that the request bad been
granted, they got together and planned the
alleged swindle, aud they railed upon the plain-
tiffs and told tbem that they could obtain per-
mits from the Hoard of Health to sell live poul-
try, but that It would cost something, as the
members of the Hoard of Health, the Society for
the Prevention nf Cruelty to Animals, and the
Captains of police tn various districts would
hav e to be paid. In each ca-- e. It is alleged, tho
sum of S5 was demanded. When the defendants
were unable to obtain that amount they com-
promised, as thennidavltaaml lumplalnt state,
on sums varying from $1 to (3.

The defendants. It Is alleged, finished their
work of collecting money for blackmail on the
evening nf Sept. 13 and drove to a coffee houo
In East Houston street, where the money was
counted and divided equally among them. At-
tached tn the complaint are tho names of the
twenty-tw-o butchers allegod to have been
swindled. ,

Speaking of tho case. Mr. Hoffman said that
the first ho knew of the alleged swindle was
when reports reached him that ho and Alder-
man Tnlt had reielved money tq. si cure their
old to obtain the permits. An Investigation was
set on fool and tha alleged swindle was tlfs
covered. Mr. Iloffm.tn savs ho hah learned that
the tentv-tw- o complainants aro only a small
iortlon nf those swindled. He savs he has
earned lhat the four men nr their representa

tives called upon nearly all nf tho Hebrew
butchers in the city. He says there are 4.000
Hebrew butchers tn the cits. What tho plain,
tiffs now want is to get their money back.
When they havo done this criminal proceed-
ings, an Huffman says, w 111 be taken against tho
four defendants.

Among the affidavits which Hoffman has are
one made by Minnie Feld-tel- n of IIS Itldce
street, and one m.tde"by Megmund Moes. One
of the defendants said veAterday: " Yes. wo col-
lected the money, but we never said It w as to
be ufced to bribe anvtHul). We knew that per-
mits must be obtained, and tome nf our com-
petitors asked us to get the permit for them.
We thought that we might as well get a num-
ber of permits while we wero about it. To get
thee It was necessarj lhat n e should leave our
business several times to wait urnn the Hoard of
Health. On the da) s when wo were away from
homo we had to have something to eat and
something to drink." Wo thought It was only fair that our ex-
penses should be paid, nnd we nsketi our friends
to chip In to help rahe a fund. Knch person
gavouhathe or she chose. In collecting tho
money we had to have a horse and wagon. In
fact. we tiad two horses, one In tho morning
and one In the afternoon. The hire of the hor-- t s
and the Macon had to come out or tho fund.
Then. ton. we had to pay for repairing a w aeon
that wr broke n tula out cullrcilng. This also
had to be paid from whut we collected. Wo
collected S143 in nil. and we paid out for the
time expended In collecting money, for horse
hire, for drinks and lunches, and in seeing the
Hoard nf Health about all of this. What was
left we kept.

"We saw tho Hnnrd of Health three times
and finally got the permits. Hoffman had
nothing to do with It. Ho has brought this suit
because we dldp't consult him nnd because he
wasn't in on the deal "

The case was udjourned yesterday until Oct.
SO. It will then be luard In the First District
Court before Justice Goldfosle.

The Board of Aldermen received yesterday
the report of tho Streets Committee In favor of
granting the petition of the Consumers' Fuel
Gas Heat and Power Company to be allowed to
build gas mains under the city's streets to fur-
nish fuel gas for commercial purposes. The
Consumers' Company offered nt first to furnish
fuel gat to the city at n maximum price of fifty
cents the 1,000 cublo feet and to pay the city
thirty cents a lineal foot for each foot of pipe
laid. The report states lhat several competing
companies made application for consideration,
but that the committee, felt that the Con-
sumers' Company, tha first applicant, was en-

titled to the franchise, the more so. Indeed, as
It had been rumored that a combination of the
competing companies had been formed for the
purpose of defeating the Consumers' Company
and to secure fur the competing companies the
fratichl-e- , but with the Intent of not using the
franchise,

Tlio Aldermen's right to grant the franchise
was submitted to the Corporation Counsel, aud
in his opinion Corporation Counsel Scott says:

" I find It to be a question which Is Involved In
a grenl deal of doubt. The grant applied for Is
one of extraordinary and very sweeping na-
ture. An examination of the slattilo
convinces me that It Is by no means clear that
tho Legislature has Invested you with power to
grant the permission asked for."'lolny mains for gas would
at least. .Mr. scon holds, require the accjuiesccnce
of property holders along the route of the pro-
posed mains before the Hoard could grant the
fianchtsc.

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RISIIOP K EASE'S SUCCESSOR.

Father I.ee Thlnki It Would B tfnwlae to
I'ut the Iteetor In Office Attain.

Washinqton. Oct, 13. The announcement
by Cardinal Gibbons that the directors of the
Catholic University, nt their meeting In this
city on the 21st, will consider at length tho
question of a successor to Bishop Keane as rec-

tor of tho university. Is understood to presago
contest for the ufllco. Tim choice of names for
recommendntlon to the Popo will devolvo upon
the directors or trustees of the university, aided
by the thirteen Archbishops of tho country, all
of whom are ex oJJclo trustees, although only
five are named specifically In tho list of direct-
ors and trustees. There Is one vacancy tn the
Board of Directors, occasioned by the death of
Bishop Martin Marty of St. Cloud, Minn. Prob-
ably this will be Oiled before the voting.

In filling the place' of Bishop Marty a rnle
laid down by the directors themselves will prob-

ably be observed. This Is that a vacancy shall
be filled by a man of the same rank as the pre-

vious bolder. There wero originally three
priests on the Board Fathers Lee, Chapelle,
and Farley. The raising of two of these to
Bishoprics left only one priest on the Board.
The other two places may be treated as vacant,
and that would necessitate the election of two
more priests, ono to till Bishop Marty's place
and the other to Mil the next vacancy that oc-
curs. Father Thomas Lee of St. Matthew's
Church, the leading Catholic church of tho city,
the only clerical director now here, said

"I consider it quite unlikely that Bishop
Keane will be renominated. This, it seems to
me. would practically be saying to the Popo
thnt he had acted inadvisedly: that we know
better than he what should be done here. I
should not like to make such a suggestion. It
would argue a confused understanding of Pope
Leo's authority as the head of the Church, and
his special prerogatives In control of the Papal
universities." Nn man can question my entire friendliness
to Itlshou Koane. 1 regret that this matter be-
came public us It did. That was the sole cause,
of the unfortunate position in which he has
been placed. Otherwise he could have retired
with dignity. I know ho has wished for at least
a year past lo get relief from the heavy strain
of bis duties as rector. Except for tho prema-
ture announcement made he would have quietly
tendered his resignation nt the opening of the
univ eralty and would have taken n place of rest
with honor and without particular attention
from the public.

"The discussion now general In the news-
papers Is to be regretted. Its only effect, so far
as I can see, must be to Injure Bishop Keane.
All of us desire to avoid that result, 1 am sure."

RAEZ.OOSS IS OUR AR3IT.

Gen. Oreely Telia la Hla Annual Heport of
the With Them.

Wasiungtoiv. Oct. 13. The annual report of
Gen. A. W. Greely, chief signal officer of the
army, shows that the military telegraph lines
have been maintained lu excellent condition
during the last year. Their efficiency has been
promoted by replacing with iron telegraph poles
the wooden supports, which have been almost
wholly discarded.

The system of field or flying telegraphy, begun
by the United States during the last war. hat
kept pace. Gen. Greely says, with the advances
of electrical science. Olber nations have grad-
