This was the first meeting of
the House of Dishops aince the General Cons
vontion of the Church, which was held In Min-
neapolls in 1403, The only matter of eapecial
{mportance whieh was likely Lo evme up for
action before it was the eleotion of two Bishops
to preside over two new missionary Jaris.
diotions ereated at the last General Cone.
ventlon, The new dioceses are those of Ashe.
vills and Duiuth, The territory Included
within the dioceses of North Carolina and Min-
nesots s so Jarge that It was decided at the
General Conventlon to set off a part of each
diocess into a separate district, (o be governsd
by amissionary Bishop, and in this way to relieve
the Blshops of a portlon of thelr work, The
new disteicts will be kunown as the Misslouary
District of Asheville and the Missionary Dis-
triet of Duluth.

THE PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD,

This titate and Noew FEugland Ropresonted
~MeEKinley's Name Cheored.

The Presbyterian Synod of New York con-
vened Inst evening for ke sanual meeting In the
First Presbyterian Chuorch of Brookiyn. Tne
Bynod conslats of twenty-three presbyteries,
imoluding the whole of New England, in addl-
Aon to this State, and there are 270 delegates,
mioisters and elders. Heretofors the home
missions of this Synod have becn under the
direct control of the General Board of Home
Misslons. A movement In favor of home rule
bas beon started, and the chiefl question o be
declded at this mesting Ia whether It would not
be wiser to Lring the missions under its own
esontrol, The sdvocates of the nsw pian sary In
fta favor that the Bynod would koow (s own
nesds belter than the (eneral Board, There
seems Lo bo very little opposition to this move,

The only business trunsacted last nlght was
the election of u Moderator for the coming year
and of two temporary clerks, One of the duties
of the retiring Moderator |8 to preach thoe ser-
mon at the opening mesting of the Synod. At
the beginning of last night's meeting the Hev,
T. Ralston Smith, stated clerk of the Synod,
sunounced that the Rev. Howard DuMeld, the
retiring Moderator, was detained in Princeton
and would not be able to preside st the opening
sosslon, as he was down for a spesch aL the
sesquecentannial of his college. He had, how-
ever, sent his sermon, and he, Mr, Smith, would

read It,

The announcement did not meet with ap-
proval, Criticlems were made. The older men
especially wero displ d. One of them sald to
areporter that It was, to say the loast, moast
discourteous oo the part of Mr. Duflleld, The
office of Moderator was the greatest honor the
Bynod could bestow, and it shows small appre-
alatlon on Mr, DufMisld's part to be unable to
toar himeolf away from the dellghts of 'rince-
ton for one nlght. The fact that the sermon
was Interosting nnd was well road by Mr. Smith
did not lessen the uffence,

Hin Confidentinl Clerk Metore Confinent.

His Mhop-The Clerk Badly Injured.

The Bureau of Encnmbrances mnde a raid
on the truuk and vallse store of D, A, Doyle

Hy a corlous colneldence the recent
meotings of the elub have been held at & pince
olose to the old Bytown Hotel, where the leadora
of the rising of 1837.38, the Bona of Liberty,
used to mesttnble to discuss the grievancesof the
Canadian peopls under the rérime of theold
Trinity compact, the predecsssors of the present
Imperialist party, This elreumatance, | am told,
lent a pecallar interest to the proosedings, and
Insplred many of those present with the hops
that the not which they were then aceamplish-
Ing mlght be the prelude to the final liberation
of Canada friom forelgn control nnd her entry
Into the community of free States. ‘The constl-
tutlon  wan  rend  In Engllsh  and  la
French.

“Ihis associntion shnll ba known under the
name of the Canadian (ndependance Club, and
aliall be composed of porsons denlrous of obiain-

Is denlred to ohtaln by paclile nnd legitimate
means, 1t will be formed of Provineial counclln
thint shintl regulnte the affairs of the clubs of
eael provinee, For present purposes the head-
quarters are gt Montreal, Each member on
Jolndug Is requlred o slgn the fullowlng declara-
ton: I acknowledge heroby to hinvibg read
the preamble of the eonstitution, and declars
wysell bonrtily In meeord with I, and 1 attuch
my sigtntiuro which shinll be the wuarantee of
the zeal and tddolity with which I shall work to
obialn the Indepeudence of Cannda In conformle
ty with the principles eontained in the eonstito-
tion Lhat governs tlils orgatiization.” It is In«
tended to lold a serinsof publle meetings during
the coming winter In various plnces with a view
tosprending the organization through the éonn-
try, nnd bringing all the elements deslring o
