vertible fact that wheat Is actually Belling
at tho greatly ndvanccd price, and is ex-

ported nt that price in vast quantities. That
is great good fortune, and Popoc-rac- y

cannot mako a scarecrow ot
good fortune. It Is too real. It Is

too welcome. Its happy consequences nro
too widespread. Tho people want, first of
all, to bo prosperous. Wheat Is up, tho
world's demand for It Is urgent; and that Is
enough. Of re urse, BUY AN wanted It to go
down, but ho was powerless to chango tho
order of nature and the operation of nat-

ural laws; and so is everybody elso.
Very likely thero will bo other attempts

to produce campnlgn scares, but thoy will
not work. Tho pcoplo havo already made
up their minds about Repudiation, and it Is
less than two weeks to election. Nobody Is
going to bo frightened meantime into vot-
ing against his convictions.

Coercion In Minnesota.
As tho BltYAN orators havo had so much

to say about "coercion" nnd "intimidation,"
tho remarks of tho St. Paul Globe about tho
coercion of employers in Minnesota, whero
tho condition of political feeling seems to bo
somewhat heated, nrc interesting. Tho cor-

respondents of tho Globe report that, as a
result of the "class" war begun and sedu-
lously kept up by Mr. BltYAN. men in tho
small cities and towns in Minnesota nro
nctunlly bulldozed to the extent of being
made afraid to express their political opin-
ions. "Tho boycott is nppllcd.'L says the
Globe, " not to tho employee, but to
tho employer. Tho mennco Is held over
the heads of business men, nnd not
of laboring men. From do7cns of
points our correspondents report that
merchants nnd manufacturers, all per-

sons, in fact, who depend upon public
custom for their support, and whoho
livelihood is derived from trade, either
refuse to express themselves nltogether, or
glvo their opinions under pledgo of secrecy
nnd on tho condition that their names shall
not bo mentioned. Tho reason that they
give for this Is that they fear the effect upon
their business ot a frank declaration ot their
political attitude. Both sides appear to be
under this npprehension, although, nine-tent-

of nil such persons being in favor of
the gold standard, the political boycott acts
most effectually In tho silver Interest."

As the Olobc truly remnrks, thlsproscrlp-tiv- o

policy " is n part of that gospel of hate
which BltYAN and his associates nnd sup-
porters profess so vigorously." As far as
wo have observed, this species of coercion
has not been nttempted in New York. Pul-li- c

opinion hero is tbo much opposed to tho
Chicago platform to glvo tho supporters of
that preposterous concern any encourage-
ment to tyrannize employers. Tho BltYAN
men In Minnesota, however, aro perfectly
logical in adopting tho methods ot the boy-

cott. If tho war against thrift is to bo car-
ried on with nny vigor, tho thrifty, who
constitute tho great mass of tho community,
must bo prevented from using their influ-
ence in fnvor of their own prosperity. Of
course, votes cannot bo controlled. Tho
secret ballot prevents nny real intimi-
dation of political opinion nt tho mo-
ment of its final and authoritative ex-

pression. It seems, however, from the re-

ports of our St. Paul contemporary that
somo of tho BltYAN peoplo in Minnesota aro
repressing, or trying to repress, tho free
manifestation of political sympathies. It Is
hard to beliovo that such Is the case, but
such tho caso seems to be. Tho introduc-
tion of "class" haticd has been ono of the
most offensivo of tho many offensive char-
acteristics of tho BltYAN canvass. It lends
legitimately to such attempts to violate
tho right of free speech as are reported from
Minnesota.

Tho BltYAN business is n bad business all
nround. Fortunately It will bo stopped
next month.

Wliy American Industry Languishes.
If, as the supporters of Mr. Bur AN say,

we should attribute to tho demonetization
of silver in 187.T tho Industrial and com-
mercial depression which wo now witness
in this country, tho same cause, wherever It
exists, ought to havo tho samo effect. Now,
silver was demonetized about tho amo
tlmo in Franco nnd German y, and it has
long been demonetized in England. Tiiosu
three European countries ought, then, to
shnro tho depression which is observed in
tho United States. Do thoy share it f or aro
thoy, on tho contrary, in a relatively pros-
perous condition ? That is tho question
which the Hon. HlLAUY A. IlEltnEKT, tho
Secretary of tho Navy, has undertaken to
answer in tho current number of tho Xnrth
American ilcvlcw.

Mr. HEiniEltT tells us thnt, having left
tho United States on Aug. 12 deeply im-
pressed with the inactivity of American in-

dustries, lm was nt once struck, on landing
In England n week Inter, with the flourish,
ing aspect nt tilings. Everywhere the fac-
tories wero In operation, und in not n single
newspaper did he meet with a complaint of
hard times, Tiio semi-annu- reports of
tho earnings of English railways wero then
in rourso of publication, and the net
revenues of tho twelve principal companies
showed an nggregato increase of 85,(100,000,
or nine per cent., as compared with those
for tho corresponding half of the previous
year. Ther Is, of course, no nioro accurato
Index of tho stato of a country's Industries
nnd tr.-ul- than the earning power of its
railways. Similar trustworthy Indications
of rtilnimatiou wero nlTonled by the iron
and coke regionsof Germany ; tho producers
of these commodities had, as a rule, o

orders for twelve month to
come. Franco, too, was found to be
rapidly recovering from the depres-
sion which since 18uy-0!- l 1ms nfllicted
to a greater or less extent all great In-
dustrial nations. Thu statistics ns to
French exports mid imports for the huteight inrj'iths were lately published; they

show thnt moro raw materials for manufac-
ture, by ncnrly 82B,000,000, havo been
Imported during that porlod than during
tho samo months of last yonr. On tho other
hand, tho exports of manufactured goods
from Franco showed an Incrcnso up to Aug.
HI of moro than 38,000,000. Why is It,
asks Secretary Hr.uiiEr.T, that American
worklugmcn do not partlclpnto In this re-

viving prosporlty with tho lnborors of Eng-
land, Germany, and France t It cannot bu
a question of tariff, says ho, for whllo Eug-lan- d

has frco trndo, Franco nnd
Germany havo protection. It cannot
bo n question of fiscal burdens, for
tho United States havo smaller burdens
In tho wny of taxation than has nny ono

of the European countries named, nud they
have moro nntural resources than all three
of them combined. What maleficiont agency,
then, Is It thnt cripples our recuperative
energies and shuts us out from our just
share In the general rcncwnl of prosperity f
The answer Is that thero is something In

America y moro destructive than tho
phylloxera was at ono tlmo In Franco or than
tlucotton worm over was In the Southern
States. It Is thu persistent fobrilo ngltatltm
of tho silver question which has shaken
confidence In tho future, frightened capital,
paralyzed Industries, and thrown labor out
of employment.

If the election now approaching shall havo
an Indeclslvo result, thnt Is to say, should
Mr. Bktan bo beaten by only a small ma-
jority, or should his followers bo strongly
represented In the lower Houso of Congress,
ns they aro already in tho- - Senate, the
ruinous agitation will continue, nnd the
four years to como will bo worse than tho
threo which havo just passed. To Insure a
revival of our industries Mr. BltYAN must
bo beaten overwhelmingly, nnd not only
thnt, but his supporters must be cut down
to a weak minority in tho Houso ot Repre-
sentatives. Nut only that cither, but tho
utmost pains must bo taken to carry tho
Legislatures In all doubtful States, so that
the composition of tho Senate may bo trans-
formed ns speedily ns possible. Thero nro
several small States west of the Mississippi
River from which Senators must at an early
date bo elected. Somo of theso States, in
all likelihood, will voto for Mr. McKlNLEY,
but it would be a gricvolis blunder to miss
securing tho Legislatures also. The silver
agitation must bo stopped, nnd to do this
quickly and forover its promoters must bo
barred out of power in evtry branch of tho
Federal Government.

From
a competition whereof the field ranges from
mero inanity to tho limits ot obscene enter-
prise, reputable publishers and

editors would better keep themselves
wholly aloof. Let the scavengers with an
inborn taste for that sort of rcsortrrh, con-
tinue to discover all tho coprolites, and to
shout them for sale in tho open market
place. Let the simo fellows likewise mo-
nopolize tho traffic in thnt sort of harm-
lessly vulgar train literature, which no man
with clean linen on can read, eon in n
smoking car, without a sense of personal
ignominy and degradation.

Wo do not for an instant suppose that tho
Tribune, with its traditions of respectabil-
ity, contemplates a descent into the under-
ground filth through which the A'nr Yuri:
World and the AVir York Journal nnd their
imitators are noisily wailing their way. But
in getting itself, or any part of itself, down
to t ho llieonlrr level, the Tribune Incurs a
moral injury.

chosen field of vulgarity, are not nn inheri-
tance which our neighbor ought tn desire,
or a possession of which our neighbor ought
to lm proud,

Tiio intimato contest between thu pro-
prietor of thu .Yciu I'mc ll'iirtrt and tho
proprietor of tho ,Vcio York .Journal for
the primacy of tho sewers proceeds with
iinnb.'itid energy on either side. Ono of
them is spending lavishly, in the attempt to
beat off its inconvenient young rival, tho
money nm.issrd during a long nnd happy
period of absolute monopoly of shaincless-ness- .

Tho other Is pouring into tho cam-
paign money earned by older and probably
wiser men in more honorablu business, in n
desperate effort, foredoomed to failure, to
provo that a Harvard graduate with tho
training of a gentleman ran

tho original Pulitzeii hlmsolf. Fore-
doomed to faiiuio, because tho new-
comer is, after all, only an amateur. If ho
succeeds In buying away from tho older
shop every artist whose pen or whoso pencil
has been educated to proficiency by tho
master of nil the arts which mado the
IIVirM what it is, other artists will spring
up like mushrooms under tho brass dome.

When tho goes to tho hospi-
tals with his enmern to photograph for
tho benefit of U'orld readers tho latest run-
ning ulcer, tho Harvard graduate promptly
furnishes to readers of the Journal explicit
Instructions, with plates, teaching how
murder tuny bo done with a slnglo blow of
tho fist upon tho chin by driving a splinter
of tho under jaw up Into tho brnin.

It has, too, adoublo significance. It sug-
gests with how little faith disinterested for-

eign obsorvors, who have hundreds of mil-

lions to invest in sound ventures, but
none In slinky causes, regard tho probablo
outtomo of Spain's attempt to subjugnto
Cuba. It also betokens tho ultimate lnck
of menus to carry on tho war In tho way
Spain must carry it on, if sho would pre-

vent the patriots from driving hor Into tho
sea; and therewith it foreshadows tho com-plet- o

discouragement of her peoplo over
their hard task.

There is ono placo in tho world, however,
where Spain can check her losses, and partly
repair her finances. Cuba is prized by hor
as a former sourco of income, but is far
dearer to bcr own peoplo ns their na-

tive land, which they nro resolved
to mako free. Should Spain open nego-
tiations promptly with them, sho could
probably dispone of her interests in tho
island to an ndvantngo which sho can
hardly hopo for hereafter. Tho patriots
might recognize, in an offer which would
cut short tho war, save many lives nnd
much money, nnd enable them to turn to
account nt once tho rich resources of tho
island, the basis for some pecuniary claims.

At thu very least, Spain could stop tho
present prodigious drain on her resources
beforo reaching complete bankruptcy. Nor
would thero be anything discreditable or
unprecedented in such a course. England
nnd Franco had to glvo up far greater pos-

sessions in tho New World, as tho result of
unsuccessful wars, and Spaniards of an
earlier generation successively gavo up
many domains hero, larger than Cuba.
Spain, in fact, will only follow her own in-

variable precedents in conceding indepen-
dence to the islnnd.

But in order to turn that concession to tho
best account for herself sho should nrrango
it now. Not in sorrowfully tramping from
counter to counter of tho European money
lenders, but in making terms with her re-

volted colony, which has cast off tho Old
World yoke, the opportunity for her wisest
statesmanship and most profitable finance
in thu immediate future will be found.
