The men who make thair livings on the rivers
and In the harbor hereabouts began last night
to fix up thelr boats to make tho greatest deni-
onstration of the campalen In order that Mr.,
Bryan and all s erowd of Popocrats and Pop-
allsts might know for eartaln what they thought
of the scheme of repudiation and national dis-
honor. On hundreds of boatain the harbor men
were st work putting upall mamner of decora-
tion that the raln conld not damage and
gotitnd ®verrthing 10 readiness for the final
touches that will bs put on to-day in the
shaps of more perlshabla and more gay-
iy colored desorations, The men who
wore not at work decorating wers busy watoh.
ing the sky and muttering prayer for the quick
roturn of fair weatlier, At the headquarters of
the Bhipping and Industrinl Sonnd Money Asso.
elation of the port, which has armmnged: the pa-
rade, It was deolarsd yesterday that, raln or
shine, the show would ba the greatest one that
has ever besn meen in the waters akoul New
York. That statement may be disputsd, but
nobody will diaputs the statement that next to
the great naval parade beld in the sprine of
1803, the show to-night will be the greatest
evor seen anywhere In America. It will be &
more novel ahow even than the great paval pa-
rade, becaase It will be held atnight and the
display of fireworks will ba spleadid. Where
in 1809 thefireworka in the evening wers con-
fined to the Brooklyn Bridge—and by the war
they all went off atonce then—to-night there
will be ten miles of fireworks, and if ever there
wore & alght worth seeing that will be.

The men of the assoclation completed all the
preliminary work connected with the show yes-
terday, and all thers (sto be done to-day ia to
keep a sbharp eye out in order that there may be
no hiteh In the programme. Thero isn't any
possibility of a hiteh, boosuse everybody con-
nected with the parade, from the lowest deck-
hinnd on the smallest boat to the owner of the
largost flest, i In dead enrnest and takes o per-
sonnl pride In making the parade a suecess.

The programme Is for the division of the
fleot, which will consist of about 200 boats, lute
four divisions, the firat in command of Rear
Admirsl Etaples, the msecond in commapd of
Rear Admiral Dalzell, the third in command of
Rear Adniiral Moore, and the fourth in com-
mand of Rear Admiral Valentine; the whaole in
command of Admiral J. W. Miller. These

titles, of courss, are political titles eonferred
for the occasion. The four divislons wiil be
divided into squadrons, four sqesdrons in each,
nod each squadron will be In command of &
vommodore.

IN OTHER COUNTRIES TIHAN OURS,

Effecta of the Exlsting Currency on Prices
of Commodities and on Wages,

WasHIsGTOoN, (ct. 20.-The Secretary of
State sent nn instruction to the diplomatic and
consulnr oNlcers of the Unlted States on July
25 last, directing them to prepare a reportof the
currency of the voaairies to which they nore
accrealied, showing among other things the
nature of the standard of value, amount of
money in cireulation, the effect of the existing
earrency on manufacturlog indusirivs, prices of
eommodities, and wages,

The department to-day lssued the first vol-
nme, consisting of 270 pages, of thess reports,
covering all the reports ko far recelved, Inclnd-
ing those of European and Sonth Amerlcan
countries, Mexico, and Central Amerlca. Fred.
erick Emory, chief of the Departinent of the
Bureau of Statlstics, who Is ln charge of the
publication, summartzes the reports ns follows:

IT SMACKS OF ANARCHY.

Biskhop Meymonr Denouncrs the Popseratie
Platform - What Money In,

Blshop George F. Seymour of Springfield, 111,
who had been in attendance at the recont mest-
fnk of the Protestant Episcopal House of Blah-
ops in this city, spent Thursday night at the
honse of his grandnlece, Mra, Charlotte A. Ber-
rlan At 4H0 Willoughby avenuns, Hrooklyn.
Yentarday the Eagle publishied this interview
with Blshop Seymour on the {saues of the Pres-
{dential campaign:

“As to the money question, 1 belleve that
that there are very many peopls who donot
understand the real purport and bearing of It
yel. notwithstanding all that hiss been sald and
written about it in this eampaign. Money repre-
senta values; firat, the valiie of the rasw material
nnd afterward the valus added to It by skill
But the Government does not Impart value to
anything. It does not make money. Itsimply
and solely takes a metal and stamps the value
onit, If the Government puts on the metal an
untrue stamp it slmply acts a falsehood, For
this falsehood the people must ultimately suffer.

There can be but onestandard of value, ns there
Is but one standand of welght or of measure,
Every one must see that bimetalllsm must sxist,
however, because the poople n smaller de-

nominations  of money than one doliar
and  gold eolns of small value would
be impractieabile.

One great difflcuity we
encounter Is that the people were educated into
a misapprebisnslon of the real nature of money
by the money of the eivil war. Then {t was of
paper, but it was not money; only A promise to
Dy, remember reading In Marco [Polo's
travels in the mrmh century thatacertain Em-
peror eompelled his subjects to take monoey
made of mulberry bark with certain charcters
on them. The result was that all business
cemsml,

* 1t has nlways been & trick of unserupulous
monarche to rob their subjecia by a debasement
of currency, but [ did not believe it would ever
be proposeid that our Government should do it
In the reign of King Edward 111, of England
the coin was debased and the King tazed tho
people and floally forced loans from the mon-
asteries, The roln was debased to one-third of
fts real value, nnd the people suMered moch be-
lunl'u the Goverument restored the real value to
coin,

"Asto the attack on the Supreme (Caurt, [
think it smacks of mnarchy. The Supreme
Court Is one of the safeguards of this peoplo, &
safegunrd  against improper legisiation sod
agalnst the central authority. 1In other lands it
works both ways, remember belng wery im-
patient on sccount of the decision ln the Dred
Scott fugitive slave law caee, but I submitted,
because, although It was againat resson, in m
uvpinfon, yet the court stood ms a bulwar
auainst riolence und passion. Of ail saleguarils
of the pouple that are conceivable In thiws
country that of the Supreme «‘ourt ia the best.
You kbow that in Fogland, If a bill is
Eannd through Parliament and It is signed

¥ the Queen, it mes law, and that's the
eud of it. But bhere, even though the President
shiould sign an act of Congrosa, itcan still be re-
viewed Ly the Supreme Court. Witness the
peraooal tax law reverslon. Now, thosa who
urge In favor of the planks In the Chicago plat-
form are urging Aﬂlrtu{;. They are sowing the
svcds of anarchy, and this Is ealcolated to pro-
duce another French revolution iIf ecarried ous
to its logical ennciusion,

“Thers |8 po valid reason why any voter
should “split’ or scatter hin vote for Presiden-
tial electors; and there Is danger that {f you
pndertako to do so you may almost wholly de-
ttroy your vote for President, Do not do it
Vot your ticket for electors "stralght.’

“1t Is not neceseary to produce on election
day the certificate which was given you when
you registered. Your right to vote does not de.
pend upon the possession of that paper. If your
name has been omitted through the faule or
carelensness of the lu-pectors the certificate will
enahle yno to get an opnder from a court or
Judge directing It to be put on.*
