sarthed, and, indeed, ho thsory of either mur.
der, suleide, or ncaldent was agreed upon by the
tnvestigators., Coroner Miles and Jolin E. Au-
drus, the dend man's brother, were atill positive
that Hamlin . Andros was murdered, probably
by an Anarchist. Pollioe Captain Mangin, on
the other hand, still elung to his theory Lhat

Andrus made the bomb himself and that his

death wan either n sulclde or wn aceldent.

Sevaral now facts wers brought to light yes.
terday regarding the placing In the cellar of
the wires by which the bomb 1a mnpposed to
bave boen connected with the electric battery
and with the trigger by which the contrivanes
was worked, [t was shown more definitely that
tho wires hiad been there only astiort time. There
wers two sels of thess wires, ane of which was
supposed to liave been used o a former attept
to blow up the office, Thess Isiter wires at one
place were wound around o gaspipe, and yester-
day it was ascertained that the plpe had beon re-
palred on Oct. 8, and the wires were not there
then, It was also learned that the second
wsel of wires, the one which Is supposed
to have been used on Wednesday, was
not in  place on Monday. On that day

More of Bt Done in G@reat Britala Than in
the United Siaten,

The total length of rallroads In Great Britaln
18 21,274 miles. In the United States it is, or
wna at the last computation, 179,821 milea.
There is more than six times as mueh rallroad
mileage therefore in this country ns there s in
Great Britaln, and the povuiation of the United
States, it ought perhaps to be added, s more
than double the population of Great Hritain.
The area of the United Rtates (s 3,000,000,
and that of Gireat Britaln 121,000 square miles,
and Americans, It ls well known, are greater
travellers than English people and have larger

Tromasrox, Conn,, Oct. 28,—John Glosson-
berry, an elderly farmor Hylng in s rocky vale
near Northfleld, in the watershed of the But
ternut Brook., which flows into the Waterhury
reservolr, long decmed himself atle to copa
with almost all of the diMculties which beset
the 1ife of a Connecticnt agriculturist, hiut
lately hie has been foread to confeas that a flo.
