Hlckok
was clearly rattled, and when the Indi-
ans refused to continue, he made mat-
ters worse by admitting his mistake. Under
ths rules bis first decision was final, so
that the Indians were clearly deprived of
a touchdown and n probablo goal, as the ball
would have been kicked from a point directlyI In front of tho posts. Hlckok, who bos been
coaching the Carlisle team, then succeeded in
getting the Indians to play again by telling
them that they "still had the ball and could
easily score another touchdown." But this was
out of the question, for In the remaining mln-
ntes the Yalo men fought for their lives and
succeeded In keeping their opponents from ad-
