The variety in wraps, coats, and fancy Jackot"

this season exceeds anything we hare ever bail
before. Kvery conceivable shape and a great
diversity of colors aro seen in this medley ol
outside garroonts, and, whether it Is a cape, n

jackot, or a long evening cloak, the extreme
high collar is the feature that prevails. The
rollsd collar Is still worn and Is much uioro be-

coming than the high affair, which entirely
covers tho ears. The most elegant evening
cloaks are long, loose garments plaited into n

yoke, and made both with and without sleeves,
Sleeves are preferable, however, sinco they are
large enough to be easily put on and off and to
much warmer.

Velvet satin and smooth cloths are the popu-
lar materials, and black satin lined with rue
color makes an especially deslrablo evening
wrap. Dlack peau do solo la also used, and the
first one Illustrated, with sling sleeves and
pointed collar. Is trimmed with Jet and beaver.
Another model carried out In black velvet bus a
high collar and yoke embroidered with jet and
gold and a trimming of lace and sable over the
shoulders. Any of the pretty shades of smooth
cloth can be made up In this way with a cheaper
fur trimming and still produce a very

Long garments are not confined to evening
wrnrm this season, for there is an endless variety
of ulster and pelisses made of warm cloth nnd
lined with silk or fur for day wear. The ulster
with the cape sleeves Is very stylish, and these
cloaks, unlike the evening wraps, aro fittedclosely in tho back to deltne tho figure. Thehigh collar and rovers are covered with fur, andthe sleeves are moderate leg of mutton.

In jackets theru Is a wldo choice, and short,
loose coats made of the same material as tho
street costume are in good style. 'Ihey uxually
have the plaits In the back, and are lined with
Ilk nnd faced on tho revers. collar, and ouffs

MVSnitOOM.1 1A MANY STYLES.

Ther Are Nntrllloua aa Well Jlellcate
and Vary the lllll or Fare,

The fall rains have mado muehrooms very
abundant In tho country fields and low meadows,
to the delight of tho mushroom lovers still at
their country homos. Few housewives know
that mushrooms have the auruo nutritive vaiuo
as meat, and mushroom Juice approaches the
naturo and flavor of meat gravy more than any
other vegotable compound, nnd Is the highest
substitute for It. Mushrooms aro classed among
the most nutritious of vegetables.

Mushrooms are ordinarily associated with a
stew or meat eauces, but they may be served
In almost as many ways as the toothsome
oyster, giving a pleasing variety to the bill of
fare and salving as a relish for luncheons and
teas or m an entree for dinner, with delicate

i

sauces flavored with lemon Juice or wlno. Ii
when mushrooms are plenty nnd can bo founi!
In almost every field they nro gathered ant
dried, the powder will bo found excecdlugl
useful during tho winter for thickening ant
seasoning sauces.

To dry mushrooms put them Into n saucepar
over tho hro nnd lot them bo heated through
which will draw out the rnolsturo. Thcnspreai!
them out on fiat dishes and keep them In th
mouth of a cool oven, leaving tho door open, 01

on n shelf over the rango, uutll tho mushroom!
nro thoroughly dry; then roll nnd rub them

s through a sieve. Keep the powder In an all
- tight Jar or tin box with a closely fitting covei
I Whon mushrooms aro used for garnishing us

tho small variety. Add a little lemon Juice t
tho water in which they aro to bo cooled ; till

i tends to keep them white, although opicurc
say that tho flavor of the mushroom Is dc

' stroyed if the Juice Is added before tho vegeta
ble Is rooked.

' Tor scalloped mushrooms, put over the fir
' in a saucepan a generous tablcspoonfulof but
' ter and stir Into It ono tablespoonful of tioui
' Gradually add one cup of whlto Btock and th

tamo amount uf cream. Cook them ton minute
before seasoning with salt, paprika, nnd a tabic
spoonful of chopped parsley. Meanwhilo cu
tho stalks from falr-elze- d mushrooms, cho
them and add to tho sauce Iluttcr a puddlm
dish and arrange in It two layers of mushroom,
and uourover them the prepared sauce. Cove

' the top with a layer of fine crumbs ard put bit
of butler over tho crumbs, llako In a brisk ovei

' about fifteen minutes, having tho crumbs wel
browned, and sorro.

Tho most delicate way to bake mushrooms i

under glass. Cut sllcoi of bread Into roum
pieces with a large-size- d cutter, toast thorn ant
butter lightly. Place the pieces of toast in i

baking pan, and upon oach plcco put ft mush
room. Sprinkle them with salt and pepper nm
bits of butter. Ilea? small tumblers by filllni
them with water and bringing It to tho hoillni
point, and turn a glass over each mushroom
Place the pan In the o en nnd bake. Sorvo thi
mushrooms with tho glass still over them.

For baked mushrooms with n sauce. good-Biz-

mushrooms aio to be preferred, Toronodozei
mushrooms make a tnuce by putting Into i
uuueepan thrsu laigo tablespoonfuls of butter
and stir Into It lo spoonful of flour: thri
gradually add a scant pint of good stock, senior
with salt and popper und flavor with ono tea
spoonful of lemon jutcn and half a teaspooufu
of onion Juice. Toast lightly equnro pieces ol
bread. spread them with the sauce, and plan
thorn lu u baking pan. Put a mushroom, thi
oup sldo up, on each piece, of toast, 1111 their,
with the sauce und bake nbout twenty minutes

Toxtow musrooms plainly, cut off tho pari
nf tho stems that grown under ground. nsl;
the mushrooms carefully and remove tho skin
from tho top, and if largo ones, cut thorn Ir
quarters. Put the mushrooms into v sauiepan
and for each pint allow ono tablespoonful ol
water, n heapliig tnblespoonfulof buttor. Ilghtli
dredged with Hour, und pome Halt nnd caemu
pepper. Cover tho pan and put It at the pldool
the Are until tho butter hat melted, thru put it
where Its contents will simmer fur fiftoon min-
utes. Turn li.to a heated covered dish and
quickly terve.

Again ciner und cook lueomlx minutes longer,
Put Inch. square pieces of hot toiisl In adeei
dish, turn tho cooked miishroums over them
and servo as soon us possible.

For Htotvlng mushrooms with nn egg to thick-
en tho sauce: Ton pint nf prepared
In a saucepan Kill a ublespnonf ul of cold n ntui
and one of butter, cover and new (.lowly fifteen
minutes; season with salt und paprika; add two
tublebpootifulsof butter and mi) teaspoonfuU
or cream. Heat the yolkaof tmicggsund add U
them one tablcepoouful of cream anil btlrlutc
tho othir mixture. Do not let it bull, and us
soouunthueggcommoncee to thicken remove
from tho lire. Serve on toast or not.

Drolled mnshrooms: l'o tho large mush-
rooms for broiling, Cut oil tho stalks und peel
the cups. Wash and drain ij'llcKly. dip them
Into melted butter, and place them in a double
broiler with all the cups Irlng tho same way,
Put tho broiler over a clear fire. It Ii tho under
sldo of the mushrooms toward tho lire. Lot
them broil two or three minutes, then turn the
broiler and nicely bionu tho other bide. Lift
tho luushroonucarufully from tho broiler lth
a spoon, as the cups should bu full of liquid, and
Place thsm on pieces of buttered toast. Put n
little piece of butter ou each uiuthrooiii, sprin-
kle with salt and pepper, und erv at once.

Or treat them in this manner In broil: When
