change or resplte, wonld be a suficient!ly gross
outrage In A country lke Engiand, but when
such a punishment s Inflicted In the mwiul
ollmate under the equator on the west conal of
Africa, It amounts to hideous erueily,

Ttis difMenlt to Imagine what justifieation of
Ita trenttent of King Premnpeh the British
Government wonld offer if called npon. He has
falled to pay an immw war ind Ity. to be
sure, but it remains to bs proved that he has
tho wherewithal Lo satisfy the outrageous
olaim. He has made recontly » forolble protest
in the ahape of & “humble petition™ te Mr.
Chamberinin, the Coloninl Seoretary. In that
dAneuament his ease In set forth to thin effect:

Binee 1802 he has been In negotintlon with
Gireat Hiritain with the view of brioging himself
and Ashant! onder the Queen's protection. For
the purpose of furtheriog thess oegotintions he
In the present year sent envoys to England.
Tuese envoys were offivinlly {nformed that an
expedition was mbout to be despaichied to Coo-
mnssle, that Britiah oMecera woulld accompany
them buck, and that If the King “offered no re-
sistance the matier wouid bosettled peaceably.”
The Commissioners on their retorn informed
him (Prempeb) that he was required to send
thres principal chiefs to Pralini to meot the
Governor of the Gold Coast, make submisalon,
and accept the Britlsh terms; and also to send
two hostages for the obmerviuce of thess terme,
acvept n Hritish Resident, glve & ploce of land
for the erection of w Hesidency, and pay the
costs of the expediiion. He thereupon sent the

chlef, w8 required. to make full sohe
misaion  and  mceept the Hritish terms,
wnd  aiso sent  "two princes of the

blood royal' to be hield by her Majesty's
Governmuent as hostages. All the versons so
rent returned at the end of m woek and reporied
that Capt. Lonald Stewart informed them that
whe expedition would vome to Coomnassie in any
oveul. Ho (I’rempel) next sent back thedepu-
ties and hostages, who returned reporting that
they hind been turned back and (l-treated by the
Brivsn. lle then despaiched Prince Albert
Ansah with a detter o Capr Donald Stewart,
statiog that he was prepnred o nccept all the
terms notified by the Governor, and that he
“bad madoe proclamation throughout Lis ter-
ritory that all weappons should be removed to
the interlor, and that no resistance sbhould be
offered to the expedition.” No reslsiance of any
gort was affered. aud when the Hrliish comwmian-
der arrivod st Covmassie Prempeb signitled his
submission *' by removing his headgenr and sau=
dals wod Ly kneeling at Lis Exccllency's fest.”
Thin is Prempel's mccouut of what then hap-
poenied :

*His Exeellency then demanded the immediats
paymetitof the bulanee of the indemniuy imposed
by the treaty of Tomana of 1874, and of the ex-
penses of Lhe present expedition. Your pe-
titivoer replicd that he was not prepared to pay
stich an mmount at once, but offered such gold
as hio Lind in hsod, amounting o 00 peregwins,
eaual to £2,070, and to pay the oalance in one
week If time were nllowed, and to give iwo
liostagis as securlty for the payment thercof,
His Excellency refused this propuosition, and
yuur pelitioner and others were made prisuners
aud subseguently brought to the const under
the guani of the British troops and lodged in
the Lort St. George d'Elmios, whore they now
wre. Your petitioner begs Lo represent that Le
hins offered Do resistance 1o Ler Majesty's troops,
has aceopted the terms put torward by her
Majesty's representalive, and that hels pre-
parel to pay the Indemniiy if allowed a reasons
able thoe to colleck the Amount, hut that be
cannot arrange for the payment unices he fs
given opporiunily to mest bis cniefs, which he
cannotl do s lung as he |s detalned a prisoner.”

This. then, s the *other side of ths story ' of
the Ashanti expedition—a thieving invasion
which the Hreitish Government Las declded to
commemorate by striking » mednl for the
Lenelit of tue brave purticipants. In contrast
witn wont 1 have written, it is intercsting to
quote the wnnouncewent mmde throngh the
Loudon papers tiio other day of the sequel of
the raid as It is denlred It sbhould appear Lo
Britsh eyes:

“Tue deposed Ashiant! mocsrch, Premipeh,
bas gettled down guletly {nto the comparative
retirenent into which elreumstances drove
him, nod Is giving the British authorities oo
troubie.”

A bout with the folls, which those who wit.
nessed it describe ns one of the clurest and
cleverest Lhey ever sawm, ook place one after-
noon this week in Pazis boiween those splendid
swordsmen, Slir Charias Dilke and Col, Dearues,
It seems & misnomer to describe eltlier tnah as
& veteran, Sir Charles Dilke's superb figure,
alert carringe, and kedn eve are more than an
offset o the testhmuny of age which his
gray beard convevs, whils Col, Desrues’s
62 years are marked by a physique of
forty. This veterau of the French military and
tipiomatie servive siill has no superior among
the fine blades af Fraticn, and Sl Clinrlos, who
15 sthll prastonately fond of the pastime of gen-
tiemuen, his long been anxzlous to cross swards
with him. ‘Tue great English putlicist Is
original In fenciog ns In all clse, and Lie are
ranged with his antagonist in advance that he
conld, If Le liked, change his foll from one
hand Lo the uther.

*Certalnly,” responded the Frenchman, * Do
what you like. Hit me oa the top of the head
if you plense with your eword hilt. Everything
sbisll Le permitted, hut 1 warn you if you play
any trleks 1 alinll cortaionly touch you.™

Then the swords
flasned ugalp, and in the sharp cxchange
neither scored, Suddenly =ir Uharles changed
Lils sword to his left hand, * Ha!" cried thoe
Colonel, and Inetantly churged ngnin at his
umbidextrons antagonial, There was a crash
of steel, wnd both cried " Tourhé]™ It was a
doubile hit, The Colonel got the Llade in the
right arm, Sir Charles In the left side, Both
stepped Lack and then tho nasault began
aaintn.
