The big business blocks nro beehives of political
industry. Tn ice nnd thrice a day meetings are
held In addition to nil the regular speechmaking.
" Silent talks" on tho commercial aspects of tho
campaign are given at night on the most fre-
quented streets by storeopticons. Tho managers
of this effective method ot street campaigning
have much difficulty with the hoodlum eloment
of the population, who ln their crazy zeal for the
Popocratlo causo attempt to tear down the
stereoptlcons and prevent the crowd from read-
ing tho bulletins. So far, however, no hand-to-han- d

conflict has taken place, but it Is feared
that the close of the long campaign
night will be tho signal for violence on the part of
the desperato followers of Bryan, Altgeld, and
Debs.

Tho Popocratlo campaign managers in l,

as elsewhere, profess to be amused at tho
hopefulness of sound-mone- y organizations, and
they make a sweeping denial of everything that
Is claimed by tho antl-B- n anltcs.
