HOARDED GASH COMES OUT.

SAnsaa ha men h'evoiit a on eat
BOB 11 OF DBVOSITS.

There Had tleen n Sort of Hllent Run on
the Banks Ever Slnee Repudiation Be
cntnn the Ieene-Mue- h of It Came Bask
In Gold on Wednesday nnd Yesterday.

The cWent of tho rcpudlatlonlsts has re-

stored confidence among tavlnjcs bank deposi-
tors tn thlt olty, and they ate putting baok
the money they hod drawn put to hoard, Since
tho 1st of August, when tho regular July
withdrawals from tho savings banks usually
ceaie, tht.- - had been a steady and ronttautly
growing tendency on the part of depositors to
tako their money out of the bonks. The offi-

cers of tho banks forceaw this tendency, and
provided, against it by Increasing thtlr re-

serves and prrparlna themselves for a heavy
drain. The drain began about Aug. 1, and It
continued until Monday, when It reached Its
climax. Xn amount ot money enormous tn the
aggregato was taken from the banks, and the
month of September was an anxious, one for
the officers of many of the Institutions, The
nithdrawals were made quietly, and at no
time did they amount to a run on any of tho
banks, as the word Is generally understood.
In almost every ense the depositor withdraw-
ing his money wished to keep the transaction
secret.

Hod Bryan been elected there Is no doubt
that open runs on several banks would liavo
followed. Tho officers of tho Institutions
wore aware of this, and in at least ono bank
tbey had got ready to demand tho ninety
daks' notice allowed by law before paying out
the depositors' money.

But tho election ot McKlnley worked a won-
derful change lu the ieellngs of tho people. It
was felt on Wednesday morning, whop the
banks opened for business. Instead ot with-
drawals, there came deposits. In many cases
men w ho had taken their inonoy out on Mon-
day nfternooA brought It back on Wednesday
morning. In tbe dny and a halt ending at
noon yesterday more gold was deposited In vhe
savings banks than had bsen put In In the
months of July, August, and September. The
men and women who crowded around the re-

ceiving wicdows outnumbered those at the
paying windows eight to one at some ot the
banks. Tho draft business stopped on Mon-
day night, and on Wednesday, instead of work-
ing o erttme to debit drafts, tho clsrk s In the
banks staled at their desks after hours to
write credits against the names of their cus-

tomers.
Every savings bank in New York went

through the storm without assistance, and is
to day sound and growing sounder.

Da; Id Led with, the comptroller of the Emi-
grant Industrial Savings Bank in Chambers
street, said yesterday that from tbe first uf
Ausust until e'cctlon day tho withdrawals
from tho bank hod been steady, and that
as November drew near they became larger
dally.

The withdrawals previous to tbe elec-
tion, considering the amount on depoilt at tho
bank, had been rather heavy.

At the Manhattan Institution for Savings,
at an Broadway, tbey reported a visible fall-
ing off In the amount of drafts, which had been
very heavy before election. This falling off,
they sold, was aboot 25 per cent. Some cold
was deposited yesterdav, but it came in small
quantities. The depositors uf the s ellow metal
iv ere mostly Italians.

Mr. Audrew Warner, tho Proaldent of tho
Institution for Savings of Merchants' Clerks,
reported a perceptible Increase In the deposits,
although be said it was as jet too ear) to feel
the beneficial results which ho was sure would
follow McKlnlov's election

At the Greenwich Bank, 248 Sixth avenuo,
James Qululan. tho Treasurer, ail that the
excess of deposits over the withdrawals on
the day following election was $30,000. For
tho month of October, 18114. tne drafts ex-

ceeded the deposits by $45,000. In October
last year they were $100,000 more, but lu
the same month this rear $300,000 was nith-dra-

n abov e the amount rocalved on deposit.
"It Is a great surprise to us," said Mr. Quln-la-

"to find the condition changing so rapid-
ly. For several weeks past thore has been a
constant demand for gold. Now It has not
only ceased, but tbe gold Is beginning to re-

turn."
Charles K. Sprngue. President of the Union

street, said. "We generally experi-
ence a large fnlllng off In deooiits the day
following a legal holiday, with heavy with-

drawals. Wednesday It was quite the other
way: thedrafts on tho bank were unusually
small, while the amount deposited was moro
thun any previous oai 's receipts for months.
Both yesterday and y largo depoilti of
gold have been made, and no one has called
for gold."

Merritt Trimble, President of the ijank for
Savings, 280 Fourth avenue, paid, that Wed-
nesday was an unusual day w(th them.

"For tho flrst, tiruo In four months," said
he, "we received more than we paid out. Tho
uneasiness among depositors was felt hern
as It was In every sutlngs bank In tbe city.
In 1P5, during tho four months ending Nov.
1, we paid, out a million and a half dollars
more than we received. During the same period
this year over two millions was withdrawn.
The "demands for gold were frequent a few
weeks ago. but slnor Tuesday we have had sev-

eral large deposits, and no one asks for gold,"
D. T, Hoog. the President ot the American

Bank, 601 Fifth avsuue. said in regard to tho
feeling among their depositors:

"Everybody that comes into the bank feels
earler now that tho. result of tho election is
known. The gold that wo paid out has al-
ready begun to return."

A workman who had beou a depositor lu
this bank for jears, and had saved several
hundred dollars, slosed his account last week,
as he was afraid Bryan would be eleoteu. He
topk his money lu gold, but joiterday be
camo back and reopened his uceount.

At the Uerlrm Saving Hank. Third avenue
and 124th Street. Wednesday's deposits
amounted to $10,000, aitalntt 87.000 on Mon-
day and 14.500 on Friday. Secretary Hart
said yesterday ihat much gold was coming
in daily from those who have been holding It
for a promlum In cuso of liryau's election.

JONES YIELDS AT LAST,

aATSM'KIM.EX HAS ItOXASI) STILL
CJtIES VOEltCIO.X.

The Iopoerntlo Chalrmtm Alno Kaplntan
Why Ho Didn't Olv t'p Bonner-.V- It
Popocrnto Will Cordially Hripport the
New Chlcr I'.xecuttve of the Nation.

Ciiioaoo, Nov. A, Chairman Jones formally
conceded the detent of William J. Bryan to-

night, and made his last Presidential carapnlgn
statement to the public Tho free-silv- standard
was really lowered late last night, so far as the
election of 180U Is concerned, when advices
Were recolvod at headquarters from West Vir-

ginia concodlng the electoral vole of that
Htate to McKlnley, but It was decided not to 1

make a public announcement of tbe fact until
Meantime Gov. Stone arrived at Chi-

cago from Missouri In response to Senator
Jones's telegram. Tho National Committee
Chairman, tho Governor, and Campaign Chair-
man Campau wcro In conference this evening In
tho Senator's room, and at Its conclusion the
following statement was glren out:

"Tho result of the Presidential election Is
apparently no longer In doubt. It pas been ono
of the closost contests that the peoplo have been
called on to determine In recent j ears. Wo havo
claimed the election on our advices from States
that were admittedly in doubt, In which we
knew there hod been many fraud, and from
which there wero evidences of tampering with
tho returns.

" It seems now to be apparent that while Mr.
Bryan, aftsr making the most brilliant cam.

uostof the States claimed to be doubtful, but
has not carried enough to assure bis success
in the eleotoral college.
