The moat Interesting Convention in the mod
arn history of Judaism will he opened in this
elty & weok hance and will renain In sesalon
through the week, It han been called by the
Hatlonal Counell of Jowiah Women, a body of
recent organization, the I*resldent of which is
Hannal (. Solomon of Chioago, It will be the
firat Convention of tho kind evor held, and will
be attended by delegaton chosen by the local
pectlons whioh have besn formed in many
parts of the United States, Itisasure to creato
a widespread interest, not only in the ranks of
Judalam, but also in the commualty nt Inrge.
Both the National Executive Hoard and the
Naw York Committee of Arrangemonts have
striven, and will continte to strive, to make the
mooting as gFreat a anccess as they expect 1
wiil be. Many acoomplinhed Jowesses will par-
tlalpate In the apeechanaking.

The purposes of the National Councll are ' to
bring about cloanr relations among Jewlsh wo-
men, to furnlah by an organie unlon a medinm
of communication and the meansof pronecit-
ing work of common (nterest, to promots united
efforts in behalf of Jodalsm, and to foster the
wrork of mooial reform Ly the applioation of the
best philanthrople thought." It encourages in
Jts members & deeper study of the Hible, the
history and literatute of the Jews, and the
mgencies of personal servico. It provides for
the interchange of ldeas, for discussion upon
matters of motual Intereat, and for helpful sym.-
pathy In work and aspiration.

WAITED 18 YRARS T0 BE A WIFE

Mise Malliy's Hutt for 820,000
for Prand Committed 1n 1081,

Hannah Veroniea Hellly told a story befors
Justice Blschoft of the Bupremse Coort yester-
day, In an actlon to recover $20,000 damnnges,
of her allegea botrayal by Matthew Sabater, &
marrlod man, in 1881 under promise of mar-
ringo. Anan notlon for damages for breach of
promise would be cutlawed, ahe sued for dam-
aies for fraud and decelt, alleging that alie had
not discovered the fraud until July, 1804, thir-
teon yoars after thelr asqualntance sud intl-
macy.

Mins Rellly testificd yesterday that the de-
fendant was a professor at a college of dentistry
in Twenty-third atroet, where ahe want to have
lier testh attended toin April, 1881, She was
then 10 years old, and was working for a hair
dresser in Broadway, near Fourteenth streel.
Whnen she called at the college Sabater had first
Inatructed a stodent to attend to her toskh. but
he aftoerward took the Job himself. A club-
footed student near by inguired, as sho was
about to go, If Sabator was a relative, as he
uanally left such cnses to stodenta,

Sabater naked lier when she was leaving If he
might not eall on hsr to look after her testh,
Sho was living with her parenta at 337 East
Twentleth atrect, where be bhecame a visllor
thereafter. He took her Lo places of amusement
und alie understood that ahe was in the position
of wife to hlm. He nad told her that as svon as
he got 85,000 in eash they would go through the
form of & marriage and live together. Ho ex-
plained that hie bad just bought the house st 30
East Twenty-first street, and that all he nesded
to set up hoosckeeplng with confldence was
$5,000 in eanh, which lie hoped to have soon.

Mins Heilly sald shw was not, and the woman
eald sometning to the efect that Sabater should
not be out driving with other women, Miss
Heilly thought the woman must have some
clalm on Sabater and questioned him. He sald
that he had been married, but was divoroed,
and that this woman had besn following him
alionut to csune trounble, Sabater often went with
her to the houses of her friends, and he Intro-
duced her st his home' to his mtli or, The
mother said somothing in broken Engliah to the
offect thiat shie would be happy when her son
married the plaintiff. In Joly, 1804, Sabater
tnld her he wan gninl’ to Earcpe with Prof.
Kelly for his health. He sald on making the
antouncoment:

* | hope you will eontinne to be the good Hitle
girl you always was."

He was to start for Eaoro in August,
and ahe went to his houss to have her testh
attended o before he went. The house
waa closed, and on making inguirleas she
wias informed that Sabater and bis family had

one nway. Thin was the first time, ahe testl.

ed, thiat she becnme convinesd that for the
previnus thirteen years he had decelved her
mnto the belier that he wans single, whareas he
wias ninarried man all the time.

The plaintif® Is a slender woman who wore
binck and showed a melancholy face. Sabater,
a Cuban of about 40, took cnr!om notes of her
piatements ns she spoke, rarely looking un,

Lawger Hummel called Sahbater as a witneas
for the plaintiff. Sabater admitted that he had
written a large bundle of lettera which were
shown to him and joffered in evidence. The
Judge reserved decislon on admittiog them,
Tho case went over to Monday,

DOWD'S DETENTION IN BELLEVUR,

The Plhysieal Calture Nastractor Triss to
Get Out on Habeas Corpnue.

Prof. Donald C, Dowd, an instractor in physi.
cal onlture at 0 East Fourteenth street, was
brovght bofore Justice Luwrence of the Supreme
Court, yesterday, on awrit of habeas corpus,
which lie had obtalned to procurs his releass
from Bellovue Hospital. His wife waa ap-
polnted committee of his person and eatate last
March, and he waa put In confinemoent, but, on
se¢rning to have recovered, he was releassd at
her request. He eats excessively. somelimea
taking two and thres quarts of lce cream ata
time, anid then uses a stomach pump,

Dowd and bis gounsel waited about two houra
without any one appearing from the Corpora-
tion Counsel's office. An a motion for the re-
lease of the man was being made, Asaistant
Corporation Connsal Farley came Into coort and
sald he had just learned about the casa and de-
sired ap adjouroment to prepare in the matter,
Justice Lawrencosald that an answer to the writ
could li'nl.dllr bave been made, and added
warmly:

“ A wman has some rights to walk thoe streets,
A m-q:a liberty o these days la of some ac-
count.

Dowd's lawyaer insisted that he should be dis-
charged as there was 0o commitment. It ap-

eared that Mra, Dowd had got s warrant In a
glnwlnrlu'l Conrt for hisn commitment for
examination on Monday. but relented, and de-
clded not to proceed in that way. On Wednes-
day night ahe took him to Bellavae Hospital to
get the oriulnrl of the physlelans as o lils con.
aition. He was kept & prisoner after being
superficinlly rxamined, and bis wife did not op-
pose lils appllieation for discharge on hinbeas,
Lawyer Farley sald that {t would not be right
to discharge a man who might he Aangerounly
insane untll the physicians were fioally heard

from.

Justice Lawrence anld at last that he wonlid
ndjourn the caso until to-day. and directed that
Dra. Fiteh and Anderson of Bellevae, as well as
Dowd. appear at thoe hearing.

Twoe Witnewsen Deciare That They Hind
Heen Exempted from Testifylnm.

The chiarges were founded
on evidence obitained by the Lexow commitiee.
A motion that the charges were outlawed by the
Statute of Limitations wns overroled,

Leroy M, Lyon, who was formerly o the frait
business at 00 Harclay strect, was called by
Mr. Moss as the first witness, 1t was alleged in
the charges that IHickey had recelved 300 o
year for n period of severnl years from Mr.
Lyon's firm, When Mr, Lyon took Lhe stand
ne mked Col, Grant it he could be compelled to
answer any aunestions, The Commissioner snid
he ecould decline any questlons on  certaln
grounids. Thio witness then snid: )

“Lwvas n witness before the Lexow Commit-

teo. When 1 testifed, I was promised that |
wonld pever be nsked totestify again. This
promise was also made to me in the private ex.
aminstion room by o tall, slim man with w
randy beard, | capnot say now who It was
The promise was aiso made when § testifted be-
fore the Committee. 1 now refuse LOatswer
any questions becanse that promise wins wade
to me."
“I.l:ryar AMoss anld tlie minutes of the Loxow
Committes contained no Mmentlon of such a
promise being made, and aaded that no auch
promise was made, Mr. Lyon inslsted, how-
ever, that such a promine was madu by some
one representing the Lezow Commnilttes.

Mr, Moss proceeded to examine the withess,
whin kaid bhe was now in business at 280 Wash-
ington street. Mr. Mosns then waked the wilness
if he patd money yearly to Hickey for s perlod
of five years whils he wns In business at il Har-
clay stroet. Mr. Lyon refused to answer the
question. on the ground that It mighttend to
fneriminate or degrade llm. Mr. Lyon also
enid he did pot remember ever having had a
conversation with the accused pollceman.

Chiarles A. Sohott of Hrooklvae also sabd that
he had been promised, when before the lexow
commitiee, that he would not ngain be called on
as a withess in the case, and refu to nuswer

nestions as to bribing Hickey on the seore
that the answer would tend to d?ude him,
Thn case will bo sontinoed next Friday.

MURRAY HILYL BANK RECEIFVERS.
Appeliate Divislon Criticlars the Attorney-
Gieneral, but flis Men Keep the Assets.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
has upheld Justice FMryor's appolntment of
Miles M. O'Brien and Spencer Trask as tempo-
rary recelvers of the Murray Hill Hank. This
aprointment was madeon Lhe application of the
directors of the bank. The Attorney-Genoral
had other rocelvers appointed by Justice Dickoy.
The Court say that the Interests of creditors
““seem to be serlously imperilled by the instito-
tion of an nnnecessary proereding by the Attor-
neyv-General, out uf which appears to have
arlgen an tnseemly dlspute betwesn blm and
the ofMrers of  this bank a8 te  the
mothod of procedure by which thin eorpora-
tivn ia to be dissolved aml 1ta property applied
to the payment of its dabits. This should not bo
encournged, Itisthe duty of the court o pro-
tect the Interests of the eredltors of an lusol-
veut eorporntion, nnd ot o allow its assets to
be wasted through adispitte between recelvers
appointed in different netions,”

In another branch of the same mattar the
court upheld Justice Trunx, who hind denied a
motlon made by receivers O'Hrien and Trask to
compel Etate Superintendent of Hanks Kilburn
to turn uver to them the assetls.
